to return to England. There he be-
cime tho chief sssistant to Sir John
Gurst when the latter was Minlster of
Educution, and when 8ir George HKeke-
wlch «cetired from the ofMce of chiaf
secretary and permanent head of the
Deparitment of Education, Morant was
appuinted to his oflfice, with a salary
of §10,000 a year, and advanced to the
Knighuhoud of the Order of the Bath.

Last year Sir Robert lasued a con-
fidential cireular which caustcally com-
mented on the glaring Inetlciencles of
the teachers of elemoentary schools, and
urged the government Ingpectors, to
wnom the communicatlon was direct-
ed, to use thelr Influence as far ns pos.
sible to secure @ hetter and more In-
tellectual clanss of men  for the job
Through the disloyalty of one or mors
of Lhe Ingpectors to whom this con-
fdentlal document was addressed, It
fell inte the hands of the National
Unlon of Teachers In  elementary
schools, who promptly demanded his
dismissal,

The new Minlster of Education man-
Ifostly credits them with more political
Influenge  than his redecessor; and
a&nxlous for thelr support, has exacted
the dismissal of Sir Robert, who un-
less he gets another government ap-
pointment, s kely to enter Parllament
a5 p Conscrvative, and on the return
of the Unlonist party to power, will
undoubtedly in that event go back to
Whitehall, ag Cablnet- Minlster of Bdu-
catlon.
