Alfonso XIIL. has threatencd his
aunt, the Infanta EBulalle, directly, by
telegraph, and also through his am-
basgador in Parls, where she lives, with
divers palns and penalties, for defy-
ing him, In persisting In placing upon
the market on Monday last her extri-
ordinary book, entitled “Au Fil de la
Vie,” without having previously com-
municated Its contenis to him, ana
recelved his approval.

Without entering inle the questlon
ag to the merits of the book, it may
be fust ns well to revie where brieny
the punishments, which it is within
his power to infliet upon Lthe prin-
cess, In the first place, he enn de-
prive her of her rank and her pre-
rogatives as an infanta, that 's to|
sny, as_ a princess of the relgning;
house of Spaln. If he were to cause'
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
