opportunities offered women in this
State, of the total number of 10,676
teachers, only 2,008, or about 30 par
cent., are college graduates,

Of the t1otal number of teachers,
3.763 are women, and the wvast ma-
Jority of them are not college grad-
uates. In fact, only the smullest per
cent, hold college diplomas. In the
tables, the denominational collegas of
the Stalﬂ—}!umpdt'n-stllne,\n Randolph-
Macon, Richimond College and othors—
show the hust record of teaching groad-
untes,  with 1,162 out of the total,
2,803, college graduatas in educational
worl. The Unlversity aof Virginin
shows only thirly-one gEraduates in
tha table.

FAILED T0 REPORT
ITS EARNINGS

Beaver Dam Distilling Company
Is Sued for $10,000 by
Government.

Sult for 310,000 has been Instituted
in the United States Distrlot Court by
District Attorney L. L. Lewls agalnst
the Beaver Dam Distilling Company,
of Clarksville, for [fallure to report
to the Internal revenus department
Its net and gross earnings for the yuar
1810, that the corporation tnx might
he assessed as regulred by statute.

This {y the first mult of this charac-
ter entered In this distrlet since tha
excise law hecame effective, about two
yeara ago.

The oflice of the coliector of revenug
has frequently went oul warnings that
corporations which falled to compiy
with thia law would be prosecuted, and
this sult Jg belleved to ha only the
forerunner of several otlhers,

Only concerns earning $5,000 or mora
annually are llable to this tax, hut all
are requlred to report thelr revenur,
tilthaugh It may be below that eum.
