The report or Fire Chief E. V. Far-
icy for the year Uli shows u total
of ninety-four alarms ot fires, ten of
which were false alarms; seven wore
due to burning chimneys; fifty-nine
'lue to fireB In wooden bulldlnge, and
eighteen In brick buildings. .Seventy-
live of the fires were confined to the
buildings In which the lire originated,
and only two were extended.
The loss of real estate by the fires

last year was only $4,483.13, and on
the contents of the buildlnie* only
12,046. The real estate affected was
insured for $104.CT0, and their contents
for S29,080. The Ibulldfngs damaged
were valued at J! 20.825. end their con-
tents at $68,921.
