Measure Designed to BringAbout Stability in Fraternal
Societies.

With Speaker Byrd appearing to
Urge action, the House Committee onInsutanco and Banking yeotcrday re¬
ported favorably the bill making a
general law for the government offraternal Insurance societies operatingIn thin State. Insurunce CommissionerButton consented to un amendmenttllmlnatlnt; ono clause, designed to
permit a graded reduction of any de-
licloney which might exist after Oe-
comber 81, 1917, one order thinkingIt might hurt It.
Among fraternal Insurance men thisbill lu. known as the "Mobile bill." ItIs the result of co-operative offortsof leading societies and the NationalConvention of Insurance Commission-

ors. I
Although vigorously opposed In some

quarters, It In Indorsed by the NationalPrate rn-U Congress and the Associatedfraternities of America, Including theModern Woodmen of America, thoRoyal Arcanum, the Woodmen of tho
World, tiie Knights of Pythias, tho
Knights of thu Maccabees, the llepta-
Sophs and others. It Is really a meas¬
ure a'mod at practices which In the
past have caused losses among- policy,holders In societies not badud upon
adequate foundations.

Purport of lllll.
Mr. Byrd had tills summary of thu

measure, which has already paasud
the Sonate, and now goes to the House;

(1) It Is designed to clearly define
what Is a fraternal society and pro-
vent .'ha operations of fraudulent so¬
cieties, gambling societies, graveyard
Insurance societies, societies With con¬
stitutions designed to keep the officials
«Cd promoters In perpetual control,
societies run a? money-making schemes
tor the I.unfit of theli officials, etc.

It Is designed to tequlro of the
societies such reports as will show the
members clearly whether the rates tho
societies Is using are adequate to
Carry out the beneficial contracts. With
section Z3-A (objected to by the Hop-
tnsophs) out, thero is nothing In the
hill requiring a raise In rates, unless
the members themselves deem such a
raise advisable.

(3) It Is designed to prevent new
eocletles entering or incorporating in
the State, from doing so on a basis
that repeats the errors and mistakes
of the past.

TWO AMENDMENTS
ARE PASSED UPON

(Continued fiotn first pige;.
oslllon so far as the session of 1912 Is
ooncernad. the members who favor the
enabling prohibition act, but who voted
against the constitutional amendment,
were eharply rapped by Edwin P. Cox
and Walter Tanslll Oliver. These mem¬
bers, discussing a teohnlcal motion to
reconsider, eald that It was strange
that men were willing to refer to tho
people the whiskey' question, but wore
not willing to make the same doctrine
apply to other, matters as a gene-u.1
proposition.
They argued that the prohibition

referendum is clearly unconstitutional,
ajid said that if the prohlhltionlsta
were going to Insist on the referendum
they should have some regard fortheir oati-.s to sustain the Constitution
and pasB the Martin amendment, and
proceed to do It In order and In ac¬
cordance with the organic lav/ of the
Commonwealth.
The hill abolishing the State Board

of Accountancy was killed in commit¬
tee yesterday afternoon, while the
"Mobile" Insurance bill. regulating
ftaternol insurance societies, which
has already passed the Senate, was
successfully gotten out of tiie House
committee with a favorable report.

HOUSE
Ilov. J. W. Morris. U. D., of Monu¬

mental Church, offered prayer in the
House at the beginning of yesterday'ssession.
Among the 'bills reported from com¬

mittees was the Byrd tax bill, with an
amendment In the nature of a subsil- |tute.

Mr. Cox got through a resolution
continuing tho csil of second reading
bills as on Wednesday, but it was not
used, since the calendar was not I
reached throughout the day.

Mr. Love called up the amendment!
to the Constitution leaving the method
of selecting division school superin¬
tendents to be decided by the. Legisla¬
ture, Instead of being in the hands of
the State Board of Education, as re¬
quired by tho Constitution. The pro¬
posed amendment was reported.

Would Curlnll Power.
Speaking to |t. Mr. Love, snld that

loo much power Is vested In tlio Stato

was taken out of their hands, und
this grew when supi rintondonts from
outside of the county were selceted
Bgatnst the wishes of the cltlr.cr.S. Not
even mass-meetings did any good. the.

Compliments Ken lea ton.

