on their own efforts for n livelihood.Four year:, o:' high school study, one
year of post-graduate work and one
year as pupil teacher are the require¬
ments to enter the system ns a regular
elementary teacher. She then receives
the mlti'.imum salary of $360 per ses¬
sion, an averag-j of $30 per month for
the y,-ar. After six years of successful
iiervlce shb receives the maximum of
f.'.s.*. per session. The number of post¬graduates offering for schools lias Irlroihe noticeably less, for reasons obvi¬
ous.

Many teachers desire the professional
training offered by the summer schools,
hut the small salary rece|v»d makes It
Impracticable in many cases. Statis¬
tics were obtained from thirty cities
about lite sine of Richmond concerningthe salaries paid elementary teachers
In thoir public schools, Richmond touch¬
ers receive salaries lower than those
of any city on that list.
Among tiie city employes, the women

tcaehers in the elementary schools are
paid th » lowest salaries. O/er 93 per
cent, of the children no v In school
ure tinder the charge ."»f elementary
teachers. To those women are intrust¬
ed the physical, mental an 1 moral
training of the child for the tlrst seven
years of his school life nfter the kin¬
dergarten.

To the Kdltor of The Times-Dispatch;Sir,.Your editorial of March i". on
the subject of county trcasur-ira ecu
trolling the Legislature is a just cr'ti-clsm. The same conditions existed
some years ago, when a hill to employtraveling auditors to check up treas¬urers' bonks was defeated,
The simple fact that so many bills

havo been offered affecting COUlU.J
treasurers Ind'cates widespread dtisatisfaction with existing conditions
The root of the evil lies in a lack

of system, and In n, lack of knowl-
edge of accountancy on the part of
tri usurers.
They aro required by law to kei p a

'separate account with many different
funds, crediting each fund with its
proportion of each tax bill, less com¬
missions, and charging It with tin u u
runts paid. Thon there are cdllectloi
from sources other than tax levies,
which have to be distributed to th
propor fund. If an accurate account D
iml kept with each fund and th" Iren
urer, through lack of Bl'Stcm. falls to
leport to the Boards of Supervisors
and schools the full amount roll,
then the county loses, unless tile
omission Is afterwards discovered.
There are. various ways he who b the
county may lose through Incomplete
records and faulty system
Thus It will be seen that' thest ic

count* are not free from complica¬
tions and difficulties, bat .in far fron»
a complete set Of book? botllg kept
some treasurers do not even keep H
rash book, which should be kept in
balance with the cash on hanii and
in bank. Examination of a trea-sur
er's accounts some times discloses a
shortage, without the slightest Inten¬
tion of wrongdoing, und. I suppose,
much to tin- surprise of the treas¬
urer himself.
