Finance Committee Orders Plans
for Bellcvue School Re¬

duced in Cost.

NEW BUILDING FOR SIDNEY

Church Hill School Cut to $100,-
Boo, and New One Ordered

at $80,000.
Plans for the new Bellevuc publicichool, estimates on which wero $12«.-000. were returned to the City SchoolBoard by the Council Cominltteo onFtnanoe last night, with a resolution

asking for new plans, the cost notto exceed 1100,000. At tho same t*rue
a resolution was forwarded to theCounotl for adoption authorizing theCity School Board to securo plana forthe new Stdnsy School, tho cost not to
exceed |80,000 complete.

J. O. Corley, of tho School Board,
appeared before the Finance Commit¬
tee, explaining that of the generalscheme projected last year to provideadäquate elementary schools within n
period of llvo years at a cost not to
exceed 1600,000, the Council had set
apart from a bond issue during the
past year $200,000 to -provldo two white
and one colored school. After looking
over the field, tho Council had ap¬proved tho act'on of the School BoardIn acquiring sites costing $40,000, the
most exponslvo being tho Van Lew
property, comprising an entlro block,for $26.000.

Auditorium Proposed.
Plans had been approved and con¬

tracts awarded for now Madison
School, to cost about $36,000, and the
new Buchanan colored school, to cost
approximately $40,000. In preparingplans for the new Bellcvue School to
stand on the Van Lew property, at
Twenty-third and Grace Streets, tho
board had selected tho sketches of
Carneal &. Johnston for a twenty-four-
room building, with a central audito¬
rium, seating 1.000 people. Mr. Cor¬
ley explained that when completed It
would be possible to abundon and sell
tho old Bollevuo School on Broad
Street, and when ituw SpringfieldSchool Is ready, the old building at
Nl*" tecnth and Marshall can be aban¬
doned altogether. Mr. Corley admitted
that the plans could t>e cut. but held
that It was not desirable, outlining the
scheme of the School Board to have B
central auditorium In this school,which would not only serve aa an oh-
Sembly hall for the aohool, but also as
a meeting place for the people of
Church Hill In all manuor of school
extonsltn work, pointing out that
Church Hill has now no suitable au¬
ditorium, while other sections of the
city aro amply supplied.

Superintendent J. A. O. Chandler
sa'd the enrolment of the schools at
present was 1,104 more than the total
enroll lent last session; that they were
growt.g rapidly, and that new hunt¬
ing wore necessary. He approved of
the plans for an auditorium on Church
lllll, saying that whllo it did not ma¬
terially add to tho cost of the build¬
ing, It would make It available for
gatherings of many kinds, the central
section of tho city having available
the John Marshall School auditorium,
und the western section the City Au¬
ditorium. Every seat was taken at
the Fox School o:i Hanover Street, and
pupils were being transferred across
the city at some expenso to meet over¬
crowded conditions, and ho urged Im¬
mediate action on plans for a buildingfor new Sidney School to stand on a
lot recently acquired by the city In the
fur southwestern section of the city.

New Sidney School.
The board took tho matter up later

in executive session and returned the
plans for Bollevuo School to be re¬
drafted on a basis not to exceed $100,-000 for all costs, and at the same
time rccomrne "''»M that plans be se¬
cured for nn , 000 building to re¬
place Sidney School.

Instead of an auditorium -for
public uses.

was a hearty champion of the New
Jersey Governor, along with Congress-
men James and Henry.

Victor-Victrola
TO TAKE NO CHANCE
IN BIG ROAD PROJECT

Anderson's Suggestion That Chartered Organi¬
zation Be Formed Meets Hearty Approval
and Is Referred to Special Committee.

Rather than take chances on hur-
rlodly buildjng a highway from Rich¬
mond to Washington, -which might
prove a make-sjjift of the most tem¬
porary character, the several business
organisations, represented at the
meeting held last night at tho Jef¬
ferson Hotel, decided to defer action
In raising th» necessary funds for the
work until a report cun be had from
a committee which was appolntod :or
tho purpose of devising sumo eoheme
for a pormanent absoclatlon. The
committee la to meet Tuesday after-
noon In tha ollices of Henry W. An-
dorson, and tho m-ietlng then ad¬
journed until Tuesday nlht gat 8:30
o'clock, when the report of the com¬
mittee will be received and llnal ac¬
tion taken. Tho Chamber of Com¬
merce, the Business -Ylon's Club, tho
Travelers' Protective Association, the
Cnltod Cojnmerclal Travelers, tho Re-
tall Merchants' Association and tho
Richmond Automobile Club were rep¬
resented.
Henry W. Anderson was named as

president of the Virginia Division at
the meeting of the hoard of directors
and vice-presidents held last Thurs¬
day. With years of experience in the
formation of good roads associations
and In the actual construction of
roads, he brought to the meeting every
bit of his experience, and told those
assembled that while li3 was willing
and anxious to lend his co-operation
not only U> the cause for which the
meeting had been called, but In the
cause of any good roads movement,
he did not feel, either in Justice to
himself or to the people who.ie help
would be asked, that ho could accept
the high honor offered him unless the
association was so formed that it
would be legal and could legally pro¬
vide for the expendlturo of the "money
raised and for the proper mainte¬
nance of tho hlghwoy after it had
been built.

Need niudjiess Syntrin,
There wore a few who differed, and

who felt that haste was more essen¬
tial than permanency, but these few
were hopelessly in the minority. When
Mr. Anderson remarked that no enter¬
prise could be successfully carried out
unless organized along business lines,
or any appeal made to business men
for money unless theso business men
were shown that their money was to
bo spent wisely and that they would
have a voice In how tho money should
hp spent, there was on answering
murmur of approval.

Allport wasagainst the formation of another or¬ganization unless It was donu indo-pendent of the present association. Hefell that the Chamber of Commercebad practically pledged ltsolf to raise$76,000 for the proposed highway anilthat the formation of another organi¬zation would interfere with that al¬ready existing.
K. A. Dunlop, secretary of tho cham¬ber, corrected some of Mr. Allport'sstatements, holding thai the chamber,while giving Its good otlices to thomovement and while expressing anopinion that $75,000 could be raised lhRichmond, had never pledged any suchsum, nur could It do so. He pointedout that at the smoker held undertho auspices of the chambur was at¬tended by practically every comtner-clel organization in Richmond, be¬sides representatives from the sev¬eral counties, cities and towns throughwhich the proposed roadway 's topass.
Samuel Cohen, a member of theboard of directors of the Vlrg'nlu Di¬vision, was an enthusiastic supporterof the suggestion made by Mr. An¬derson, lie remarked that while itlook two years to build a road frontPetersburg to Richmond it didn't takebut two months to wear out that road.He was of the. opinion that some¬thing more than a dug path shouldbe built from here to Washington, andthat no road, regardless of how built,would last unless proper provision wasmade for its maintenance.I
