The reeolution, on which there waa
no debate, had roference to reported
purchase of landa by the Japanese
Ruvernment for a Japanese Company
un Mexlcan soll,

Senator Lodge called the attantion
uf the Senate during the recent deébnte
on the arbltration treatlos to tne pas-
slbility of some great Eastern power
directly or Indireetly taking pusses-
tion of a harbor on tha waat coast of
Mexlto to establish a naval statlon
and a place of arnie. He =ald tha: in
making this suggestion he was “using
no imuglngedn, and that it wae not
very jong, since an indlr:et movement
was begun and “it I8 apparently still
on foot, to obtaln possession of Mage
dalena Bay for o forelgn powar.''

"50," he added, "1 may falrly sup-
posa that such u case might arise, If
It did, we should Immediately inter-
rene.
