about forty feot long, and Is propelled
by twelve ro vers arrayed In scarlet

'coats with the royal cipher in gold
o nthe breast, blue breeches, buckled
Shoes and velvet caps, of the Jockey
pattern, but much heavier und deeper.
The barge, according to reo-nl uc-

counts, is in spleudid condition, not-
withstanding its age. Much gold was
used in Its ornamentation win n it wus
llrst put together more than two Cen¬
turies ago, and over the stern there
is u canopy with rich silk hangings'
surmi unted bv a gilded crown. Thus.'
who are fortunate enough to be able
to attend the regatta will probably
be Interested to observe whether Wll-
Ham 111.'s taste for brilliant colors Is
shursd by his successor on the throne.
Perhaps something a little less flam-

boyant will satisfy Quorge V. Uut If
he sees (it to retain the twelve rowers
In their splendid costumes, it may seem
more approprlai to preserve iie> tout
ensemble, with the gold crown, red
silk hangings and all the old acces-
so rles.

sen what she was buying. One daylo r path lie gave way when a richlydressed woman opened the Empress's
carriage on the off-sldo and calmly
scrutinised the royal occupant. She
lost her temper, to l\ti extent of
soundly berating the woman ror her
Impertinence; scaring her so thorough¬ly that she made a hasty disappear¬
ance The French, the Italians, the
Spanish, and the Portuguese, us woll
as the Urines, the Swedes, the Norweg¬
ians, the Magyars and the Slavs, are
ii"! subject to this reproach of bad
breeding, having, I suppose, more per¬sonal pride- nnd a better sense of their
own dignity.
When royalty visits France or T">en-

mark, a degree of freedom of action
and absence of insolent curiosity nnd
mobbing are enjoyed tbat can bo
found in but few spots in the mcir'aTeutonic, countries that I have named.
Not all English towns are subject
