NO BATTLE COMES
AT FIRST MEETING

Session of Republican
National Committee Is
Without Friction.

FULL PUBLICITY
FOR ITS ACTIONS

Victor Rosewater Elected Per¬
manent Chairman and Rules of
Four Years Ago Adopted.
Contest of Howell for Seat

on Committee Fails to
Materialize.

j Chicago, June? 6..Publicity will
govern the Republican Nat'onal Cora-
mittee's deliberations upon the con¬
tests for se^ts in the national con¬
vention. This was decided without
opposition at the opening session f
the committee to-day In accordance
with the expressed wishes of President
Taft and Colonel Theodore Roosevelt.
The public and the newspapers will
be represented by the five press as¬
sociations recognized by admission of
their reporters to the oor dof the na¬
tional House of Representatives at
Wash'ngton. Two men from each such
pre.-s association will be permitted to
be present during all deliberations
and decisions of the committee There
will be no executive sessions.
Thus declaring emphatically for

publicity in all Its proceedings, the
committee also elected Victor Rose-
water, of Omaha, permanent chairman,
and adopted the rules of four years
ago. which ore to govern the hearings
preliminary to the national conven¬
tion, whl.-h begins June IS.

ManlUcaoec of Vote.
Opinions differ to-night as to the s'g-

nl licence of the only vote taken dur¬
ing the meeting which might be con-
strued as a test of strength in the

I committee as between Taft and
) Roosevelt adherents in the committee,
That vote of 39 to 13 was on the .jues-i tlon of confining the representation
of the newspapers to the press asso-
clat'ons. The Roosevelt people con¬
tended for a complete .'removal of the.
lid" by admitting also at least one
representative of "every'' newspaper
having recognition In the press gal-
ler'es of Congress. This was moved
by Comm'tie»man Kellogg, of Minne¬
sota, as a substitute for the recom¬
mendation of Commltteeni.m Hart, of
lor/a, but U was defeated, as staled
above, and the roll call showed the
success of Mr. Hart's motion.
The only other vote of a significant

character Was on the proposal of Sen¬
ator Borah, of Idaho, that eight mcm-
bers should be sufficient to order a roll
call. Thlg was defeated, and the old
rule providing for twenty for this pur-
pose was re-enacted.
The Taft adherents did not object to

the widest publicity, but argued that
the committee did not nave facilities
for admitting all. and urged that
while no part of the eomm'itee's ses-
slons should be executive, sten^gra-
phic reports should he given to the.
press. Secretary William Hayward.
after the meeting, declared that there
was not In to-day's session a sugges-

i tlon from any one that any part of
the future proceeding should be kept
FO'-ret. On the contrary, he declared
thai the committee would assist in
giving the widest publicity to Its work.
A plan to give out dally a Stenographic
report of the proceedings came up
through the adoption of a motion by
Committeeman Shsckelford, of Alaska.
and this will be done.

Kipeetefl 1'rletlnn Falls.
One subject which was generally ex¬

pected to cause friction was scarcely
mentioned. That was the expected ef¬
fort to seat the new national commit¬
tee recently chosen by various State
primaries and conventions. It was ox-
p*eced to come up especially In the
«.ase of R. B. Howell, of Nebraska, who
wdll succeed Victor Rosewater. The
latter was elected without opposition
to be chairman in place of the lite
John F. Hill, of Maine, and to serva
until the close of the national commit¬
tee.
No contest wns taken up. though

there hid been some talk of beginning
their consideration late this afternoon.
The committee .idjou.-ned at 3:5R P.

M. until to-morrow morn'ng, when the
contests will be taken up in alphabeti¬
cal order, beginning with Alabama.
The old rule, giving thirty minutes to
euch side in contests over State dclc-
gatlons-at-large. and fifteen minutes a
side in district contests, was readopt-
eö without opposition. With 238 con-
tests pending, it is plain that the com¬
mittee will tied every available hour
from now until the convention meets
at noon on Tuesday, June If.

MAY BE LATE IN LIST

Ohio Likely to Lose Honor of
Putting Him in Nomi¬

nation.

