Indictment Charges Murder of

Court of Wyth* county opened lti aes-

6ion this morning for tho trial of
Claude Allen for the nv:rder of Wil¬
liam II. foster, Oomirrtonweail>tl''a at¬
torney of OainroU count)*, at UllUrvlUe
On March 14 last, when the. court was
"shot up" by 'ho Allon .Jan, and JuAga
Ala^sie, Commonwealth a Attorney fos¬
ter, .Sheriff Wefttb, one of the jurors and
a woman bystander were killed and
Several others wounded.

At a previous term of the court Floyd
Allen, the father e»f Claude, was con¬
victed of murder in the first degree,
and unless an appeal ,s granted he
will pay the penalty for his cu-lm« in
the electric chair.

At :.ie same term Claude was con¬
victed of murder in the sfcoad degreefor the killing cf Judge MassJe, and hi's
l#rni in the penitentiary was fixed at
fifteen years.j In both cases sentence was v.ispor.d-
ed In order that the prisoners may ne
used ae witnesses in < \ h< r cases grow¬
ing out of this lishooting up" of the
court. jClaude Allen 5s now under trial on a
separate indictment for the murder
of W. M. Koste.-, committed at the same
time.
The prisoner's counsel are contesting

at every step, pleading first former
Jecpaaxly. which was excluded on a de-mürrer by the court: then pleading for¬
mer adjudication s»n to murder In thefirst degree, and relying upon the ver-dict "f murder In the second degree,rendered In the trial tor tho killing ofJudge Massne. which was also demurred
to 4»y the Commonwealth and the de¬
murrer sustained and plea excluded.The motion was then made to consoli¬date the several indictments, two. threefour and five, found for the murder ofother persons killed during t'ne fusil-i .'» wh r. motion also was overrule )From a list of ninety.fix men sum¬moned and In attendance from Wash¬ington county, the court proceeded toselect a venire, and after examinationO' forty-one. found sixteen duly quail-fled to serve as Jurors, a motion wasthen made to quash the venire facias.J which motion was overruled by thecourt.

Of the Star and Jewel, (or badge) of
the Garter, which some of the knights
hove especially made, In order to pre¬
serve in their families, as lasting me¬
morials of their membership In the
order.
