London, July 15.. King George, li¬
ter inspecting the detachment of tne
Ancient and Honorable Artillery Com¬
pany of Huston, now on a visit here,
and the Honorable Artillery Company
of London at BucklnghtfTn Palace this
morning, advanced to th< centre of
the hollow square formed by the com¬
panies, and addressing the m~n. said:

"I am particularly pleased to wel¬
come the representative s of the old
Massachusetts regiment, and 1 hope
they will derive much pleasure from
their visit.
The Inspection occured at an early

hour, as the King bad arranged to
visit the city of Winchester In orücr
to reopen the cathedral, tfte founda¬
tions of Which have undergone al¬
terations.

A large number of relatives and
friends of the officers and men were
present In the grounds of Bucking¬
ham Palace during the review. The
Queen and Ptincesa Mary watched the
parade from a palace window The
Boston orrtlllerihen, burring tie .stars
and Stripes and tin- regimental col¬
ors led the march past. At the con-'
elusion of the inspection, the King
was photographed with the Bostun
artillerymen and Whltclaw Held, tne
American ambassador, as hw Majes¬
ty's left.

VANIMAN'S BODY FOUND
jjLxt .f Victims ef MrsbJp ^.krou. in.

lir Recovered,
Atlantic City. N. J.. July 16..-The

bodies of Mclvln Vaniman and Pred-
erick Elmer, two 'of the rive victims
of the airship Akron, which explod-

1 «hl'.e sailing over Brigantine
Beach July 2. were recovered to-day
and brought to this city. With the
finding of these bodies, all have how
been recovered. C!m*r's body was
found early In the day about four
miles from the spot where the dirigi¬
ble balloon struck the water after
exploding more than 500 feet In the
air Vat-lman's body was recovered
late this afternoon by the beach pn-
trol of the Brlganttr.» Life Saving
Station. Both bodies were crushed by
the fall M s. Vaniman. who left for
Vanimans home In Virdln. Hi a few
days after the tragic death of her
husband and his crew, was notilled at
once. Vnnlman's body probably will
be shipped at once to Virdln. where
thst ef his brother. Calvin Vaniman.
one of the other \Ptims of the air-
Fhip accident, was taken for burial.

All th* victims except Calvin Van¬
iman w*re married, and a fund for the
four widows Is being raised In this
city.

BLAME PLACED FOR WRECK
lingniim of One Train nnd I'liClncer

of Other Arc Held Responsible.
Chicago, July 15..P. S. Kusus, pis¬

senger traffic manager of the Chica¬
go. Burlington and Qulncy Railroad
Company, issued a statement to-day
saying that the collision between
trains Nos. 2 and 8 at Western Springs
yesterday, in which thirteen persons
were killed and a score or more per¬
sons injured, was Investigated to-rtay
in Division Superintendent Bice's of¬
fice at Aurora by Assistant General
Manager Bracken and other officials
with this result :
"The evidence shows that tne ac¬

cident was caused by the failure of
the flagman of train No. 2 properly
to protect 'his train against mail
train No. The engineer of mall
train No. >> contributed toward the
accident* by running by the block
signal set against him ut Western
Springs."
The Federal government is taking

an active part In the investigation
ol the wreck, and It was rumored
that several arrests may follow th*
completion of the Invest'gatlon now
!r. progress.

Solemn Ceremony in Upper
branch of Congress as Mem¬
bers Are Advised of Alleged
Derelictions of Commerce
Court Member by Com¬

mittee of Managers.

It had not
been parallelled since the impeach-
ment of Judge Swayhe In 1905.

its committee to present the impeach¬
ment to the Senate About him In
fron> of the Senate bar were grouped
the other members of the House com¬
mittee of managers, Representatives

linois, and Howland. of Ohio.
Proclamation by SearRcant-at-Arma.
As Mr. Clayton concluded, and be¬

fore he could begin upon the articles
Of Impeachment, Sen. :r>r i_,odse, ol
Massachusetts, pointed out that the
rule provide! fjr a proclamation by
the ücnate Sergeant-at-Arms. The
House managers retired to the r.-ai
of the chamber, and Colonel Daniel
Ranadell. sergeant-at ¦a.rms, in a voice
that scarcely rcache l tne ..Senatg«»i<
lerles. made the formal proclama-
tlon:
"Hear. >#. hear, ye, hear, ye All

Representative Clayton remained In
the c»ntre aisle, wh'le the other House
managers sought v acant seats r.. ar-
by. Then came the solenn Hading
of the articles of Impeachment against
JU'lge Archbald. It ro.|!ii.-ed about
thirty minutes. Ciose attention on
the part of the Senators marked the
reading.
The articles of impeachment closed

with the statement that Judge A-cti-
bald had been guilty of misdemeanors
In office. Then Representative Clay¬
ton continued:
"And tne House of Representatives

by protestation, saving to themselves
the liberty of exhibiting at any time
hereafter any further articles of ac¬
cusation or impeachment against tue
raid Robert W. Archbald. judge of tho
Circuit Court and designated a judgeof the Commerce Court. an*d also re¬
plying to his answers which he shall
make unto the articles herein pre¬
ferred against him, and of offering
proof to the same and every part
thereof, and to ail and every article
or accusation or Impeachment which
shall lie exhibited -by them as the case
thall require, do demand that the said
Robert W. Archbald may be put to
answer the high crimes and misde¬
meanors In ottice herein charged
against him, and that such proceed¬
ings, examination*., trials and Judg¬
ments may be thereupon had and
given as may be -agreeable to law and
Justice."
Oh behalf of the House, Represen-

tatlve Clayton further stated he de¬
manded that the Senate take order for
the trial of the charges against Judge
Archbald, and that Judge Archbald bo
convicted and removed from office.
As Mr. Clayton came to the closlng

remark, the other managers on the
part of th* House rose and eacn
noddrd agreement.

lieapon*e bj President Pr« Tem.
president pro tempore Oallinger re¬

sponded In behalf of the Senate.
"The benate will take order in, the

matter of the impeachment of Judge
Archbald," he said, "and will com¬
municate Its action to the House"

At the conclusion, a resolution by
Senator Clark, of Wyoming, to have
the Impeachment referred to n select
committe of five, was adopted, and Sen¬
ator Oallinger; as president pro tem.,
appointed Senators Clark, Nelson, dii-
llngham, Bacon and Culberson.
The Impeachment case will come be¬

fore the Senate at 1 o'clock to-morfow
afternoon, and under the rules of pro¬
cedure each member of the Sei.ate
will take a new oath as a member ut
the. Impeachment court. The House
ot Represent", lives will then bo In¬
vited In to witness the proceedings,
and the commute, of HOU.Se manager'
anil Judge Archibald's attorney will
take their respective places as op¬
posing counsel. It is expected that
an agreement will be made for a
postponement of the trial until So-
venibet.
