the alleged superiority of alfalfa forVirginia condition;-. a. Imprompto
debating society has been formed to
dlicuss tho proposition; 'Resolved that
alfalfa 13 more valuable, to tho farmers
of Virginia than all grass and legumin¬
ous crops." Resile. Rradshaw. Stuart
Agltew, and Oldhum Sandy are the
three young farmots who are to sponk
on th.» atlirmatlve side, and Scott
Sandy, Robert Campbell and Carl
Campbell, who are also successful
young soil tillers, will take tho nega¬
tive side.
Tho debate Is intended as an edu¬

cational feature of tho statt: exten¬
sion work, conducted by T. O. Sandy,
arid to present the Information that has
been obtained from numerous experi¬
ments and tests by farmers, experi¬
ment stations, government cxpeils,
and others. The Judges will be selected
from a number of Interested farmers
In and around Burk« vllle, and they are

expected to render a decision 'n ac-
cudnnco with the merits of the dis¬
cussion. It is proba lie that several of
the Norfolk and Western Railroad
officials, and also of the Southern Rail¬
way will be present.

It 's (believed that such discussions
Will result in more interest In grass
rals'tig. more caSle raising, and more
marketahlo products for the railroads
to handle.

It Is expected that many farmers
of this immedlati section will avail
themselves of the opportunity te. get
In close touch with the movement to
Increase the productivity of Virgin
sotls. An opportunity for open dis-
ciisstori will be given, and farmers are

urged to ask tidesll ins and give their
own experiences, and In this way bring
out points about the growing of al¬
falfa and other grasses that may

ttte gate on account of nn approaching)train, he drov> straight Into the bars,badly Injuring his horses and upsetting'ttie sleigh Into the ditch. Hohenthal,perfectly infuriated, then fell on the
gate-keeper, an elderly man, and so:
mishandled lilm that he spent several
months In the hospital. In fact, the:
untortunnto man might have been let11.od had not peasants from the neigh¬boring cottages rushed to his assis¬
tance.

attracted s.. much attention in France1
and Germany, it Is owing to the prom¬
