real initial .-apTta! They recelve~7a~\~Ings deposits from both members und
ncmmembers (chiefly the latter), on
which they pay an Interest varyingfrom :< 1--' to 4 per cent. It is the
deposits which famish the means for
maklirg loans, and only In so far as
the deposits nre Insufficient do the
rural banks have recourse to other
sources of capital. On December .11.
1910, the uggregato amount of de¬
posits held by rural banks wns 12.-
000,000. In process of tlm«- the banks
i-reate a capital of their o.vn, formed
of the smull payments made by the
members upon entrance, or upon tak¬
ing out their first loan.
The ..Popular" or Schulze-Delitzsch

banks In Italy arc now approximately
1,000 In number. From reports fur¬
nished by 'Jl'O of these Institutions In
¦ 90S, It was found that In the nggre-
U t.- they had u paid up capital of
$19,000.000 nnd reserve funds of $li,r
000,000. The total deposits carried
amounted to $i94,oOO,ooo and their
combined working capital was $2C2,-
000.000.

Experience in France.
The first experiments }n agricul¬

tural credit in France date back to
the middle of the past century, but Its
^yal .1. velopmont only begins after
tho promulgation In t^st of the law
on professional syndicates.

In 1«!M tho law which Instituted lo¬
cal agricultural mutuul credit banks
gave ,i powerful impetus to agricul¬
tural credit, and in 1SD9 the law on
regional banks, which authorized the
giving of .State aid. consolidated ag¬
ricultural credit in France Into an
organic system whl<-h to-day spreads
over the whole country.
The characteristics of this system

are organization according to occupa¬
tion end state aid. its object con¬
sists, in the first place, in supplying!
farmers with the means necessary f.>r
cam Ing on the ordinary UKrlcultur.il
operations by means of loans for
short periods; In the second place, to
facilitate co-operative societies and
Individual farmers In carrying on op¬
erations extending over long periods

besides the co-operative credit cn-
couiaged by the State, there exist also
various minor groups of co-operative
Institutions which huvc wished to re-
main entirely Independent, and which
rely solely on their own resources.
The French system under govern¬

ment aid consists of about 3.500 rural
banks and 100 regional or Provincial
banks. The latter are made up of lo¬
cal banks, and It Is through the re¬
gional banks that government funds
are. advanced to the smaller Institu¬
tions. During th<s period 1900-19J1
more than $10,000,000 was placed nt
the disposal of this system by the
French government. The regional
banks also form the connecting link
with the regular commercial banks
and their papur Is discounted by th«
Bank Of France The total working
capital of the regional banks In 1910
was $14.000.000.

In Great Britain the number of ag-Jrlcultural co-operative credit societiesI
which has been formed is compara¬
tively small, but In Ireland such so¬
cieties are more numerous.

f'o-operattvc credit was Introduced
into Inland by the Irish Agrtcul-
iral Organization Society, aided by;

grants from the Congested Districts
Board for Ireland and, subsequently;
from the Department of Agriculture
and Technical Instruction for Ireland.

In England and Wales credit so-
etetles were promoted first by the
Agricultural Banks' Association and
afterwards by tho Agricultural Orga¬
nization Society. The latter In recent
years Iras received grams from the
Hoard of Agriculture and from the
department commissioners
With few exceptions the form of

society adopted has borne a close rc-j
semblance to the Ualffelsen banks of
Germany. Tho area of operations Is
limited to a parish or to two or three
adjoining parishes. Tho members aTO
elected by the committee. Loans are
only given to emmbers and for repro¬
ductive purposes approved by the,
committee. There nre no shares, but
the liability of the members Is tin-
limited. F.ach member pays a small
entrance fee.
The most recent statistics of agri¬

cultural credit Institutions In both
Great Britain and Ireland are several
years old, but they show that the
farmers have extensively availed them¬
selves of the advantages which have
been offered. In Ireland In 1909 there
wero 231 credit organizations with u|
membership of IS,000 farmers. The
total working capital was $27;".,000. In
England and Wales there were forty
agricultural credit soclet-es In op-ra¬
tion with a membership of C63.
Working capital nmounted to $9,000
and tho loans outstanding wero $7,-
000.

The Opportunity of thr South,

considerable period of years clearly
indicates that the underlying Ideas ar,-;

practicable and worthy of adoption by
the Southern States In which the!
