notidcation ceremonies earlier in the
day. to th6 State ticket.
From the moment the Democratic

candidate crossed the (state line at
I'hililpsburg. N. J.. and stopped at

J'aston. Delaware. Watergap. Portland!
and 8troudsburg there were umbreiia-
«overed crowds to greet htm. At
Stroudsburg, the home of Representa¬
tive A. Mitchell Palmer, national com-

luitteeman from Pennsylvania, the big¬
gest crowd turned out. A band played
and the Governor was given a lively
demonstration

It was getting a.or.g toward dusk
when the Governor reached Strouds-
f-.rg. and as he leaned from the rail
of the observation platform the brake-
man removed a rear light.

"They know we don't need any ar¬

tificial light. said the candidate, amid
laughter, and that there is no danger
on the part of the Democratic candi¬

PAYS FINAL PENALTY
Che*tar 9. Jordan Goea to Bis Death

la Electric Chair.
Boston. Maar. September 34..Chea¬

ter s. Jordan, sentenced to death for
the murder, four years ago at gomer-
vlile. of his wife. Honorah. whose body
he cut up and packed in a trunk, was
executed in the electric chair at the
Charlestown State prison this morning
at lx:30 o'clock. Jordan went to his
death calmly, and without making any
statement.
A suspicious cabman was responsible

for the discovery of the murder of
Mrs. Chester a. Jordan, for which Jor¬
dan was executed this morning. Ths
murder waa committed at their apart¬
ments in Somerville September 1. 190*.
During a quarrel with bis young wife,
an actress. Jordan struck her and
knocked her down a stairway. The
next day he dismembered her body,
placed the head and some other parts
in a stove in an unsuccessful attempt
to burn them, and packed the remain¬
der of the body in a trunk. His ac¬

tions in driving about the city with
the trunk aroused the suspicions of
his cab driver, who reported to the
police that he believed his passenger
had stolen the trunk.
Jordan was born thirty-three years

ago in Indianapolis, Ind., and while
on the stage married Honorah. O'Rell-
ley, known in vaudeville an Irene
.Shannon. Jordan waa brought to trial
on April 20. 190». and found guilty
of murder in the firat degree May 4.
laoir. Four days later one of the Jury
became insane and was committed to

an asylum. The State Supreme Court
refused to grant an appeal for a new
trial, and Jordan was aenteced to die
during the week of March 12. 1*11. A
writ of error being granted, an a&peal
from the decision of the State court
was taken to the United States Su¬
preme Court, but the appeal was de¬
nied May 27. 1812. and nearly four
years after the commission of the
crime Jordan was sentenced a second
time to die.

TAKES THEM FROM
POLITICAL REALM

Order Will Relieve 36.038 Public
Servants Prom Uncertainty of
Tenure, and Will Be Most
Comprehensive and Fax-
Reaching Ever Issued by

Any President.

Washington. September 23..It wee

practically decided to-day that Presi¬
dent Taft, in the near future, will la-
sue an executive order placing all
fourth-class postmasters in the classi¬
fied service. This order, relieving 36.-
03« postmasters from the uncertainty
of political appointment, will be one

of the most comprehensive aJid far-
reaching, as affecting the civil service,
ever issued by a President of the'Unlted
States.
That the President would take this

step, his first act toward putting into
practice his often expressed belief that
all government officers Delow the grade
lei Cabinet members shoJld be removed
from the Influence of politics and
placed under the civil service, became
practically certain late to-day, after a

delegation of postmasters returning
from the annual convention of their
association at Richmond, had been re-
reived at the White House, and by
Postmaster-General Hitchcock. The
visitors submitted a monster petition
signed by about 20.000 postmasters
asking that they be placed in the classi¬
fied service.

After discussing the matter briefly
with the delegation. President Taft
referred the executive committee of
the association to Mr. Hitchcock for
further consideration of the matter.
L«ter the committee called upon the

postmaster-general to discuss the sub¬
ject with him.

In a few days Mr. Hitchcock will
submit to President Taft a formal,
recommendation that the petition be

granted, and the President is expected
to act promptly and favorably upon
the recommendation.

In the entire country there were

49.672 fourth-class postmasters at the
end of the last fiscal year. By execu¬

tive order Issued In Julg. 1908. Pres¬
ident Roosevelt placed all the post¬
masters of the New England States

and of New York. New Jerser. Penn¬
sylvania. Ohio, Indiana. Michigan and
Wisconsin In the Civil Service.a to¬

tal of 13.634. Those still without the

service number 36.038.
Involves laamenae Labor.

