My Dear Sir..I have unofficially
been apprised of that action of the Re-

The day alter tbe
convention I wired tbe newspapers mi
the State, in response to inquiries from
them, that I would accept tbe nomina¬
tion and make the best right possible.

The action ad
the convention Is the highest compli¬
ment ever paid me as an Individuai. in¬
deed, if it is not unprecedented in tae
history of Virginia politics, and I shall
respond to its wishes with whatever
ablUtlea I possess. I have been so

TAFT ADORESSES
LOYAL 60VERR0RS

Fiftieth Anniversary of Their]
Meeting Celebrated at

Altoona.

TALKS OF PROSPERITY

Believes Individual Happiness
Now Highest in World's

History.

Altoona, Pa., September 25..Presi¬
dent Taft was the principal speaker
to-day at Altoona's oelebratlon of the

fiftieth anniversary fit the meeting
of the loyal war Governors, who de¬
cided that Abraham Lincoln and his

war policy should be upheld and his
call for more troops should be met
promptly with volunteers.
Through that meeting and those

which followed, the Preaident deolared
that there entered Into the aoul of
Lincoln the feeling "that he had a na¬
tion behind him and that the causa
he was engaged in was worthy of their
lives and their fortunes, and alao the
high resolve that he proposed to fight
out the battle and bring back the
erring sisters into the Union."
The fourteen loyal Governors who

supported Lincoln In the dark daya
cf '62. the President called heroes, who
did not advertiae the deeds they were

about to do. who made no uae of "buta"
and "ifs." but who said. "We'll aee you
through."
The President s speech dealt almost

entirely with the conference of the
war Governors, but he reserved a sen¬
tence or two for prosperity talk. Dis¬
cussing prosperity, the President said:
"One hundred millions of people.

90.000.000 between the oceans and 10,-
000.000 In our ocean dependencies, con-
stitute our population and to-day right
la the harvest time we are garnering;
crops that make possible the greatest
prosperUp that ever faced this coun-

try, and we are to-day where every:
man and every woman can have work
f they will, when wages are the
highest and the Individual happiness
of every one averages higher than
ever before.

"I dwell on that fact to-day, born* in
upon me by the procession of beautiful
children that filed by me this morn-
:ng evidencing happy. comfortable
homes, and moral teaching In the
schools and In the homes. It Is be-'
cause this is the fiftieth anniversary
of a day as different in respect of the!
happiness of our people and of the
prospect before them as day ia from
night. Fifty years ago to-night we
were in the throes of rebellion the
like of which had never been seen in
the world before, and I hope may
naval1 be seen in the world again."

Hilles, of the Republican National;

Harrisburg and make the Journey
Worth to help him discuss New Eng-
land politics with Republican leader*
there. 1

James If. Beck Holds That It
Regulates Journalism, Not

the Mails.

IS NOT CONSTITUTIONAL

Distinguished Lawyer- Says Su¬
preme Court Would So De¬

cide, if Law Is Tested.

With tbe notice sent out by the di¬

rectors of the American .Ntwuptptr
Association a few day j ago to its mem-

hers suggesting injunction proceedings
against the enforcement of tbe new
Federal statute, which practically puts
newspapers and other period*cal pub¬
lications under government regulation,
were lengthy legal opinions from emi-
nent counsel, declaring the new law

clearly unconstitutional.
One of these opinions was written

by James M Beck, former United
States Assistant Attorney-Jlieneral, and]
in It he says that he believes a test
of the law in the District Court or tns !
I'nited States Supreme Court would!
result in Its defeat. In his opinion, be'
says:

'The attempt to censor the press
Is not altogether novel. During tbe
administration of Andrew Jackson an

agitation sprang up tu exclude from
the United States mails all newspapers
which contained anti-slavery matter
on the ground that It tended to dis¬
turb the public peace, in 1S35 Presi¬
dent Jackson recommended to Con¬
gress tbe passage of a bill to make
such an exclusion from tbe Federal j
mails. Tbe bill was referred to a se-

,lect committee, of which John C. Cat-j
hound was chairman, and on February.;
4, iS3«, the committee made a report'
to Congress recommending tbe pan-
sage of a law which would make It a

penal offense to transmit through tbe
mails anti-slavery documents to any
.tat« which had a local law forbid-
ding the circulation of such printed,
matter. Although a pro-slavery man.
Calhound expressed the opinion in this
report that the Federal government
had no direct power to forbid the cir¬
culation of antlslavery matter except
iSi an auxiliary to police regulations
of the several States. James Buchan¬
an affirmed the broader power of the
Federal government to exclude any
matter from the mails which It deem¬
ed objectionable. Tbe views of Buch-
anan and Calhoun were opposed by
Daniel Webster, and the proposed bill
was rejected by a vote of 25 to IS.
