The paper adds: "Dog meat Is
esten only In the big- cities, but in |
the agricultural districts cats are also;
eaten more than formerly. With the
present fsmlne prices everything that
Is meat goes into the.kettles of poor]
famines." ¦

CRUSHEDTODEATH
BY FALLING WALL

Joseph O'Rourke Buried Under
Brick.-Four Fellow-Work¬

men Injured.
[Special to The Times-Dispatch.]

Winchester. Vs.. September 2«..
Joseph O'Rourke. forty years old. em-
Ployed on construction work at the
Virginia Woolen .Company's mill here
'was fatally injured to-day and four
others were seriously hurt, when a
brick wall that had been weakened by
recent rains and heavy blasting col¬
lapsed, burying O'Rourke under the
debris, while his fellow-workmen were
struck by falling bricks snd rendered
unconscious. O'Rourke was dug out of
the pit into which he had been hurled
and buried under six feet of brick and
mortar, and was rushed to Memorial
Hospital, where he died two hours
later. His skull was fractured, one

,leg crushed snd he was Internally
[injured.Thomas Williams, of Mt Jackson,
became excited and ran directly Into
[the falling wall and sustained painful
injuries,- while Joseph Reed, of Tim-
berv'Ue; Walter Johnson, o'f Cedar
Grove, and Theodore Jones, of Win¬
chester, were seriously cut and bruised.
All were tsken to Memorial Hospital.

Alcohol in Pe-ru-na-

Having a little business in one of the
Federal offices of the'city, after it was
finished I fell in conversation with the
official in charge concerning; Peruna.
