Opening Brings Additional Life

to Crowded Skyscraper
District.

OTHER DEPARTMENTS MOVE

Railway Mail Service Transfers
to New Home, and Federal

Offices Will Follow.

j With the opening- of the- new poet-
office to the public yesterday, the cor¬

ner of Tenth and Main Streets became
at a jump one of th« busiest and moat

congested In the city. Destined al¬
ways to be a centre of busy commer¬
cial life, b# -eason of the towering
skyscrapers which make tto vicinity
a natural civic centre, the corner

teamed yeaterday with the additional
thousands which had hitherto been

deflected by the temporary post-office
to Seventh and Franklin.
To those who had business with the

post-office were added yesterday large
numbers who came to pay their ini¬
tial visit tu the new building. They
found a plant modern in every par¬
ticular, and housed in a structure
which will be a credit to the city
when the directory contains three
times the number of names it now

catalogues.
All day long lock box holders be-

selged the windows where busy clerks
worked overtime to assign patrona to

their new bozos and to exchange old
keys for new onea The box equip¬
ment of the new office is of a later

type than the system employed in the

old, and is almost double in capacity.
This Is Moving Week.

At the old building the dismantling
process was on in full swing. All
left-over equipment Las been sold to

an auction company, and will be re¬

moved from the lower floor within the

next few days. The office of the rail¬

way mail service was yesterday moved
over and Installed in Its new .quar¬
ters.
The internal revenue officea a-ill

probably begin moving to-morow or

the day after. Along with these will

move the office of the collector ot

customs and that of the United States

marshal. J
Last to leave the old building will

be the United States Circuit Court and
District Courts. Quarters for both ot

these in the. new building are all but

complete, and the courts will probably
be installed in their new home by
Saturday. The building which has

for two years and ten months served,
as the Richmond pcst-ofllce will im¬

mediately undergo extensive remodel¬
ing preparatory to its use for other

business.

Soon after receiv¬
ing Ce contract Pierce <fc Co. notined
tue boara that they wisned to be re¬
leased, as the discovery had been made
tr.at engineers had underestimated the
work witb the result that more than
S2.ooo.000 would be lost on the contract
at the bid price.

contract was awarded to the next low¬
est bidder, the Winston-MacArthur
Company.

New York, had just completed the
Wachusett Dam. at Clinton. Mass., and
forming a copartnership, had bid on
the Asnokan contract at fl2.00t.000.
