LADY SAVILE WAS
POPULAR IN AMERICA

Cam* to This Country a Quarter
of a Century Ago as Mrs.

Horace Helyar.
_Y LA MAHAU ISK DB FOXTEAüV.
FÜW will hav. r<M ognlsed in Ger¬

trud. Lady Savlle, whose death
was announce,; last week In a
two-line cable dispatch from

KiijflanU. the fascinating Jira. Horace
Helyar, who a quarter of a century ago
wae the moat feted beauty of Wash¬
ington, where her husband was
attached as second secretary to
the British embassy. She was the
toast of the town, not only in the na¬
tional capital, but also in New York,
and it ia doubtful whether there has
ever been since any woman of the for.
eign diplomatic corps accredited to this
country, who has enjoyed on this aide
of the Atlantic so widespread a celeb¬
rity for loveliness and charm. She re¬
tained her beauty to an altogether ex¬

ceptional degree unt'l quite recently,
and from an aesthetic point of view
it is perhaps best that she should have
died before It had been entirely wreck-
ed by old age. Some women improve
with time and acquire new graces and
charm with advancing years. But
Lady Savile'a style of beauty was

hardly of this nature, and one can¬
not quite picture her to one's self as

an old woman.
Her husband, Horace Helyar. died

not long after they left Washington.
leaving her In the enjoyment of a
handsome fortune and a bea-ttTul
country place in Somersetshire known
as Crocker Court, of which she was
to have the enjoyment for H/e. after
which it was to go to their little girl,
the only issue of their marriage.
Some time afterwards Mrs. Helyar

married one of her husband's col¬
leagues in the' diplomatic service. John
Lumley Bavile. who, in course of time,
succeeded his Childless uncle as sec¬
ond Lord Savlle. and In the posses¬
sion of the.Villa Edelweiss at Cannes,
a fine house in Charles Street, Berkeley
Square, London, and about half-a-doz¬
en country seats, mostly in Yorkshire,
th* best known of the lot being Ruf-
ford Abbey, where from that time
forth she was wont to entertain King
Edward, prior and subsequent to his
accession to the throne, each autumn
for the Doncaster week races. Lord
Savlle likewise inherited from hla
uncle a very largo income, and wh'en
Lady Savile'a daughter by her first
marriage grew up and married, she at
once turned over to her the posses¬
sion of the Helyar country place,
Crocker Court, aa well as her own
life interest In Horace Helyar s for¬
tune.
King Edward was very fond of Lord

and Lady Savlle, saw much of them
in town daring the season, and used
to thoroughly enjoy his annual stays
at Rufford Abbey. It Is a beautiful
old place, environed in a superb park
that once formed part of Sherwood
Forest, where Robin Hood and hie
merry men plundered the rich for the
benefit of the poor.
The abbey boasts of several ghosts,

one of which is reputed to frequent
the apartments that were always re¬
served for the use of the hate King,
and which have been occupied in turn
by James L. Charlea I. and Charles Tf.
According to Edward VII.. who vouched
for the existence of one particular
spook, it took the form af a meat im-

preestve looking monk; perhaps the
.tun* on* who appeared to the man
who U*a burled In the neighboring
churchyard of Edwlnston, and who, ac-j
cording to the inscription on bis tomb¬
stone, and to the entry on the pariah
register, "Died of fright after seeing
the Rufford Abbey ghost."

In the chapel of the abbey, where'
matins are solemnised each morning
by Lord Savile's chaplain, the marriage

j of Charles Stuart, a younger brother
of Lord Darnley, and brother-4n-ra.w.
therefore, of Mary Queen of Soots to
the daughter of Bess of Hardwlcke
took place in 1674. and the pews of
oak. now almost coal black, date from
considerably earlier. AM the prayer
books in the pew of she family were
printed in the reign of King Charles
a.
The abbey, which was founded in

1148 by Hugh Fltsralrph, belonged to
the Cistercian Order until «he time of
the Reformation, when It was bestow,
ed by Henry VTH. upon his favorite.
Oeorge Earl of Shrewsbury, from
whom H passed to his daughter. Lady
Mary Talbot, who had married a 8a-
vile, and to £he descendants of this
union. The moot modern part of the
abbey dates from the reign of Queen
EMasAe-tfi, but the greater part of lit
has been In existence since the twelfth
century, especially the magnificent
crypt, now used as a servants' hall.
which has walls six feet thick.

I The name of Savile is one familiar
to the students of American history.
For It was Sir Oeorge Savile. a one
time owner of Rufford Abbey, who took
so prominent a part In the House of
Commons in championing the rights of
the American colonies prior to the
outbreak of the War of Independence,
which. If he had had his way. would
have been averted by means of wise
concessions. He also championed the
cause of CndhoMo emancipation, for
which his town bouse was wracked
by the Gordon rioters. On the death
of this Sir George Savile at the end
of the eighteenth centnry. Rufford
Abbey passed to his sister, married to
the Earl of Scarborough, who in ac¬
cordance wtth Skr George* will as¬
sumed the name and the arms of Sa¬
vile.

It waa this Lord Scarborough's
grandson, the eighth earl, who, having
a family of natural children for whom
he wished to provide, left to them en¬
tailed the succession to the Rufford
Abbey estates, while «he Earldom of
Scarborough and tfi* other Scar-
borough property, including Lumley
Castle, went to his cousin. In making
this disposition of his fortune, he sttp-
ulated that each of his illegitimate
descendants should take the name and
the arms of Savile. The present Lord
Savile Is bis grandson, who succeeded

' an uncle, his father's eldest brother
having been created a peer on retiring
from the diplomatic service as ambas¬
sador.

Charles von Strove,
to tender his resignation from the
club, and Immediately afterwards Isvol¬
ski asked and obtained his transfer to
another post, namely. Bucharest, where
he became the hero of so desperate a
flirtation wtth the wife of his chief.
Prince Ourousoff. that he again had
to be transferred, and the prince and
princess have been virtually separated
ever since.
