LOUISE'S OPERA
IS NEARLY READY

Feared Police May Prohibit Per¬
formance of Work of

Princess.

DEALS WITH HER OWN LIFE

Attempts to Show Trouble With
Husband Is Caused by

Court Intrigue.

Home. October 26..The opera writ¬

ten by Prlnceae Louise, of Saxony, the
music by Enrico TozeUl. her erstwhile
husband, will be ready in November.
Signer Sonstgo, the Milan music pub¬
lisher, wnl produce It soon, simultane¬
ously in Paris and Italy. The opera
wUl ba trans.ated into Italian. The
title wUl be "The Bizarre Princess."
Tbe first act opens with the snooting

of a popinjay in an imaginary small
kingdom Tne King, crown prince and
numerous courtiers attend the affair
and compete with the peasants, but the
prise Is won by the Princess Flora,
disguised as a country woman, übe
mingles with the crowd and Is much
admired by four young men, a painter,
a sculptor, a poet and a musician.
The painter, by name Fernando, falls

In love with l'rinceap Flora, and a

I'scandal ensues. The King exiles the:
four men and orders Flora to a con¬
vent, from which she escapes Inter
with the eld of tbe exiled men In
the second act Flora la living with
Fernando end his friends. A chamber¬
lain arrives and announces the death
of the King and niso the succession
of his son. who Is Flora'a husband, who
Is willing to forgive her. Princess
Flora agrees to^ return to her husband
and become Queen on the condition
that her four friends accompany her.
The condlUon Is accepted.
The third act shows the party In¬

troduced in court. Florn overcomes
the rigid and severe etiquette and
eventually convincea bar husband that
It la quite proper to have her tour
friends at court, where all can live
happily.

I Princess Louise wishes to snow that
her estrangement from her husband Is
due to court intrigues It la feared that
the opera will be prohibited by the po-

POVERTY SULKS
i about mm
Thousands in Distress,
and Condition Grows

Mor e Acute.
[Special to The Time«-Dispatch]

London, October 2«..''We are living
in daya of exceptional prosperity."
was the recent declaration of Lloyd
George. Tbe Chancellor of the Ex¬

chequer certainly acta accordingly. To
the already staggering annual coat of
hia Insurance act he added Iet.2ö0,ü00
In a speech of a few minutes last
Wednesday, when he Increased his
offer of an annual stipend to the doc-i
tors who have hitherto refused to work
on the terms provided la the bill. This,
according to the lament of hia dis¬
consolate but very pasalve critics, is
equivalent to an addition to the in-

i come tax of about 2 cents in every
pound sterling,

j Wherever the chancellor may aee the

j great prosperity of which be taika, it
certainly is not among the class for
whose benefit his iegla.ation waa in¬
tended. Even aa early as this in tbe
autumn there are already aeriou«
warnings that unless there Is rapid
Improvement In conditions the distress
during the coming winter will be ter-
rible. The chief cause of this almost

I everywhere is undoubtedly the accum-
I ulation of the results of numerous
! strikes. In most parts of the east
end of London the distress to-day
Is Incredibly acute. What Is worse,
the relieving officers hare no money
to give, and the workhouses either
are filling up or are already filled.

"Things are awful; the people are

really starving, there la no work for
them; It Is not a case for soup kit¬
chens, the men must have work and
soon." sand an experienced Warden of a
mission in West Jiane. whore alone
5.000 men ara out of work, and where
the women and children are starving.
At this place the distress was un¬

doubtedly caused by the recent dock
strike. In Canning Town, a suburb
of London, the clergy and others da-
clare that they hare never seen such

j distress. The majority of the cases

!are among respectable, hard-working
men and women.
Thia poverty is general and is be-

coming worse every day.
Tell the Saase Story.

The government labor exchanges tell
the same story. Tbe officials say that
"even skilled workmen have difficulty
in getting work, and the chances of
ordinary laborers are hopeless." Things
have been getting steadily worse ever

I since the summer. One labor exchange
in the month of July had 3.178 dock
laborers on its register. Of this num¬

ber, taten averaged 4.6 daya work
apiece during that entire month and
the rest got none at all. As the con¬

ditions have become worse ever since
and are still going to the bad, the
prospect for the state of affairs by
midwinter, unless there la an improve¬
ment. Is appalling.

Already the pawn shops have more

pledges than they can store; all rents
are in arrears. Insurance policies have
been allowed to run out. and the men

! are unable to seek work for lack ot
food and clothing. Omy the children
are sure of meals and these are ob¬

taining free breakfasts at the schools.
The keenest interest has bex-n aroused

in naval circles here over the an¬

nouncement that the guns of the new
German stiper-dreadnaughts will be of
tifteen-inch cali re. and will throw
a shell weighing 1.650 pounds. The
largest gun at present mounted on a

British warship is of 13.5-inch calibre,
and this will shoot a shell weighing
1,400 pounds. Admiral Sir Cyprian
Bridge, retired, the author of several
naval works, declares that they are

capable of destroying any warship
that has been SMStH or is in contempla-

j tion. He says: "Naval architects can

build ships that will carry bigger guns
! than fifteen-Inch ones, but the ques-

[ tion is, are these big guns practically
valuable? I strongly believe that their
introduction ia altogether in the na¬
ture of retrograde tactics. At the bot¬
tom of this craze for guns of great
size is what is called the moral effect,
which is another pseudo-scientific name
for funk."

Sir Hiram Maxim, the gunmaker.
differs from the admiral. He believes
that twenty-inch guns are possible.
As to the question whether the present
British guns could not smash any ship
built or contemplated. Sir Hiram saye
that, "it must be remembered that it
is not a question of dealing with ships
at short range but at very long range,
and the larger, longer and heavier the
