Law and Equity Court Denies
Exclusive Claim to Stream
at Belle Isle.

IRON AND NAIL WORKS LOSES

Court Dismisses Suit to Restrain
| City and C. & O. From
Using Upper River.

More than three years of
tion came to u sudden end yesterday,
when Judge Beverly T. Crump ordered
stricken from the docket Of the Law
and Equity Court an actlon brought
by the Old Dominion lron and wNai
Works to restrain the city of Ricn
mond and the Chesapeake and Ob0
Hallway from impalring ils wates-
power at Bolle lsle.

, The proceedings, which have taken
many forms since, began Wwith tne
fillng of a suit in the Law and Equity
Court on May 12, 1909, The Old Domin-
lon Iron and Nall Wirss, owned by
the Gould interests, operates a large
plant on Belle lsle. The lsland 1is
held under a Colonial grant issus:d
early in the elghieenth century.
| Since the river at this point is above
t tidewater and nol navigable, the cotn-
pany contended, the stream on eaci
skie and tne water-power which it
furnishes is the pecullar property ot
the Old Dominion Iron and Nail Works
and cannot be diminished or impaired
through other uses.

Semght te Mestraln City.

The clty of Richmond became & party
to the suit, because it takes Iis wateT
supply from tns river at BosheNs
Dam, about nine miles above Belle
Isle, thus diminishing materially the
volume of water at the

The Chesapeake and Ohio Rallway
b defendant by r of cer-
tain rights to the upper river held by
it as legal to the Rich
and Alleghany Rallway Company.
which acquired its rights from the old
Jamez River and Kanawha Canal
Company. The latter company held its
clalms through a grant from the Stat:
Legislature.

Immediately upon the filing of tne;
suit, the ecity and the railway com-
pany demurred jointly to the evidenca
offered by the plaintiff, and asked toat
the sult we thrown out of court on
the ground that this was not =ufficlent
to warrant the action.

River Public Highway.

In the decree dismissing the sult,
Judge Crump held that while the old
| English law gave owners above tide-
| water, property rights in tne rivar,
| the James was a navigable stream at
| points above Belle Isle, and in this
character a true publie highway open
to common use The evidence offerad
br the plaintiff, in the oPinlon of tne
court, was not sufficient to overthrow
a number of legislative acts and stat-
utes, all establishing the river as &
public highway.

While this order formally ended Lhs
litigation In the Law and Equity
Court, there is a strong probabllity
that the matter will be carried tur
final dec’sion to the State’s highest
tribunal. Such an intention was indi-
cated resterday by attorneys for tLae
0Old Dominion Iron amd Nall Works.
