The theory of
Judge Buxton is that Clerk Dexter
Goad began the trouble in the Hille-
ville court by shooting at Flo¥d Al-
len, while drawing u pistol ta shoot
him: that the Allens standing to the
judge’s right snd fring at Uomd, to
protect Floyd, may have hit Judge
Massie, or anybody muy have put bui-
#ts into him by accident in the gen-
crul firing.

It is further contended that Eherif
Webb and the others probably were
shot aceldentally by their friends or
rnemies. Btress was lak! on the as-
sertion that several of the combatants
were using automatic pistols, to which
they were unacoustomed, which pend
out bullets in & stream from a single
pressure on the trigger as & hoee
sends gut water, and that these bullets
ware liable to fy anywhere as the
hands holding them wavered.

Public curiosity was gratified on tWo
or three other questions It was an-
nounced that Sidna Allen really was
shot In the duel with Goad, outside
the court. He was struck in the left
upper arm, the bullet going through
Into his chest It was a'so said that
he remained in the mountains near his
home thirty days after the shooting. |
and that on one occasion the Baldwin
men passed within fifteen feet of himj|
uas he lay hid, and that he left only®|
after bloodhounds were used to track
him down.

Just before Judge Buxton bhegam td
speak, Sidna Allen's two little girls.
apparently about five and eight vears
old, wer: brought into court. Theyi'
are unusualiy pretty children, especial-
'y the younger. Mrs. Allen had been|
in eourt all the morning. She moved
her seat to sit by the accused man.
who took the youngest child on hils
knee and kept her there, the older
very close to him.

Opening for State.

lespie, the witness, expected to give
this testimony for the State, had fired
at Sidna Allen and that Allen had
returned the fire before leaving the
room: that It was at Gillespie, not at
Judge Massie, that Sidna Allen fired
At the time referr=d to.

Other new points Mr. Wysor prom-
ised to prove were that Juror Faddis
actually saw Miss Avers shol by Filoyd
Allen, and that when Treasurer Mar-
shall, outside the court. was lrying to
help Miss Ayers, Sidna Allen fired at
him.

The State’s further lestimony would
show, Mr. Wysor said, that the Allens
had pursued the flecing jurors to the
street and fired on them with threats
to kill them all; that Sidna Alien and
Wesiey Edwards had fled the State
and taken refuge under assumed names
at Des Molnes, and had been in hlding
there six months. He contended that
Goad had no reason to begin the fight,
every reason why he should not dis-
grace himself and forfeit his office by
doing so.

Judge Buxton commenting on this
said Sidna Allen also had every reascon
to avold trouble. He had a comfort-
able home, a mgderate accumulation of
wealth and = happy family. A few

|days before the tragedy he had depos-

ited a considcrable amount in the Hilla-
ville bank, which ls there yet, and

bought for his store $1,008 worth of
new goods. When tro#bie in the court-
room began he was actualiy engaged,
it would be proved in talking to a
man pamed Moore about a business
matter, the completion of some con-
crete work, and had no thought of dis-
turbance. Judge Buxton insistéd that
