The con¬
ference will take place here after the
gathering of the Governors in Rich¬
mond, and President Taft desired to
take advantage of the presence In the
East of many State executives believed
to be particularly Interested in tne

proposed far-.ers' banks.
The President probably will make

an address to the Governors. Myron
T. Ilerrlrk. ambassador to Prance, «rh.i
Investigated similar systems abroad,
and Senator Fletcher, of Florid*, pres¬
ident of the Southern > omni*rr,«l Con¬
gress, will be prsoent.
