Note: In all cases not covered In
these rules officials are to use their'
own judgment.

In reference to taking more than one

step with the ball at the beginning of
a dribble, or In the act of a try at

goal, both the A. A. V. and Collegiate
rub-s are eery plain on this point, as!
follows: "A player w ho is standing
still when lie receives the ball, may. In
making i pass or in throwing for
goal, step or stride one foot in any
direct'pn and then may jump from
one or both feet, but the hall must
leave his hands before one or both feet
again touch the Hoor. r>ae allowance
la to be made for a playrr catching
the ball while running, providing he

slops as soon as possible."
The majority of basketball players

iti Richmond have the idea that they
are allowed to take a hop. step and
Jump In trying for a goal. This Is
contrary to the sp',rlt and letter of
the rule, and is considered as running
or advancing with the ball while in]
bounds.
The only difference between the A.

A. V. rules and the CoUogiate rules. Is'
that under the Collegiate rule.', a play,
er who has properlj dribbled the hall
may, at the end of the dribble, use

both hands on the ball In making a

try for goal.
It has been generally considered by]

players <ri Richmond that to play undei
the Collegiate Rules allowed them!
greater freedom in mixing up things
in general, and especially- unnecessary
roughness.
The fad that the two sets Of rules

are use.l by teams In Richmond. an«l
frequently one-half of the game played
nder the A. A. C. and the other halt!

under the Collegiate rules. It seems

beat for all Cboh.eine 1 to become fully
Boasted on what re.illy is» and not to
take f,,r granted the opinion of those
who do DOl fully understand the game

Collegians, With Dr. Lambeth at

Head. Confer With A. A. U.
Officials.

New York. December 30 .The mem¬

bers of the track committee of the

[National Collegiate Athletic Associa¬
tion, composed of Dr. William A. i.am-

beth University of Virginia; Professor
Marvel. Brown Cniversity. and Frank
Castleman, of the University of Colo¬
rado, will hold a conference to-morrow
nl'ternooii with «lustuvus T. Kirby,
president of the Amateur Athlet;..-
Union, wltii the purpose of concurring
on a-standard set of rules to govern
track and field sports throughout the
t'nited States.
