I've eome to the
conclusion thai it is mr duty to ask
?on to consider the feasibility of omit¬
ting thn Inaugural ball altogether

I do this with a great deal of hesi¬
tation because I do not wish to interfere
with selected practices or with reason¬
able expectations of those who usually
go to enjoy the inauguration, but it
Bat Dome to wear the aspect of a sort
of ptibllc duty, because of the large in¬
direct expense upon the movement
incidental to it. and because these balls
have ceased to be necessary to the en-

jovment of the visitors
"'I hope most sincerely that this re¬

quest will in no way embarrass you. and

that 1 have not too long delayed in mak¬
ing the suggestion

Medical College .of Virginia deem the
said consolidation very desirable and
believe it will result in the establish-
men' of a grea'er medical school in
Richmond and greatly advance medical
education in this State and in the entire
South.

Therefore, be it resolved, bv the!
Board of Visitors of the Medical Col-
lege of Virginia:

(1) That it cordially and heartily en¬

dorses the consolidation of the Medical
College of Virginia and the University
college of Medicine under the charter
of the Medical College of Virginia:

(2) That it earnestly requests each
member of this board to tender at once
his resignation to the Governor of
Virginia, to take effect immediately.

Thirteen Members Present.
The thirteen members of the board

who heard the reading of the resolu¬
tions, voted aye with a ring and all
signed a formal resignation which is to
be presented to the Governor imme-|
distaly. Ot" the six absent members of
the board, all but l*u have indicated
their sympathy with the movement and
tlrair willingness to resign, and it is be¬
lieved l hat the other two will cheerfully
do their part to effect the merger. The
resignations become effective auto¬

matically upon the appointment of the,
new board.
As it is already late in the season and

the catalogue of the new institution
must be prepared immediately. all haste
will be made to complete the course of
action proscribed by the article of
agreement. Dr. Christopher Tompkins.
dean of the faculty of the Medical Col¬
lege of Virginia. Said last night that he-;

to resign, the faculty must meet at
once and nominate the nine members
of the new board who will repre^en'
that college. The faculty of tho I'm-
esjratty college of Medicias is elected,
bu: for c<ne year, and on .lune 1, l*lt.
each professor is automatically dropped
from the roll, his term having expired
The beaid of that school does not
ha .¦ to resign, yet probably will to

kins, the present dean of the Medical
College of Virginia, having announced
that ne will not be a candidate for re¬
