track liy vandals caused the derail¬
ment

t he acciden« occurred »' i e> o'clock
while the engine was running at a sneed
of ten miles ati hour. The locomotive
left the track without warning, d'.ii.
ging the fender with it It came to a

full stop with its nose buried in a soft
embonkmen11 but did not turn over.

The low speed at which it was running.
according to Conductor Walton, was

the only thing that prevented serious
accident.

A wrecking crew v as dispatched to
the scene from the Richmond, Kred-
crn ksburg ami Potomac yards, und
began the work of dealing the track
thirty minutes after the accident. A
crowd of 1 mm people pressed against
the fences that guard the tracks, for a

view of the wrecking operations.
After an hour's work the engine was

raised hy means of the giant ItS.MO
pound derrick of the wrecking car and
placed on the track. An examination
revealed no serious damage to the
locomotive or tender The track was

cleared in time for the passage of the
early night trains to Washington.

TELEPHONE FOLK
FACE BIG PROBLEM
Seek Plan to Provide Work for

Long-Distance Wires Idle
at Nicht

NIGHT LETTERS'" BLAMED

New Telegraph Service Al*
signed as Cause for Light

Business After Dark.

Kvcr simo the telephone companies
diSOOOl inucd the cheap rate service for

loaf dfcSl am s messages at night, officials
SOTS Vrootled with the problem of
lading work ami iMbllMM for tho wires
vvhn h m many instances are idle after
dork Wlnlc the public has not been
.ailed upon for suggestions or advice
it is known that an c ft ort is being made
to «levis« gooes system by which the
dull hours may be made profitable. It
I*; not likely, however, that the night.
Of hall rate service, will be restored,
tor ihe very icason. according to the
compony theory, that the bulk of the
day business might wait for the lower
tariff, which would longest traflic
end thereby bring about, a condition
similor t<> that existing in former times.

In mos: important centers. the
heaviest burden upon the long distance
wires begins about 10 or 10 M o clock in
the ssoraJBg oooiiotses tor two hours,
and then picks up again between
:; and 5 o'clock in tin afternoon. There
is not much of a rush early in the
morning, around luncheon time, or

late :n the afternoon, when offices are

being closed, and people arc hurrying
home.
Many social messages are trans¬

mitted before the theatre hour, and
there isn't much t hereafter, for a person
isn't lil.clv to all then, especially if he
asks foi a «onneotion with a smaller
town, it is dear, therefore, that during
a latgc part of the day the long distance
wires, fully equipped, arc not producing
any revenue, How to get this revenue,

even at less prottt. without congesting
the serviie everywhere, is the problem
with which telcphono officials are

wrestling.
Night Letter |s Blamed.

If the truth wore known it might
be shown ihn' the inauguration of
the night, letter SOI Vice by the tele¬
graph companies has effected the long
distance business of the telephone
These nies-ag"s are tiled anywhere
from I o lock in the evening until
midnight or later. They take their
torn on the wire, and a man sending
a night Ictte, simply flies it and goes
his way. Hut In the old days of t to-
half rate? the long distance telephone
VirOS were swamped at 6 o'clock,
while people tier ted and swore when
informed that the lines werp busy.

The problem is one which we And
difficulty in toIring." sai'l an official
who has given much thought and study-
to the quest ion during the past few
weeks. "Our business is not like that
of the telegraph nmponies we fig
uro that we can bring in a bigger rev¬
enue if wc could put on a cheap rate
for a preferential period, yet that
would moon that the wires would be
paralysed during the bargain hour
My own idea Is that wc are up against
a hard proposition.''

Plan Cheap Morning Rate.
"The best that can bo done is to

make an experiment and put into effect
B cheap mte early in the morning,
around 9 or st o clock at night and a'
such other hours when the record'
shows the wires are idle. This could
only be temporary at best. You
cannot separate social and business,
n --ages or otherwise we might give
"heap ra'es for social messages at
night. Frankly, though. I do not
know what will be done. Many of
the officials have been consulted and
all of the companies have endeav¬
ored to get at some system which
might spread the business, relieve the
peaks' and keep the wires busy dur¬
ing the hours they are now idle."

