Washington.

SHE WAS TRAINED NURSE

Love Affair Believed to Have
Been Cause of Her

Despondency.

Washington. January 36..Mit* Bes¬
sie N Elwell, thirty-four yearn old. of
Wim bOStOTi Va a graduate nurse who
rOOOAtly inherited a modest fortune
yesterday committed suicide by drink¬
ing eorbolk) acid in her upartment at
the Plymouth, after penning a number
of faieweli missives, in an effort to

Her Ufelees body, clad in street attire
was diw overed stretched at full length
on a < on. h in her room when Bicycle
I'oh. eman Kleet Hughlett. of the Sec¬
ond precinct, standing on a chair, in

eoeoQ. erae en empty three-ounce bottle
that had contained carbolic a« id
Upon a table, and opened that all

might s»e. was a brief message addressed

that the body of one of his sweethearts
Is at the merges, He has the price, so
ask him to have it cremated not let it
ha sent away.

"I have known Miss Elwell for a num¬
ber of years.'' said the man named in
the note when he was called on a tele¬
phone "1 called on her for about four
rears and suppose I could be placed in
the category ol her sweethearts I am
married and Miss Elwell threatened to
teli my wife of my attentions. The
price of Mi«s Elwesfs silence was u.sir)
I did not have the money. I told my
wife of my attentions to Miss Elweil
and the trouble that resulted has now
passed."

Studied Nursing Here.
Miss Klwell studied nursing at the

Homöopathie Hospital from September
27. 1805. until November 30. 190s. being
graduated on the latter date She
practiced nursing la Wash'ngton for
BOroe months, went to Baltimore to
continue her profession, and more
recently is said to have been in charge of
a small private hospital m Florida.

It is related that Miss Elwell made
desperate attempts to regain the love
of her former lover, but failed utterly.
She talked freely among acquaintances
of the wrong that had been done her.
it is said, and only a fortnight ago
threatened to end her life and kill the
man she loved.
In the apartment in the rear of the

seventh floor of the Plymouth in Elev-
enth Street, between N and O Streets
Northwest Miss Elwell lived with four,
other women, and when she uttered her
threats they took alarm and sought to
dissuade her from acts of violence,
She listened to arguments but gave!
them little heed, and only a week ago
turned on the gas In her single room.
An occupant of the Rat. who succeeded
in shielding her identity, detected the
odor of gas and saved Miss Elwell from:
death.

Hardly had the nurse been revived
than she de lared she would again at¬
tempt suicide. She spoke bitterly of
the man to whom she ascribed her un-

happiriess
She began her plans lor self-des-

truction on Friday night. She 6at up.
nearly all night writing letters How
many letters Miss Elwell wrote is
conjectural, but the number if vaguely
plaoed by her friends as "many."

Notifies Newspaper.
A letter addressed to the editor of

an afternoon newspaper, postmarked
3 30 P. M.. was deliverVd about thirty
minutes after that hour and informed
the newspaper man of the act she con¬

templated. Miss Elwell also inclosed
¦ photograph of the man she loved
The picture was pasted on the back of'
a magazine picture of Lillian Russell
Mis* Klwell mailed no picture of her¬
self, and it is stated that she destroyed
all of her pictures before swallowing
the acid.
As soon as the editor comprehended

the contents of the letter from Miss
Elwell, he notified Captain Charles
Peck, of the Second Precinct, who
SSSSt Policeman Hughlett to the apart¬
ments. Hughlett created a bit of ex-
Sil ISeaieill when he asked permission
to search the apartment for the body
of the young woman who had com¬

mitted suicide. A glance through
the transom was enough to tell the
policeman that Mi.-s Klwell was dead.

Hughlett removed the glass window in

the traanea and climbed over the door.

< oroi.er N'evitt was a letter to a Mrs
Diffenderter. who sublets the various
rooms Of the apartment. Mrs Diffender-

There was nothing in my remarks

that involved an indorsement of the
tion of Lee and Davis. I spoke of

them just as they were, great men. who
Bi ted from their standpoint of patriotlo
duty.

They were leaders for the founding
and preservation of the new Confed-

Btatee republic. Lincoln was
leader on the other side of that propo¬
sition and also Orant. the greatest
of all the generals. The Union was

preserved. Lee and Jefferson Davis
failed In the effort to establish and pre¬
serve the proposed new republic. In
common with ail those who belieead
in the preservation of the Union, all
thoee who are now in existence, both
North and South, are glad that the
Union was preserved.

"If you will do me the favor to print
the eight-minute speech which I made
in the House, what I said would need
no explanation. I might go farther
and say that the Union is fully re¬

stored. There are many more Con¬
federate officers in the House of Rep¬
resentatives and in the Senate of the
t inted States than there are thoee who
were officers of the Union army. Com¬
plete citizenship many years ago was

restored to all those who cast their
lots on the Confederate side for its
establishment
"The Chief Justice of the Supreme

C ourt of the United State/«. Mr White,
and an Associate Justice of the Supreme
Court. Mr. Lurton. of Tennessee, were
