Said to Have Attempted Ship¬
ment of War Supplies to

Mexican Rebels
New Orleans. January 31.. Indict-

I merits < barging conspiracy to violate
(the t nited States neutrality laws in

.conne.tion with the proposed shipment
of a largo quantity of arms and arnmu-
mtion to maintain insurgent-., were

returned to-day by the Cnited States
grand jury against, the Arm of A Bald- j
Srin A Co of this city, one «»f the larg-
est importing houses in the South.
Other person* were indicted also, but
wj names have to far been made public.

It is understood the indictments are

connected with a proposed shipment of,
munitions of war valued at $209.000
which, however, due to activities of an

age.ni of the bureau of investigation of
the Department of Justice, never left,

j New Orleans The arms and atnmuni-

tion are at present stored in a ware-

house In this city.
The war supplies stored here are

said to represent, a part only of pur¬
chases totalling $5f*0 t»xi which were made
here and in New York by revolutionary
agents representing interests connected
with the Kelix Diar revolt of last sum-

mre at Vera Cruz The supplies in lüde
SAsV bine guns, rifles, cartridges and ex¬

plosives for bombs manufacture. They
were shipped from New York on South-
em Paotflc; steamers in July and August.
1912. All of the supplies were packed

'in eard-board boxes.
The indu tment charges a conspiracy

to violate the terms of the ioint resolu-
tlon adopted by Congress on March 14
1912. in pursuance of which President
I'.,: .-sued a prociamation forbidding
the shipment of war tuppliee to revo-

lutionibts in Mexico.

Threatened With Attack.
Washington. January 31..Consul

PhsJtp E Holland, at Saltillo, reports
the nearby town of Vicsca threatened
with a Mexican rebel attack. The
rebel leader Bonito Ridiguez has de-
rnanded that the Hacienda de Salado.
