froni Wilmington to the sea. Cnder
the agreement. Wilmington gets Kagle

own' rship, parcel post currency and
banking reform, education, tax reform,
treatment of convicts, the fee system.
and demanding the passag of the In-(
illative, referendum and recall laws,
the legislative program of the Vir-
glnia Division of the Farmers' Kdu-
cational and Co-operative I'nlon adopt¬
ed by the convention here this week.!
was made public this afternoon.
The document covers several type-I

written pages. In brief. It favors the
. xtetision of the function of govern-1
ment as the best means of correcting!
'.he evils of private monopoly, it de-I
mands the extension of th.- parcel!
post. It favors that the Federal guv-!
ernm-nt should own anil operate a<
government bank, and takes the'
«round that the Issuing of currency Is'
a government function, and that cur-!
. ,.ncy should be issued "up..n th- faith
of the Hn ulatlng capital of the coun¬
try, under methods that would insure
gnat expansion at the point of need,
and prop-r redemption at the point
of great redundancy."
The program also favors the ex¬

tension of the work of the Department
of Agriculture and increased appro¬
priations by the state foi rural
schools. It demands that in .rder to
take schools out of politics, trustees
should be -lected by the people. ¦

The work of State Auditor C Le»e
Moire !n enforcing the tax lawt Is
commended, but regret is expressed
"that he has confined his attention to
tfie work of the commissioners of rev-
enuc. We respectfully suggest.'- says
tiie program, "that he In- ludc also the
work A the State Corporation Com¬
mission in order that the public serv-
Ice corporations of this State may be
likewise compelled to hear ftv-ir just
part of the public burdens."
