Wnlt in Corridors While Subcommittees

Washington, May 28..With their
coats off and their sleeves rolled up.

j the members of the subcommittees of
the Finance Committee, behind closed
doors, to-day waded through the mass
of oral and written proposed changes
in the Underwood tariff bill placed be¬
fore them by representatives of busi-
ness 1111010818 during the past two
weeks.

In the corridors, outside the com-
mittee rooms, were about n hundred
"lobbyists." who had Journeyed to
Washington in the hope of feotting the
Democrats to extend oral hearings.
For the most part they had to contont
themselves with filing brlefu with the
committees, through A. F. Gorstell,
president of the Alpha Portland Co-
ment Company, of Kaston, Pa., suc¬
ceeded in having the taboo against
personal Interviews set aside on behalf
of the cement men.

(Jerstoll stated that the Underwood
duty on cement, 5 cents a barrel, would
give the Canadian .manufacturers of
this commodity an unfair advantage
over American trade. He asked Sona-
tor Williams to provide a duty of 20
cents a harrei. The Payno-Aldrlch
rate was 32 cents a barrel.
A brief was also filed with the Fl-

nancQ Committee Dy. William Sosoufeid, j

of NV-\v York. stating that an increase
of more than 10 per rent on cut rlin-
mnnds would lay the importers in this
country open to the machinations of
smugglers.

Pass-
more stated there had been no en¬
croachment upon the payments to
policyholders through the expenditures
of his company, and stated that the in¬
come tax as applied to mutual In¬
surance organizations would work a
great hardship upon those who were
policyholding members
Though it was said at the rooms

where the subcommittees were holding
session that no definite changes in the
Underwood bill were ready for the pub¬
lic there was a well defined rumor that
most of the important revisions in the
Senate document had been agreed upon
and that the conferences over the pro¬
tests of business representatives were a
mere matter of form.

This belief was strengthened by the
assertion of Representative Peters, of
Massachusetts, who had charge of the
administrative feature of the Under¬
wood bill in the Mouse, that a "great
many changes were being seriously
considered."

Peters, together with Representative
Hull, of Tennessee, who framed the In¬
come tax amendment were in confer¬
ence with Senator Williams's subcom¬
mittee for the greater part of the day.
Senator Simmons, chairman of the

Senate Finance Committee, called upon
Secretary of State Ilryan to-day to dis¬
cuss certain features of thn Underwood
tariff act, particularly the clause pro¬
viding a f> per cent drawback on all
lmp°rts brought to American shores in
ships of American register. France and
Germany have objected to this clause
as a violation of the "most favored na¬
tion" provision in existing treaties. It
was agreed to bring the protests of
the two foreign governments before the
house Committee on Ways and Means,
and simultaneously their legal and In¬
ternational aspects will be considered

1 , the son of Mann Page l.omax, of
Virginia, a major of ordnance in the
United States Army. Mis mother,
Elizabeth Lindsay, was a descendant
of Captain Lindsay, who commanded
a company In tho Light Horse Cavalry
of Harry Leo during the Revolution,
and lost an arm in the War for Inde-
pendenco. His father, also, was of an
old Virginia family. Young Lomax
was educated in tho schools of Rich¬
mond and Norfolk, and was appointed
cadet-at-lnrge. July 1. isr>2, to the
Military Academy nt West Point, where
he was graduated July 1, 1S5<5. and
promoted to a brevet lieutenancy in
lite Second Cavalry. He served on
frontier duty In Kansas, Nebraska and
that region, with promotion to second
lieutenant of the First Cavalry. Sep-
tember 30, lS.'if., ami first lieutenant
March 21, 1SC1, until tho secession of
his State from the United States. Re¬
signing April 2ft. 1S61. he offered his
services to Virginia, ami was appointed
captain in tho State forces April 28.
He was at once assigned to the staff
of General Joseph E. Johnston, as as-
sistant adjutant-general, and later was
transferred to the Held of operations
beyond the Mississippi, as inspector-
general upon the staff of the gallant

Thence
he returned to Caroline County, Va.,
and engaged in farming, to which he
quietly devoted himself during the suc¬
ceeding years until 1SS9. when he was
called in the presidency of the college
at Blacksburg. He resigned this po/>
sition after five years' service. For
several years he had been engaged In
the oftlclal compilation of the records
of the war, at Washington. D. C.
