It is n matter of slncero regret that
I should have been so completely mis¬
understood and made to appear to take
such a totally false position. The mis¬
take, of course. Is my own, for 1 should
have better guarded certain of my
statements. 1 am extremely sorry that
I left the slightest intimation that I
could possibly favor miscegenation. No
sane man would advocate it. My pri¬
mary concern is for the white race;
for it amalgamation would be suicidal.
My article takes this for granted; it
never occurred to me that It needed tho
definite statement to tho effect that l|
had no Intention of suggesting mlsce- jgenntion.
The burden of my paper is to show

that the mulatto is not, as seems to ho
generally supposed, necessarily inferiorjto the pure-blooded negro; that he is.
on the other hand, generally superior;
and that he could be of great eugenic
service to the colored race. My argu-
nient is perhaps overdeveloped at tliis|
point, duo to my effort to make very
clear that the mulatto need not neces¬
sarily suffer deterioration through ne¬
gro marriage if the ^marriage is always
between good stocks.

To this I most emphatically object. A
mulatto, in the general sense, is any
colored Individual with any degree of
white ancestry. The great bulk of the
1'.000,000 mulattoes has appeared sim- i
ply through natural multiplication of!
their own numbers, and will continue
to increase in the same way.
