tors. Mr. Koiner, in this statement,declares that -Mr. Mitchell's charges
were presented to the board in their
regular turn ami were dismissed as
"ridiculous."

in explanation of the delay in taking
up Mr. Mitchell's allegations. Mr. Koiner
says that the letter containing the
charges did not reach his othce until
after the regular meeting of the State
Board of Agriculture had adjourned.[Mitchell's letter was considered at the
next meeting of the board, so Mr.
Koiner states. Mr. Koiner'a declara-
tions of the route taken by Mr. Mitch¬
ell s allegations are borne out by \V.
\V. Sproul. secretary of the State Board
of Agriculture, who was present In
Richmond at the Koiner headquarters
j esterday.

Not Fired Out.
Mr. Sproul took occasion to pay yes-

terday that neither Mr. Koiner nor
members of the State Board of Agri¬
culture opposed the farm demonstru-
tlon work nor attempted to impede its
progress. According to Mr Sproul, he
land Mr. Koiner were dropped from the
membership of the United Agricultural
Hoard, not because they wore out of
sympathy with the demonstration work,but because they asked to bo relieved
of their appointments.
Mr. Koiner's denial of the Mitchell

charges follows:
"The Times-Dispatch several days

ago reproduced an article from theAltavista Journal, In which \V. T.
Mitchell's charge that he had been de-
prived of a hearing by the State Board| of Agriculture of certain alleged griev-j ances was amplified. The impression
made by that article, either by design
<>r through ignorance, was that he had
failed to get consideration of his
charges before the State Board of Agri-culture. That impression was in direct
conflict with what occurred. As 1 have
said before, the letter of Mr. Mitchell
did not reach the board until after it
had adjourned. At the next meeting.if the board, Mr. Mauk, to whom It
was addressed, read it to the board,
some «>f the members of which knew
Mt. Mitchell personally. The board de-)-rifled at once that Mr. Mitchell's allega¬
tions were absurd and not worthy of
serious notice.

! "At the time of Mr. Mitchell's com-
;rnuni<-ation 1 was not involved in any
campaign for re-election. An Interval
of about three months elapsed between
the date of Mr. Mitchell's letter and Its
consideration and dismissal by the
boa rd.
"The charge that 1 held up Mr. Mitch-

ell's letter to the board is absolutelyabsurd."
