Never in the history of the State has

its arrny of employes been more de¬
moralized. Nor does the panic affect
only the internal affairs of New York.
It extends to the State's relations with
other Commonwealth*.

-No Itelief In Sight.
Whatever the future might bringforth, no permanent relief In the situ¬

ation was indicated to-day. Leaders
of the two factions expected no settle¬
ment of the problem until after the
meeting of the Legislature next Tues¬
day at noon. Then, they believe, the
issue will be squarely Joined and readyfor f-ubmisslon to the courts by the
Legislature's formal recognition of
Lieutenant-Governor Glynn as ActingGovernor.

iteports to-day were that such recog¬
nition would be granted by the Senate
by confirming the appointment by Gov¬
ernor Glynn of a State Labor Commis¬
sioner. Abram I. Elkus. of New York
City, was said to bo the man favored byMr. Glynn for the ofTlce.

Although Governor Sulzer and his
counsel.a group with wide reputation
as lawyers of ability.planned to ig¬
nore the impeachment formally for the
time being on the grounds that it was
unconstitutional, the Governor will
make a spirited defense before the
court of Impeachment, which meets
Thursday, September IS. At this meet¬
ing, it is expected, preparations will be
made to begin the trial on the follow-,
mg Monday, September 22.
The Governor's wife, star witness

for the defense, lay seriously ill in a
state of collapse at the executive man-
tsion this forenoon. To friends who!
visited her bedside ysterday, she de-!
clared hysterically that she alone was
to blame for bringing to her husband
the trouble he facts. specialist on
nervous disorders, summoned by wire
from New York City last night, is in]
constant attendance upon her.

Affected Deeply by Illness.
His wife's illness has affected Gov-

crnor Sulzer deeply. When he learned
the serious nature of her ailment last!
night he dciared, in an outburst of,
impulsiveness, that he would never
permit her to take the witness stand'
at his trial. Friends expect to dis¬
suade him from this, however, should
her condition improve sufficiently, as
they believe that the Governor's ca^e
will be materially strengthened when
she tells her stoTy to the court.

Mrs. Sulzer's illness Is so serious as
to be regarded as critical, according!
to announcement made to-day by Gov-1
ernor Sul7.er's secretru-y. Two additional
specialists were summoned from New-
York by telegraph this morning to at-I
tend her.
Governor Sulzer came to the Capitol

shortly before n o'clock this morning
and went directly to his private office
off the executive chamber, through a
side entrance.
"Everybody in the Rtata of New

York ought to bo with mo in this
fight.'* he said.
"You know we had a conference over

at the People's House last night, my
lawyers and I.'' the Governor 3aid to
the reporters, "They made me promlsajnot to talk. There isn't a word that
I can tell you."
He had hardly reached his office

before Patrick E. MeCabe, clerk of the'
Senate, sent in word that he wanted
to wait on him, and the Governor said
he would see him in a minute. The'
articles of impeachment and the sum¬
mons were served by Mr. McCabe on
the Governor at 11:06 o'clock.

"All right," said Mr. Sulzer In ac¬
cepting service.
Lieutenant-Governor Glynn reached

the Ca.pttol at 11:25 o'clock and went
to his office on the third floor.

"I shall exercise whatever functions
of government may come before me,"
he said. "However, i shall tise my own
staff and not enlist the aid of the
militia."

In the opinions of some of the Gov¬
ernor's friends the court of impeach¬
ment will never sit In Judgment on his
case, and Mrs. Sulzer will be saved the
ordeal of examination at the hands
of counsel for political Interests bitter
toward her husband.

No I'ndlgiitiled Fight.
There will be no undignified fightfor tho governorship, according to

statements setting forth the intentions
of both claimants for tho office.

Mrs. Sulzer's temperaturo to-day was
102, her pulse 110, her condition se¬
rious. and she can see no one, accord¬
ing to a bulletin Issued at noon by Dr.
Robert Abrams, tho specialist sum¬
moned from New York last night to
attend her.
Governor Sulzer continued to exerclso

tho functions of the exocutlvo to-day,
signing among other papers a requisi¬
tion from the Governor of New Jersey
for thfc extradition of a person in cus-
todv in this State. The name of the in¬
dividual sought by the New Jersoy
authorities was not made public.

Adjutant-General Hamilton, head of,
the National Guard of New York, a

Jovernor Sulzer appointee, recognized jLieutenant-Governor Glynn as actingGovernor of the State this afternoon,
sending an emissary to him to ask if
there were any orders he cared to
transmit. Mr. Glynn said he had no
orders, and if he should have any in
the futuro lie would make them in
writing-
Secretary of State May has decided

to recognize Mr. Glynn's claim to the
acting governorship, according to Mr.
Glynn's friends. The great seal of the
State of New York is in May's ofttce.
and access to It will be given Sir. Glynnand denied Mr. Sulzer, they assert.
The great seal was locked ar.d jchained this afternoon to prevent its

unwarranted uko. Mr. Glynn's con¬
fidants assert that Mr. May will permit jthe Lleuttmant-Governor, but not Gov¬
ernor Sulzer, to use it. The key is in
possession of a deputy to Mr. May
Counsel for both Sulzer and Glynn

were considering this afternoon the
advisability of conferring in the near
future and submitting an agreed slate-
ment of farts to the proper court for
prompt decision as to who is Governor
of New York State.
