
FORMER VIRGINIAN I
DIES IN ENGLAND;

Murray MacGregor Blacker, late
of Chantilly, Henrico County,

Passed Away Yesterday.

WAS NINETY-TWO YEARS OLD

Noted Horseman Taught Colony
of Young Englishmen to Farm.

Friend of Captain Boycott.
lieath removed one of the most

unique personages in the latter-day
history of Richmond and V'irKlnia yes-
terday, when Murray Mii'flr'.'gor
IUacker, former owner of Chantilly,
Henrico County, passed away at Ills
home, (iuldlnKliam Hall. Sudbury, Suf-
folk. England. !

Mr. Blacker, expatriate Irishman,
was, for perhaps thirty years, one of
the beat-known men in tins section of
Virginia, wher<- his handsonn- home
was the rendezvous of tiie leading
sportsmen and huntsmen of the day.
Nine yoars ago he returned to England
and purchaaed a large estate In his-
torlc Suffolk, where he passed his de-
dining days. He died yesterday, ac-
cording to information received here,
at the age of ninety-two years.
Of the early days of Mr. IUacker,

there is little known locally. Ever a
r«j,tlcent man, he seldom referred to
his home life. Ho was a warm per¬
sonal friend of Captain Boycott, the
noted Irish landlord, whose treatment
at tic hands of his tenants caused his
name to become a household word, and
was a close neighbor in County Mayo,
Ireland. It was the accepted fact in
Richmond that his friendship for the
Boycott family was the primary cause
of his removal to Virginia. While here
he had members of that family as his
guests frequently.

Mr. Blacker came to this State in
tho early seventies. He purchased a
farm in Amelia County and large par¬
cels of property in neighboring coun¬
ties. There he assembled a colony <>f
young Englishmen, whom he taught
fanning. The majority of these men
were younger sons of prominent Eng¬
lish families, and several of his prote¬
ges have since Inherited titles. Others
.¦-..ttled in Virginia and have helped
much In the progress of the State.

t'hantilly, on Broad Street Hoad,
Henrico County, was purchased twen¬
ty years ago by Mr Blacker from the
Kaaleys The place was remodeled
and put into first-class condition, and
was stocked with blooded iiors*s. The
new owner entertained lavishly, and
his home was soon tho meeting placu
of the young bloods of th" day. One
of his sons-in-law. Captain Hancock,
was master of the hounds, and the
larger hunts Invariably started from
Chantilly.

In figure Mr Blacker was plender.
with long flowing whiskers He was
of a splendid fearless disposition, and
would not tolerate* timidity in any of
hi* acquaintances. He was fl«'ry and
uncompromising, and was extremely
proud of '.id !>:tnish blood which fiow-
ed in hi:- \etns As a horseman he was
well known, being a breeder of Jump¬
ers and steeplechasers. Mr Blacker
was a famous rider, and was never
known to open a gate His high Jump¬
ing was the talk of the day.

While hotheaded to the extreme. Mr

Blacker made many warm fiier.d.s dur¬
ing bin May. L'tuler a stern exterior
h* had a warm heart, and never for¬
got a friend Recently J. Alston < "abell,
who acted as Mr. Biacker's attorney,
received a letter inviting htm to pay a
visit, with ills daughter, to England
Although ninety-two years old. Mr.
Blacker wrote the letter himself and
ended up with the assurance that he
still possessed many fine horses

Very little is known of the early life
of Mr. Blacker, but he was known to
have come from a wealthy Irish family.
Before conur.K to America he was dep¬
uty lord lieutenant of County Mayo,
with the title of colonel, and was a
Justice of the peace. Ills wife died
about five years ago and several daugh¬
ters preceded him to the grave. He is
survived by two daughters, Mrs Henry
H Clarke and Mrs S H Hancock, both
of England. No other members of his
immediate family ar« living.
Although no definite idea of his

wealth is known here. Mr. Blacker was
supposed to be one of the richest men
in Virginia during his life in this State.
Chantilly. which was recently sold.

lions of the Statu, in addition to hi»
GngliBh estate. In money matters he
v.'us very exacting, and expected others
to be so. It in related that on one oc-
anion Mr. lilackor bad a transaction

i>y which he B(dd a piece of property on
long time, with Interest at G per cent,
The payments became long overdue,
and the note* going to protest, the
bank added the interest at 6 per cent.
Some time luter Mr. Slacker became
aware of the fact and made the bank
reimburse the amount.
The report of his death was received

too late yesterday for many of his for¬
mer acquaintances to be notified, and
while many are absent from the city,
it is thought that some action will be
taken on his death.

Statistics published in the current
number of th© Arnerican Contractor,
show that HichmonM, In common with

! a large number of other t itles, suf¬
fered large losses in building opera-
Hons during July. 1'j!3. and (lurid* tno
seven months just past, as compare 1
with the corresponding periods of
1VIJ. The total for Richmond last
July was $14 7,435.a loss of so per
cent fr »m the total for July, 1*j12,
which was $l,334,Ottfi.
For the seven months ending July

31. 1013, the building permits for this
city totaled J2.Q10.31&.u shrinkage of
40 per cent, compared with $1,350,290,
which was the tot.il for the corres¬
ponding period In 1012.
"While the decline ts marked" paid

Building Inspector liutlur, yesterday,
"the situation Is not as bail as It
looks. An unsilysin of our records
shows th'it July, 1912, was a month
of extraordinary activity In building
operations compared with which even
the best of the months sinre could
only make a poor Bhowitip. The same
is true to a li>rg« extent of the rela-
tlve activity of the two. seven-month
periods that are compared, ordinary
bulldiig operations In Richmond dur-
ing the period covered by the report
wcie not fir helow normal."
