expected that a resumption of negotia¬
tions between the United States and
Mexico will occur \o-morrow on the
return to the Mexican capital of Presi-
flent Wilson's personal representative,
John hind. Mr. I/tiul is hurrying back
from Vera Cruz on the sticngth of
Srnor Uamboa's note, which he re¬
ceived this morning, and. acording to
the understanding. the Mexican sovern-
i;:ent is prepared to make some con¬
cessions to the American demands.

William Bayard Hale, who also has
I ei 11 acting: in an olhcial capacity here,
i: proceeding to Washington to lay be¬
fore the President a new phase "f the
: ituation.
Americans resident in the capital are

at a loss t>> know how to interpret the
peremptory warning' issue.I by Presi¬dent Wilson to lea'je the repuhlic.Somewhat reassured by the declarationthat armed intervention is not intend¬
ed, they are now wondering whether
there is a hidden meaning back of thelati st warning.
The American consulate was crowdedthroughout the day by Americans of allclasses, seeking detailed information.

The consul-general. Arnold Shanklin.

than that based upon instruction from
the State Department to send t<> all
ft nsuls in his district a message to thecftect that they should advise all Amer¬
icans in th-ir terrltcry to leave Mexico

All were Identical on nit classes,
as well as Identical with similar bids sub¬
mitted by the same companies for armorplate for the battleship I'ennsyIvanla.Secretary Daniels, who expressed a desire
to know by what process of mental tele¬
pathy the three companies had arrived at
Identical figures In all ciasser. on two oc¬casions. was told by the representativesthat there was no agreement or understand¬
ing among the companies, and they did
not know until the bids were opened they
were Identical.
"They contend." said the secretary later,

"that Inasmuch as the Navy Department
some years ago divided the contracts equally
among these three concerns when their bids
were not Identical, the destruction of com¬
petitive bidding was due to the departmentand nf>t chargeable to them.
"The policy seems to have been that If thethree companies bid different amounts the

department would send for representativesof the three concerns and divide the con¬
tracts equally among them on the basis ofthe lowest bid. Naturally, this destroyedreal competition, and the cost of armorplate gradually Increased until no reallycompetitive bids were submitted at all."
Secretary Daniels requested the represen¬tatives of the three companies, to send hint

a detailed statement showing the actual
cost of the manufacture of armor a ton. Noaction toward awarding tire contracts is
likely until these statements have been re¬
ceived and studied. Mr. Daniels said he
might then ask for a conference with headsof the companies and might visit their
plants

per cent bonds into 3 per cent govern¬
ment bonds without the circulation
privilege. This will mean the eventual
retirement of national ban); notes. The
circulation privilege will thus revert
to the government Itself, issuing
through th- regional reserve banks on
a gold reserve of 33 1-3 per cent to be
provided by the banks.
"The notable reserve features of the

bill contemplate :t reduction of the re¬
serve requirements of reserve and cen¬
tral reserve cities frotn to IS per
cent and of all Tiuntry banks frotn
15 to If" per cent. The Federal He-
serve Hoard is required to establish a
graduated tax "n the amounts by which
banks may be permitted to fall below
reserve requirements, such tax to be
uniform in its application to all banks.

"Notional banks are compelled to
become members of the system under
penalty of forfeiture of charters, while
State banks are permitted to become
members under regulations of the Fed¬
eral tescrve board.
"Concerning the provisions relating

to rediscounts, over which there was
such a prolonged tight, and :i s a sub¬
stitute :\>r which Hepre.ventati ve Henryand others offered amendments com¬
prising eighteen printed pages, the onlychange made was to add a few lines
declaring that nothing contained in the
bill should he construed to prohibitthe rcdiscounting of notes and bills
of exchange secured by agricultural
products and other goods, wares and
merchandise."

