Established on 60-Acrc Tract

Near Lynchburg.

I<ynchliurir, Va., September 10..Tho
convention of tho Virginia Christian
Missionary Society, tho representative
organization of the Virginia Disciples
of Christ, to-day heard reports from
workers of the society throughout tho
State and the report of the State
hoard, which directs the work of tho
society during the year. Those re¬
ports were followed by an address by
George S. Crenshaw, of Richmond.

Tin- afternoon fet salon was given
over to Sunday school work, u. num¬
ber of short ad'livsM'H living made In
a symposium on lliblo school work.
To-night the sermon was delivered byRev. G. W. I'hclon, of Pulaski.
The repoit of the State board show¬

ed that representatives of the society
labored 3,570 days during the year, the
number »>f setinonv beng l,'j-3, and
the number of additions to the churches
through the efforts i f these workers
being OOO. Church's « -gani/.ed, two;
churches aided in support of ministers
or In meetings, eighty; number of con¬
tributing churches. 1'jJ, number of con¬
tributing Sunday schools, hfty-tlve.
The trust fund is shown to be Jll.-

S74.77, from which interest amounting
to $513.3$ was received during the
year.

Trrrnty Pulpit* Vn<-unt.
The plan of grouping country

churches for pastorates has been
pushed during the year, twenty-five
such groups having been formed In tho
past two years. Twenty pulpits In the
State were reported to be vacant.
Tho report recommends that tho

tirst Sunday in November be observed
by the church' Virginia Day. the
churches being asked to reach. If pos¬
sible the annual apportionments; that
further effort be made to arrange with
the National Home Missionary Society
for n Stat'- Sunday school secretary
or Hold worker, and that an advisory
pulpi' supply committee be elected to
aid churches In the calling of pastors,
and that no member of tho State
board be a member.

IN FAVOIl OK NO-FENCE LAW.

Majority iu Cunilicrlniul County Cnnnot

Kayetteville, N. C., September 10..

Unofficial figures on the stock law elec¬
tion held here yesterday indicate that
Cumberland County has gone in favor
of no-fence law. Figures available are

not complete, but no majorities that the
outlying precincts might return against
the law could overturn the handsome
majorities given in the four voting dis¬
tricts of Fayetteville. In three of these
precincts only four votes were cast
against tho measure, No. 2 voting
solidly. Tho majority cannot fall
below one hundred. This victory
will put the whole of Cumber¬
land in closed range territory.
Contingent on this the Federal
government has promised to eradicate
cattle tick in the country, removing it
from quarantine.-

Registration, Numbering Nearly

700, Is Largest in History
of College.

West Raleigh, N. C., September 10..

Agricultural and Mechanical College
| has opened and started work In earn¬

est. with the largest registration in
the history of the college. The reg-
istration to the present time Is near¬
ly TOO, and the prospects aro that the
number will reach far beyond 700 b<v-
fore the year is over.
Among the improvements during the

summer months is the addition to the
| hospital, which has had a large wing
¦ added on the south side, almost! doubling Its capacity.

Work on the new mechanical shopsbuilding, for which an appropriation
was made by the last Legislature, will
commence within the next few days.The contract has beeji let to S. ri.
Tolar, of Rocky Mount, and the delayin starting the construction of this
building was due to the necessity or
revising the original plans to meet
the funds which are available. This
building will contain the machine
shops, foundry, wood-working shops
and mechanical laboratory, and the
cost will be about $50,000.
The battalion was formed Monday,

and drill commenced. This will be
held every day for the new man for
about a month, after which the regu¬
lar three periods a week will be re¬
sumed. On account oi the increased
number of students, it was found nec¬
essary to forn. another company, mak¬
ing a total of seven besides the band.