"First," he aald, "I want to express
my opinion of the splendid, inugnülceiit
work done for the cause ol uduCalion
by the present Superintendent of rub-
lie Education, who ih onu tit mo most
valuable public servants I knuw of.
When he took hold of the uiTulrs of
the doparuneul educational maller« In
thlB Stale were dead, und he breathed
into them the very breath uf life, and
made the work a living, vital fact. The
faults of which complaint Is heard,
and which wo a..-ek to correct, are not
the faults of the Superintendent of
Public Instruction, but of the system
under which he had been compelled to
work, and which were imposed upon
him by the Constitution. The conven¬
tion gave the State Beard of Education
powers which it outtht not to have, and
which It cannot Intelligently carryout."
The superintendents and trustees,continued Mr. Byrd, uro now respon¬sible to nobody, and have not adapted

thcmselveo to the needs of the people.
The six men who elect them caunot
know them and cannot be acquainted
with tho nctda of the various locali¬
ties. An anomalous situation, he pro¬
ceed,',), is presented In that tile di¬
vision superintendent la responsible to
the State board and then to the trus¬
tees, whom ha practically selects him¬
self, since the oth«r mernbera of the
electoral board naturally defer to his
wishes. "This is the only case of
which I know," he commented, "In
which a man selects the people who Ox
his salary." .

Become Indifferent.
"Among the people." h« continued,

"there la a pretty good goneri! aver¬
age of intelligence and morality. The
division euperlntendent la pretty much
like anybody alae, and aoou gets in¬
different to the need of the people un¬
der these circumstances."

Parenthetically, Mr. Byrd said he
would vote for tho bill to elect school
trustees by the people. He cloned with
another word of praise for Superin¬tendent Eggleston, saying thai tho
criticisms which have been dlroctcd at
that otllclul should have boen againstthe system.

Mr. Page aald the people are up in
urms on this proposition, that school
taxes have beut. Increased, and that
the people have no voice in ihe spend¬
ing of the money. He thought the
syttern should go back to the people.

Mr. Fltzhugh said hla people wanted
a change, and that he bad bton elected
with tiio understanding that he would
support such a meusure.

Mr. Smith said men have not been Si-
le.cted for their qualifications, and that'
the people who pay the taxes should
say who should get the money.

Fears Republican Control,
opposing the amendment to the Con-|stltutlon, Mr. Gllllam said he was

afraid to advocate n measure which;
the minority wanted. It would penalize
the people of the Southwest, where Re¬
publicans could el»cl their superintend¬
ents. He said frankly that at one time'
In his city of Petersburg there was
not a man who could so well discharge
the duties of superintendent as the otif-
who was secured elsewhere. He
thought there should be a ehoneo to gel
an expert from some other locality II
desired. He know his position was un-
popular, but proposed to speak his sen¬
timents.
The light over the manner of election,

said Mr. Oliver, should he deferred
until the amendment is adopted and
the time comes to pass the bill. For
his part, if tho Republicans had a ma¬
jority of the chlldron und of the tax*
payers, he would* give them the power
to elect their superintendent.
The amendment was approved, 76 to

7, the minority votes coming mainly
from Democrats In the Southwest.

Arffue llucliouun Case.
Judge Williams ofTcrid a resolution

to the effect thai Marshall McCormlck,
A. S. Hlgginbotham and J. H. Stuart
should be nppolnted to make a com»
plete Investigation Into the condition
of affairs regarding land titles In
Buchanan county and to report a solu¬
tion to the next session of the Oineral
Assembly. Ho argued thnt the people
of Buchanan, who have been here for
weeks, are entitled 10 relief, nnd that
the next Legislature should give il to
them. If this cannot. The people ot
the county would pay the costs.
Mr. I.unsford thought It not the prov¬

ince of the Ivoglslaturi to appoint coun¬
sel for people llllsatliif» tltlM. He
railed attention to tho fact that the
Committee for Courts of Justice huti
passed a resolution, by unanimous vote,
exonerating the land assessors nfid
commissioners of the revenue from any
wrongdoing In.collection with tho Pel-
ins of the bogus land for taxiitlon.
Somewhat the same condition existed

elsewhere, evtn In hin own county ofHotctourt.
This ivns nn effort to have the Corn-

monwaalth become plalnlln" In the set¬tlement nf disputes, in the opinion olMr. Wh'te. ..f Itnckbrldg». The law¬
yers to do the work required would re¬quire a large sum.