Washington. June 6..President Taft s

name may not be the. first to be pre-
sented to the Republican National Con¬
vention In Chicago, and In fact. Taft
Waders still In Washington said to¬

night that the Presidents name might
r.ot be put before the convention until
alter Colonel Theodore Roosevelt has
been put in nomination. It became
known that when C. D. Hilles, Presi¬
dent Taft's secretary, left for Chicago,
'last night he carried with him a draft
ol a tentative plan for the presentation
01 the Pre.- ident's name to the conven-
tion. That plan was declared to be sub-
Meet to alteration by Tuft leaders now
in Chicago, and. of course, by Mr. Taft
himself if he linds it unsuitable before
the day when the nominations arc
made.
According to the plan taken away by

Mr. Hilles, the name of Senator A. B.
Cummins, of Iowa, who has ten dele-
gates from his own State pledged to
him. may be the first gHen to the con-
ventlon. Alabama stands at the head
Of tho list of States on the convention

J roll. Counting upon the Alabama dele¬
gation as c-rtaiii for Taft, his poUtl-
ial advisers suggested that he should
yield, not to Ohio, the Piesident's own
State, which would put him in nomlna-
tlon, but to Iowa, that might put for-
ward the name of Its senior Senator,
Next in the roll of States comes Arl-
zona. The Taft adherents claim Arl-
zena. too, and that State, according to
the approved scheme, would yield to
Nr w York.
Although the Taft leaders alao claim

New York by a large majority. It was
'their idea that some Roosevelt delegate
b< permitted to present the name of
Colonel Roosevelt at this point In the
proceedings. Arkansas, another State
claimed by the Taft leaders under this
plan, would then yield to Ohio and the
name of the President would be put be-
for the convention, probably by War¬
ren O.Harding, former Lleutenant-Gov-
ei nor Of that State, ami one of Its
«11 legates-at-la i ge.

With Cummins. Roosevelt and Taft
I Olli of the way. Wisconsin will name
La Pollette, n'nd friends of the Presi¬
dent claim that In putting his name be-
fore the convention his sponsor can he
relied upon to leave with the conven¬
tion Just before the vote a denuncla-
tion of Colonel Roosevelt.
Although this was said to be the

plan most favored at i resent, others
have been considered, one was for th«s
presentation of Mr. Taft's name by Mr.
Harding before other candidates. An-
other was that Mr. Taft mlghl be sug¬
gested 10 the convention by New York.
This appeale-d to some of the Presl-
di in s fri.-nds. particularly because it
Is Mr. Roosevelt's home Slat.-. one

[reason advanced against the giving of
the honor to Ohio was that the State
has more Roosevelt than Taft delo-
gates.

Names Him as Candidate

for Governor.

FIGHT ON PLATFORM BEGINS

Question of Instructing Delegates
to National Convention

Not Vet Taken Up.
Raleigh. X. C, Juno »..Following

the unanimous nomination of Locko
Craig for Governor of North Carolina,
the Stale Democratic Convention, which
began its session here to-day, passed
Into the lirst light of the convention,
that of nominating a lieutenant-gov¬
ernor. B. L, Daughtrldge, of Bdgecombe
COUIity, won after a hard ngnt <n tho
convention. On the tirst ballot he re¬
ceived ."'S5 votes, and w-as declared the
nominee.
By resolution that did away with

nominating ceremonies, the following
other Stale officers were renomlnated
simultaneously by acclamation: J.
Bryan Grimes, Secretary Of State:
He UM min B. Lacy, Treasurer; Thomas
\V. Bicken. Attorney-General; M. L.
Shipman, Commissioner of Labor and
Printing; W, a. Graham, Commissioner
of Agriculture; J. Y. Joyner. Mate Su¬
perintendent of Public Instruction, and
\V. A. Hoke and George H. Brown, Su¬
preme Court Justices.

Convention In Uproar.
Following the nominiHon late to¬

night of Mr, Daughtrldge, the conven-
tion was thrown Into an uproar, when
Cameron Morrison, chairman of the
platform committee, submitted a ma-
Jorlty report of that committee provid-
ing "for an indorsement of the State
Sensors and Representatives and of
the Governor and other State officials.