While the details of the proposltfon
have not been worked out, it is ex¬

pected that the putting into the class¬

ified service of this great number of

officials will be accomplished by the

designation of the postmasters of

groups of States successively. It win

.require an immense amount of labor

on the part of the Civil Service Com¬

mission, particularly, as well as on

the part of the Post-Office Department.
Both the President and Postmaster-

General Hitchcock have recommended
jto Congriss thst all postmasters be

put la the classified service: and that.

!so far as possible, the entire personnel
>of the postal service be removed from

political Influence. As to the first,

second and third-class postmasters,
legislation by the Congress would be

required to place them under civil ser-

vice regulations; but the President

jasper haa authority, under certain de-

fined limitations of competency and
'efficiency, to put postmasters >t the
fourth class under the protectlou of
the civil service rules.
President Taft told the delegation of

postmasters at the White House to-

day that if they realised the trouble
tbelr appointments caused they would
agree with him that It would be best
for all concern;.-! to place them under
the civil service.
The President expressed the hope

that the feeling Is growing in favor
of putting all government servants on

the basis of permanent tenure. If the
appointments are regularly mad; by:
jthe civt! service, he said, the appointees
would sleep better, those upon whom
falls the responsibility of making the
appointment would sleep better, and
ali would have opportunity of giving
the government more work.

A "LIAR" AND "SHRIMP'

It is un¬
derstood District Attorney Whitman
will interpose no objection to the in¬
troduction of the witnesses, Gilbert
Hogaboom, a political leader of Hot
Springs, and Michael Berkholtz, of Ar-
genta.
Aa a preliminary to the calling of

the witnesses. Mr. Hart gave the dis¬
trict attorney

* copies of affidavits
sworn to by Hogaboom and Berkholtz.
The affidavit of Hagoboom set forth:

"Schepps said that he (Rosenthal)
would turn on his best friend, and that
he ought to have been bumped off long
ago, and would have If nothing had
happened. He did not say » hat this
something waa. He said the ganvejers
did not like him (Rosenthal) because
he would turn on his best fgJends.
Schepps further laid one big mistake
that was made was to leava the num¬
ber on the car."
Berkholtz avers in his affidavit:
"I asked him why did they kill that

poor fellow Rosmthal, and he said:
'Mike, you have no idea what a dirty
dog he turned out to be at the last
of It', that he had a place on Second
Avenue and had a bunch of gunmen
hanging around there and the gang
wanted to kill most any one around
there. Sam said that Rosenthal wxnted
to have Louie Kaufman killed."
"My evidence will send Becker to

the chair; don t I know it?" This In
effect was one of the declarations of
Sam Schepps to Postmaster Fred E.
Johnson of Hot Springs, according to j
the testimony of Johnson to-night. j
Another declaration of Schepps, ac- )

cording to the postmaster, was in sub-
stance:

"If Rosenthal had not been such a
'poacher' he would not have got him- \
self in so bad. I don't want you fel-
tours to tulnk we killed a man of some
account. Rosenthal deserved to be
killed." i
Johnson who arrested Schepps here,

said he talked to him almost five hours
on August 10. Schepps. he said, first
begged not to be delivered to the po-
lice; then discussed graft, public offl-
cials, the causes leading up. to the
killing of Rosenthal, and declared: "I
am the keynote of <he wSole sltua-
tton."
Becker, Johnson testified, was de-

serfhod by Schepps as a "'grafter." one
never satisfied, and always urging an
increased donation if a gambler showed
prosperity.

Deleaatea to Catholic Conference Visit

White Hoaae.
Washington. September 23..How to

best care for delinnuent and dependent
children and needy families was the
theme of the papers and addresses at
the meetings of the National Confer¬
ence ot Catholic Charities to-day. Tnree
sessions of the convention were held
simultaneously during ths forenoon at
the Catholic University, and this af¬
ternoon President Taft received the
delegates at 'he White House and told
them that their presence "suggested
the passage we know from Scripture,
"The greatest of all is charity.' " Pres¬
ident Taft said there waa no greater
work being done for mankind than
charity.
The most experienced men and wo¬

men in Catholic charity work in the
country were speakers on to-day's pro¬
gram.