I nder the former arrangement, near¬

ly everybody put in a call for 6 o'clock,
and for several hours there was a

stampede. That, however, was before
the advent of the nigh* letter. The
record in each important office showed
how long the evening rush continued.
Men who profess to speak with au¬
thority claim thai the telephone peo¬
ple cut out the night rate in order to
get more money, while they now find
that expensive wires at night are dead.

point. Many telephone officials be¬
lieve that so. i>.| messages have been
laigily eliminated because of the ex-

eassiva charge while many of them
think that this business could be
brought back at night during the
'bargain' period As a general rule,
a vol. s is carried quite < learly for many
hundred miles, bu* there is nothing so

exasperating as la be unable to hear
or be heard while the minutes are

Utting into the dollars. Allowance,
however, is made for wire trouble.

But unless the telephone people can
get together on a satisfactory system,
tag same rates and rules will apply,
and meanwhile the long distance1
wires will be waiting for trade.

»State Health Department Fur¬
nishes Absolute Preventive

at Wholesale Price.

NOT NEEDED IN RICHMOND

People of This City Have No
Chance to Catch Disease.
Sanitation Is Preferred.

A rrangemcnts have been made by
the Stute Me.ilih Department to fui-
ni-h vaccine treatment for th>" preven¬
tion of typhoid fever to the people el
Viiginia at wholesale prices, following
the system prevailing in handling anti
toxin for dlpht henu and virus for small-
pox. The marvellous results following
the use of the typhoid preventive in the
army and navy have demonstrated its
value
The treatment complete, including

the three necessary doses and hypo
dermle needle, costs ninety cents when
purchased from the department, which
keeps a supply on hand. Naturally,
sales are to physic lans, who alone m,

derstand its proper use. A pe< uliar
needle should be used, which is thrown
away after a treatment.

Officers Are Treated.
State Health COBStllsSIOnST Knninji

O. Williams Assistant .Mien W 1v <

man. Director of I nspe< ions Roy K
Hannagan. and other officers of the
di nartment whose duties take them to
SaxtonS parts of the State have all re.

ccived the treatment, which Is very
rarely attended with unpleasant re-
sults. The method of prevention was

first introduced in Richmond in t ho
summer of 1911 by Dr. V. K. T. \\ ar-

riek, surgeon of the Richmond How-
it/.ers, who vaccinated most of the
members of that command fshtpr.
Dr. ,i. fulmar Bright, of the Blues,
treated the soldiers ot that battalion.
The prevention is absolute. Reccp.

a few days ago before a congressional
committea by fjenotal Qcoegs H. Tor-:
ney, surgeon general of the army, and
Dr. Charles K. Stokes, of the navy.

and not vaccinated.

In the navy in 1911 there were tU cases

of typhoid. Then the vaccination
amc. and las' .ear there was one lone
case of the disease.

Rather I>rl\e It Out.
However, it is far more important

to wipe out the disease than to use

preventive measures, in the opinion of
Comsaissionsr Williams. Therefore he
does not advise the use of the pre-
veatlve by Richmond people who do

'not leave the city. einte under the
methods of City Health Ottoer Uery
typhoid has beep practically Wiped out

hero. The Rn hmonder has no t hsvnoe
at all of catching it. unless he goes out¬
side to some infected territory.

Rut men who travel over the State,
stopping in towns where modern meth¬
ods of sanitation do not prevail, and
men who camp out. and especially
militiamen who go into camp and do
not. always obey the urders of surgeons
a« to drinking certain wafer and leaving
other water alone, need the preventive.
It has not been in use long enough to

demonstrate its efffcacy more than ana
year, when the treatment should be
repeated.
The State Health Department can

furnish th<- rarclae at wholesale price.
But it does not give it gre,tt publicity
Bar urge its claims. This is not because
it does not absolutely prevent, for it

does. It is not advertised because the
health department officials prefer to

clean up the State and drive out every
typhoid germ rather than to vaccinate
against it.