Albany, X. Y., August 2S..Formal
recognition of Lieutenant-GovernorMartin II. Glynn, as acting Governor or
New York, pending the issue of the
impeachment proceedings against Gov¬
ernor Sulzer, was completed hy theLegislature to-day when the Senateaccepted three messages sent in byMr. Glynn last night. The Legislaturelater adjourned to September 17. theday before the Sulzer impcaclunentcourt convenes.
The day's proceedings in both houseswere characterised by sharp denuncia¬tion of Governor Sult'.cr's close frW nd,Judge Lynn J. Arnold, who is seekingto procure indictments for felonvagainst Senator Robert F. Wagner, ma¬jority lender; Senator James J. Fraw-ley, chairman of the committee whichlai«l the foundations for the lmpea« h-J inent, and Speaker A. K. Smith andMajority Leader Aaron J. Levy, of theAssembly.
Levy was charged by Judge Arnold,through Arnold's newspaper, with re-ceiving a $5,000 bribe from formerState Knglneer Skene for influencinglegislation.I! Senator Frawley was charged withbribery and other offenses, while Sen¬ator Wagner and Speaker Smith wereaccused of perjury in falsely certifyingto a quorum. The men impugned* de¬clared their intention of seeking rfc-j dress through civil and criminal ac-tions.
The plans of the Democratic leadersto put through at to-day's session the'several financial matters recommendedby Acting Governor Glynn failedthrough inability to scrape togetherthe attendance necessary to pass ap¬propriation bills.
Senator Frawley's remarks on the| lloor. in answer to the Arnold charges'against hirn, were construed as a threat

to chastise his accuser.
Sena tor Frawley's voice trembled

with feeling iia he arose to make his
statement respecting the criminal al¬
legations made against hint.

"I have listened for six weeks to
the statement every twenty-four hours.
'Frawley will be in Jail.'" he said.
"In line with that I receive every day
a letter from somebody in Albany say-inn 'Don't you dure \ isit the Capitol
or they will kill you

' Now. 1 want to
say to the people that all this shootingstuff or killing stuff don't frightenFrawley. If Frawley has committed
a crime, it is the dutv of the district
attorney to prose«-ut«- h.ns
"As to Mr. ArnMd, 1 will try to pro¬vide for him h little later 1 am going

to apply to him the remedy that should
be applied to all men of his type. Il¬
ls not to bring hint before a magis¬
trate.but something else. Thank God.
1 am able to apply that to him and
1 will.'

London, August 2S..Frederick
Court land l'cnfield. the new ambassa¬
dor to Vienna, left London to-day with
Mrs. 1'enfleld, en route to the Austrian
capital, where lie takes up his duties
September 9.

In a talk with a correspondent, Mr.
l'cnfield said:
"There are now eleven ambassadors

xiimI forty-one ministers to Vienna, and
f .»i once there is a chance for the
American representative not being
placed at the bottom of the ambassa¬
dorial list. As it happens, the new am¬
bassadors who arc due to arrive in
Vienna within the next few weeks arc
myself and those from Russia. Japan,.
Kngland and one other country. Under
the American system of constantly
changing the representative, America
is invariably at the bottom of the list,
but by my being in Vienna on Septem¬
ber which is the date requested by
the state Department in Washington.
I shall arrive before the others, and
then will have the opportunity of get¬
ting In the middle of the list almost
immediately. In this way I can servo
my government to the best advantage."

Mr. l'cnfield made it plain there
would be no lavish expenditures on his
part in running the embassy. "I shall

i « present a democratic people in a
democratic manner that Is commensu¬
rate. Willi dignified hospitality," was
the way ho put it.

Although many had |
refused to consider leaving before the
word came of the President's urgent
advice, hundreds have been starting
for homa or abroad dally during the
last throe weeks, and it is estimated
that nearly 10,000, or about as many as
still remain in Mexico, have gotten
away. Of those now preparing to
leave, 4,000 will need help from the
government, so the $100,000 appropria¬
tion asked for by Secretary Bryan
some time ago to aid refugees will bo
needed immediately. Of the 4,000,
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about 3.000 will come out by the castI roast ports and the northern border;the other 1,000 through west coast
ports.

partment lias aided, It was said to-day,between 4,000 and 6,000 refugees, fur-
nishitig many transportation in someinstances, In others securing specialrates (,!. reductions which the Individ¬
uals themselves could not get.Department officials estimated thatthere were about 60,000 Americans inMexico two or three years ago, andAmbassador Wilson placed the number
as high as 75,000.