Mr. Rutliorfoord believed tho oourtHhad f.ili jurisdiction to settle the mut¬
ter.

Mr. Id.II contend ed that the Leglslalure has no constitutional right to pa.v-a law for this special case.
\ Hinnimmt Offered.

The Speaker ruled that Inasmuch a*the resolution tnlgnt involve the expen¬diture of money, it should be introducedIn the form of a. bill, and was there-'
fore not In order, Judge Wllllutm then
amended it so that the State shoiiid
not be llal/le i'or any money In the mat¬
tet, und the resolution was admitted.
Ths aUthor said the Legislature uhould
not turn the people down who uru
knocking at the door lor relief. ff»
..-aid so much argument liad been madu
on tliis subject that the committee and
well-nigh everybody -lue ad become
confused.
Mr. Stcphctiuon, of Hath, said that

similar conditions prevail in other coun¬
ties.

.Mr. Challtlcy thought this a mistake,
as in Buchanan man/ of the troubles
come from titles admittedly bogus In
their nature, which make the condi¬
tion:; there excojdlngly difficult.
On a show of hands lite resolution

received lifty-seven affirmative votes,
more thun a majority, and the negativ«
was not put.
The House agrosd to tho Senate res¬

olution %for the appointment of a, joint
committee to ascertain tho cost of u
lot in Klchmnud on which to erect ad¬
ditional .state buildings. An amend¬
ment offered by Mr. White, of Rock-
bridge, that the committee should state
tho use to which tho property was to
bo put. was adopted.

Initiative und lieferendiuii.
The Speaker laid boforo th House the

proposed amendments to the Constitu¬
tion grafting upon it the principles ot
the Initiative, the referendum and thu
recall. Some weeks ago the Commit¬
tee on Privileges and Elections held a
public hearing on this proposition, lind
was addressed by formet Senaeor A. P.
Thomas, of Hynchburg. The commit-
..' reported tiie amendment adversity,

0. P. Martin, of Campbell county, the
i itron '.f the proposition, addressed
tiio House In Its behalf. He said thai
the existing forms of govjrnmonl will
In time become Inadequate and that
the centralisation of wealth et.d ol
power «111 require more power In tiie
Jiands of tho people. Eomi mistakes!
had been made in earllr days In gov-
rnmeriti as In everything else. For in¬
stance, tliQ forests had been swept
away by ruthliss hands, and tn<j time
13 approaching for conservation and
even for reforestation, not only for
the value of the timber, but for its
effect on watering tin earth.
The initiative would tali up the uee

of constructive minds. Hi si>oke ot
the eesslon of the Legislature, toward
the close of which measures will be,
passed hurriedly, without proper con¬
sideration, whereas in a rsfortndutn
the people could think things out for
themselves.
Judge Williams moved to dismiss tho

amendment. A roll call was demanded,
and the motion carried. 57 to 15.

Mr. Cox mov;d to reconsider. atJ on
that motion ho said that he believed
some members had voted for dlsrr.is'ol
under a misconception, He 'ia-1 seen
eomn men who would vote for a refet-
tndum on the liquor question /eta
against this referendum, and laqulr-id
as to Its consistency.
Mr. Oliver followed in the eatne vein.

Hfl did not see how e member could
eay that there should be a reftrendum
on the whiskey question and on no
other. If the liquor question was to
he submitted, why not, he asked,
change the Constitution and so refer
it without doing vlolenci to the oaths
of members to support the Constitution?
The motion to reconsider was lost,

and the House adjourned a.: 2 o'clock.

Aside from a spirited dobato on the

rolling stock hi 11. the Senate developed
nothing startling yesterday except an
avalanche of bills, which were rushed
to the desk under the rule adopted last
week making yesterday the last day
for entering tills except those of pure¬
ly local application. A resolution to
this effect, originating In tiie House,
was amended In the Senate to include
also Üncöntcsted btlls of 0 more gen¬
eral nature, and sent back to the liotiso
for concurrence.

Senator fiolt'a roiling stock bill,which was a special e«rder for 12;30,was, upon the regnest of the patronearly in Ihe session, postponed to a

later hour to permit of the framing of
certain amendments which he desired
to Introduce. It was reached ut 1:30,and benutor Holt el once moved that
the Senate decline to concur In the
amendment reported by the Committee
on Huatfs and Internal Improvement,which provides fur a division of the
rolling stock tax on the bands of i<)
per cent, for the home office etiles ami60 per cent, for the counties. The orig¬inal bill directed that tho entire taxbe divided among the counties and
made no exception In favor of the
charier cities.