The spporters of Governor Kithin,
opposing Senator F. M. Simmons for
Congress with an attack on that Sen¬
ator as a basis, foght the Indorsement
of Mr. Simmons'*, record.

This precipitat.-d a great fight, that
continued for two hours. Finally a

! roll call vote showed the adoption of
the majority report through voting
down the minority report. 5','S to 3)13.
This Is a distinct victory for the Sim¬
mons forces In the senatorial rtgurc.
The convention will probably hold

an all-night session, and the question
of Instruction of delegates to the na¬
tional convention will probably not
come up to-night.
The convention was opened at noon

to-day by state Chairman A. H. BUer
with over S.000 delegates and probably3,000 spectators.

TO PASS NEW LAW

Police Justice Will Be Forced
Hereafter to Imprison Speed¬
ers, Small Fines .Having

Failed to Break Up Evil.
Public Demands

Change.
I Under a new law. ¦which the City
'council will unquestionably pass. Po-
lice Justice Crutchfleld will be forced

j to do what he can do now.send speed¬
ers to Jail. This fact was clearly era-

j phasized by members of Council yes-( terday. Within the past few w,eeks a

j negro was lined and sent to jail fo»"
recklessly driving a wagon, in that
period men who were guilty of speed-
inn In high-powered motor cars were
released upon the payment of $50. The
Police Justice could have fined- each
ofteudcr J100. He could have done

j more.
The act to license and regulate the

running of automobiles adopted by the
General Assembly In 191b provides.
section 11.as follows:

..Any per"ou fulling to perform any
duty Imposed by nu> section of tale
net. or violating, any provision or con¬
dition herein Met forth, nhnll for euch
oiTciinc be rlucri not lens than SlO, or
Iraprlnoned In l"U not lens tbou live
nor more thnn thirty days, or both, In
the discretion of < i.«- Justice of the
peace before nhom the cose may he
tried."

,\o Ttrnnon to Test l.nvc.
Preceding sections tlx speed limits

and rules. Nobody In Richmond ha»
ever tested this law. for the reason
that nobody in Richmond has evet
been sent to Jail by Justice Crutchfleld
for violating It. The negro who was
sent to Jail for 'speeding lu a wagon
was convicted under some other Stat¬
ut.-, as that from which the above sec¬
tion Is quoted relates exclusively to
tuotor-drlven vehicles.
While the Council as a whole Is in

favor of a more stringent law to break
up the speeding evil, members agreeh
yesterday that it would have to be sU
framed that a Jail sentence would Ivt
compulsory if no Jail sentences are
ordered under a law which now gives
the court that right and power. More-
over, there was a desire to know why
a lino of tlOO was never Imposed, ever,
when the offender plead guilty or wher.
he was convicted of a crime more seri-
ous than the mere operation of hia
car on a deserted highway at a speed
higher than porm'ttod under the stat¬
ute. The point, therefore, is that the
war will be w-jged on the Police Court
for it is admitted that ntoti'r c'r peo.
pie will never keep within the law
If they are to escape with a tine which
means nothing to them.

Public t.reatly Aroused.
Never before has the community

been aroused to such indignation as at
present. Condemned for their lax
methods In enforcing the speed laws,the Peillcc Department answers this
it can never break up the evil until
the Police JUatlcc deals more harsh¬ly with offenders. It Is a well known
fact that there is more or less friction.
Not. long ago the Police Commission. In
i formal letter, requested Justice
Crutchfleld to drop the habit of mak¬
ing police oflleers ridiculous while tes«
tifying for the amusement of tn« loaf-
Ing crowds in the courtroom. At the
request of the Health Department, the
Council passed an ordinance to requirethat loafers be. kept out .of the court¬
room.this law has never been en-
forced. The other departments denythat they are trying to railroad Justice
Crutchfleld out of his job. but they
claim that the city suffers through lack
of harmony and co-operation in the
enforcement of the laws.