AiiOilier motion by the patron asked
Hie Senate to substitute for his bill
House bill No. 17», which was on the
calendar, and which Is an exact
replica of the Senate measure. The
motlun to substitute curried, but vig¬
orous objeclluu was lodged agHlnst the
motion to vote down tho committee
amendments, and when the Senate ad¬
journed at 1:10 o'clock the prupositionhad nut reached a' vote.

tiefende Committee Amendments.
Senator Pulke.- attacked the motion

to kill the committee amendments inhis characteristically vigorous styie.
He. us well jis a number of the other
Senators, ho said, hau been given to
understand Ihut the amendments wero
concurred In by the patrons of the
twin foil)*, and he considered this
eleventh hour attempt to club the
cities into subjection high-handed in
the extreme.

"1 understand." said Senator FolkcS,"that tho ruction behind this bill and
other members unknown, have held a
meeting behind closed doors ami have
. 1 ruf ted a substitute amendment cut¬
ting down further the allotment to the
cities, und are trying to have It In¬
corporated in the measure. As a repre¬sentative of the city of Richmond,which Is more deeply concerned In tins
matter than any other clly In the
State except Roanoke, I want to regis¬
ter my protest against any such pro-cecding. My single objection may not
be able to influence many votes, but
I, for one, do not intend to be intimi¬
dated by tho throat; 'better take wfc.it
we arc offering you or you won't get
anything at all.' "

Instigated by ItnllroniLi.
The whole mailer, charged Senator

Koikes, has been Instigated by the
railroads themselves which will boiieilt
by a county dcvlslon of the tax to the
extent of tue dlffereno between the]respective tax rates of the cities and
counties. "Take away tho rolling
slock lax from this city," no said, "and
the blue sign which locates the homo
ottlco of the Southern Hallway in
Richmond will become meaningless1
and the last vestige of obligationwhich that road assumed in return i'Jl
the privileges grunted -it In this citywill. be destroyed."

Senator lloll Interrupted at Ulla
point with an explanation thai the
new amendment provided that Ih'u
cities shall retain 26 per cent, of the
lax, toe remaining soIiir to the coun¬
ties. The objection that the railroads
will train by -Hn- new arrangement, lie
said, was provided against by a clause
Which made the rate of taxation*on
the rolling stock In the counties the
same, as rate hitherto Imposed by Hie.
home office cities.

No Compromise Accepted
That the patrons had at no time

agreed to accept tho compromises re
ported from th committees, was the
contention of Senator Holt, who spoit«
briefly in support öf bis motion. The
cities have enjoyed this tux exclusive¬
ly f<i\- ten yejrs without right, .iind !1
i:- time, lie said, that the eountlnt liiV
given their share., Ilc was sttlj in¬
clined to believe that his orin.n.il bill
provided the only equitable solution,
but was rea/Iy lo mako a concession Id
the home, olllcc eitles in accordance
with the provisions of the- amendment
just drafted.

I; Senator Har' pointed to Ihe fiiel that
lllc cities derive their Hgh'l to the ta\
Crom Ihi common law of England,

which taxes all personal property ot
the individual In the place where ho
lives. In tho eyes of the law, he aald,
tho railroad corporations live where,
tholr chelf offices aro located.
Defining the meaning of the word

"railroad." he developed the Idea that
tho roadbed and right of way of a
railroad la valueless without Its roll¬
ing stock, and vice versa. Since the
counties have always received 80 por
cont. of tho local taxes on railroad
property In tho State, he saw no rea¬
son for the general cry that the roads
wore paying tribute chiefly to the
cities.
The home office cities, said Senator

Hart, are not asking any favors at
the <ianus of the General Assembly.
They have a valid claim to the bene-lits
of the rolling stock tax by rules of
equity and law. He admitted the Jus¬
tice of the claim entered by Newport
News and other cities harboring a

largo amount of rolling stock, and was
In favor of a reasonable division. Fur¬
ther argument was cut short by a mo-

j tlon to adjourn, and the matter will
be threshed out to its ond to-day.

Seven Dills Passed.

of January Is. 10'i4, In relation to the
power of eminent domain.
