Amended Proposal.

BIG SAVING. TO SHIPPERS:

Supervisor and Guard Fined in
Superior Court for Whip¬

ping Convict.

(Special to Tho Tlmes-Dlspatch.]Raleigh, N. C., .September 1"..Govcr-
hor Craig and tho legislative cotnmls-
ulon on freight rates, composed of E.
J. Justice, Greensboro; Judge \V. 13. |
Council, Hickory, and N. B. Broughton,
Rnleigh, were In conference to-day,
considering tho latest amended pro- jpoaal from the railroad companies for
tho adjustment of Interstate freight
rates lb North Carolina. Chairman
Travis, of Uie Corporation Commis¬
sion, is having a detailed statement of
the latest concessions worked out as
they will apply In rate reductions, and
these will be presented to tho Gov-
ernor Just as coon as possible.
Chairman Travis, of tho commission,

¦ays that railroad companies have
never offered any State as great reduc¬
tions In rate adjustment as have now
been offered North Carolina In this
casa. The Corporation Commission will
recommend both to the Governor and
to the Legislature that the propostion
as It now stands l»e accepted. Before
h« left Washington with the proposal
he had a long conference with Chair-
man Clark, of the Interstate Commerce
Commission, and after a thorough ex-
amlnatlon of the proposal. Chairman
Clark recommended unequivocally that
the proposal be accepted, lie declared
that the terms should be accepted by
oil means. Chairman Travis estimates
that shippers of the State will he
saved at least 12,000,000. The South-
ern Railway officials Insist that the jreductions will cut that company's
revenues at least $ 1.(>(>0,000. and If,
this Is tho rase, reverijues of the
other Interstate carriers, the Seaboard
Air Line, Atlantic Coast I,irie, Nor¬
folk and Western and Carolina, Clinch-
f.eld ar.ri Ohio, will certainly be reduc¬
ed considerably more than this amount.

Fined for Whipping Convict.
Holding that under the privlslons <~,f

the Constitution «>f North Carolina
prison authorities ha'v no right to ns<>
the lash on convicts for discipline.
Judge Chas Cook. In ti. . Wake Superior
Court, directed the Jury to return a
verdict of guilty against Supervisor
Nipper and Guard Johnson, of the
Wake Convict '"imp. for whlftping I'an
Galllger. and the Judge imposed tlr.es
of J20 and costs each against the de¬
fendants. Appeals were taken to the
Supreme Court, where the question of
right to whip convicts will be finally
settled. Judge Cook declared that thir-
t> y.-ars ago he was a member of
State's prison board, and he Insisted
then that the prison has. no right to
use the lash. The abolition of the whip¬
ping post many years ago, he said, ap¬
plies as well to this long-established ]
practice of flogging obstreperous con¬
victs. Most of the whipping of con- ,

vlcts for some time i ist. It Is under¬
stood. has been in the county cojjvict
< amp3, the State's prison officials hav¬
ing abandoned t.he practice a long
time ago. except in the cases of jpost
flagrant conduct.

New York Syndicate Buys Ma¬
jority Holdings in Appalachian

Power Company.
[Speclal.to The Tlmes-Dlspatch.]

Pulaski, Va., September 17..A change
in tlio controlling Interests of the Ap¬
palachian Power Company, which took
place recently, by the terms of which
Vlele, Blackwell & Buck, of New York,
replace the II. M. Byllosby Company,
of Chicago, was made known here yes¬
terday evening through the Initial in¬
spection trip made of the developments
along New River by the newly-elected
ofTlclals. Through the change which
has been brought about, the interests
of this company shift from Chicago to
New York and Boston, where the finan¬
ciers and ofllcers aro located. Through
the change an entirely new dlrccto-
lato board has been elected, which has
chosen Its ofTlcial staff, and it was these
now official^ who visited the develop¬
ments along New River yesterday. The
party included President Moss and
Vice-President Walcott, of Boston; M.
A. Vieie, active vice-president; A. P.
Tjjllaf'-rro, secretary and treasurer, of
New York; Herbert Markle, of Blue-
field, \V. Va., general manager for the
operations; H. K. Sliedd, of Blue-field,
W. Va., superintendent of power de-
jartment; It. 10. Scott, of Richmond,
attorney; O. L. Stearnes, of Salem, and
K E. Wysor, of Dublin, connected with
the engineering department.

Viele, Blackwell & Buck, of New
York, several years ago took up the
n utter of developing tho water power
along New River in Pulaski, Grayson
and Carroll Counties for the purpose
of hydro-electric power, and interested
the H. M. Byllesby Co., of Chicago, in
the proposition, the company coming
Ic be known officially with frocal ope¬
rations as tho Appalachian Power Com¬
pany. Five prominent sites were se¬
lected for the erection of large and
modern dams, two of which have been
completed In connection with the power
developing machinery at each dam, the
turn of Viele, Blackwell <fc Buck, of
New York, getting the construction
[contract. Current has been developed
[at these two (lams Uttle more than a
year, the high tension wires carrying
it to many points of Importance
throughout Southwest Virginia and
into the coal fields of West Virginia.
Roanoke and Lynchburg, furnishing an
auxiliary supply at these, the most
eastern points to which the lines have

extended. In connection with
these, numerous substations were
i. reeled at intervals to control the cur-
rent for local uses. With the con¬
struction of the two large dams, which
generated sufficient supply of electric
current, the Byllesby people shifted
their constructive operations to other
j oints, with a possibility of returning
tc tills section later to develop other
dam sites. However, at what date was
indeterterminate.
Thi new officials of the company

passed through Pulaski Tuesday af-
u*rnoon, going out on the North Ca-ro-
Una branch, a distance of about thirty
miles, to view the holds and develop-

j ments which are already In operation.
They merely stopped In Pulaski long
enough to change care, h*nce the pur¬
poses of the officials a.nd to any fu¬
ture development of the sites, which
have been surveyed, were not ascertain¬
able However, it is generally believed
by those who are familiar with the
purposes of the company that the
change will be a material benefit to
this section of Virginia. It Is known
that, under the Byllesby management
this was Just one of many similar
developments, while with the new pro-
moters It is practically the only one.
hence they will seek to develop more
rapidly the hydro-electric power as
laid out by the first company.
The party from here went directly

to Bluefleld, where the . principal office
of the general manager is located, to
look over the field, and will doubtless
go through the coal fields of West Vir¬
ginia and Virginia to make a thorough
investigation of conditions. The
change does not affect the local man¬
agement e,o far as it was possible to
ascertain.

JUDGE LET nm go TOO soov.

."\Iiin Hp UanUlied l.eft $200 Costs Un¬
paid nnd Won't Return.

Asheville, N. C., September 1"..
Three months ago Judge Frank Car¬
ter. presiding over Supreme Court, gaveWiley P. Black, a police court charac¬
ter, his choice between serving two
years on the roads or leaving the
State for good. Black chose to leave
the State, and wont to Tennessee. Now
Judge Carter is using every possible
effort to gel him back.

Black, who is quite wealthy, has
been Indicted many times for sellingwhiskey, and at the last term of court
Judge Carter determined to rid the cityof Black and all others of this ilk. six
were given a chance to go. and all
went, but Black neglected to pay $200costs attached to h:s case, and JudgeCarter did not learn of this until
court convened again this week. He
is now trying to get Black back Into
North Carolina, but the Tennessee offi-
ciaJs hold that Black is guilty onlyof a misdemeanor and not subject to
requisition, and refuse to arrest him.
A charge of being a fugitive from
justice will probably be the next move
of the jt^dge against Black.

C'mised hy Recent Threatened Clnsh

Between White Man ami Negro,[ Special to The Times-Dispatch.]Bristol, Va., September 17..The re¬
cent, threatened clash between CaptainBoaz, station-master at the. Union Pas¬
senger Depot here, and Prof. F. W.Woodfln, a prominent negro educator,has caused tho Norfolk and Western
Railway officials to take prompt action
to provide separate waiting-rooms forwhites and blacks. The station here
had never been so divided, but tho sta-
tion-master was endeavoring to en-force a rule to separate the races, and
allowed no colored person to passthrough tho doors of tho waiting-roomdesignated by him for tho use of
whites. The station Is now beingchanged.
The Rev. J. Tyler Frazier, veteran of

the Confedertao army, and a veteran
minister of the Ilolston conference, is
to deliver tho chief address here on
Thursday, when the Confederates of
East Tennesseo and Southwest Vir¬
ginia hold their annual reunion In Vir¬
ginia Park here. This will bo the eigh¬
teenth annual meeting. A barbecue
will bo a feature. Upwards of 500 vet¬
erans aro expected.
There will bo about twenty-five

names on the official ballot for the
Democratic primary to be held in this
city October 2, when nominations are

Mrs. Emineline I'ankhurst, leader of
the militant suffragettes in England,
and now on her way to tho United
States, could not be landed in this
country under the present immigration
laws, was the statement made jester-
day by William R. Morton, immigra¬
tion inspector in charge of the Vir¬
ginia and North Carolina district.

Mr. Morton made tiie above state¬
ment after he had read that an invi¬
tation had been extended by Norfolk
suffragettes to have Mrs. I'ankhurst
come to this city. Mr. Morton, who
is married, says he is not afraid of
the suffragettes. He said that the
Norfolk members need not make many
arrangements for Mrs. I'ankhurst, for
he did not think she could be admitted
to this country under the present laws.
According to Mr. Morton, since Mrs.

Pankhurst has been convicted and
served a term in jail f<>r destroying
property and inciting riots, she would
be refused admittance to this country.

ATTENDANCE IS LARGE.

Washington Public Schools Open for
Sf Nftloll.

Washington. N. c. September 17..

The Washington pu:>iic schools open¬
ed yesterday for their regular fnll and
winter term. Appropriate exercises
wero held in the school auditorium,
v here all tho children and their teach¬
ers were assembled, together with the
.I oard of school trustees nnd a largo
number of visitors. The exercises were
conducted chiefly by the superlnten-
tent, C. M. Campbell, Jr., assisted by
tho different minister of tho city, each
if whom made short addresses. Tho
enrollment on tho opening day was
nearly S00, nnd new pupils are still
coming in. Several new teachers have
l een added to tho faculty, and the
school begins tho term with very
bright prospects.
Washington's tobacco market is in a

MUTUAL RELATIONS AND INTERESTS
OF THE BELL SYSTEM AND THE PUBLIC

Tho suit brought hy tho United
States questioning tho purchase of cer¬
tain telephone properties In the North¬
west, an well as the pending Interstate
(Commerce Commission telephone inves¬
tigation. havo caused many inquiries.
Without taking tip anything g"ing to
tho merits of these proceedings, it
has Beetned to us proper to state gen¬
erally what has been our policy and
purposo In tho conduct of our busi¬
ness.

We have found, or thought that we

had. that our interests were best served
when the public interests were best
served; and we be.lievo that such suc¬
cess as we have had has been because
our business has been conducted on
these lines.
We believe that our company has an

interest as vital as that of the public
in tho proper administration of the
problems of clcctrical Inter-commun!-
cation. The success and prosperity of
our company depend upon a solution
of theso problems which shall be sound
front both the standpoint of the com¬

pany and the public which It serves.
Following our own best judgment,

supplemented by the best obtainable
advice, we have endeavored to do what
would best servo the public interest:
wherever possible our plans havo beet*
disclosed to the public In advance, and
what has been done In carrying them
out has been along ordinary business
lines, with tho Implied, and generally,
with tho expressed approval, authorl-
ration or consent of tho municipal and
Stato authorities directly Interested.
Our effort has been not only to obey
tho law, but to avoid everything which
might even have tho appearance of an

attempt at evasion.
Our business methods and policy,

and practically all of tho details as to
the transaction of our business, aro
matters of common knowledge and
are, and for many years havo been.
well known to the government. We
will willingly furnish the government
any additional Information which is in
our possession or under our control,

! and will cordially co-operate with it in
obtaining such further information as

it may require. Every possiblo assist¬
ance will be given hy us to the courts
In their effort to determine whether
our policy is or has been inimical to
the public interest. We desire that
anything wrong be corrected; we will
voluntarily rectify any wrong that
may be pointed out to us; and. so far
as it may bo determined that our pol-
Icy or any act under it is against the
public interest, we will promptly con-

form to such determination.
We believe that If each of our ex-

1 changes were made an independent
1 unit and If each connecting line were

j put under a separate control, the ef¬
fect upon the telephone service of the
country would bo a condition so intol¬
erable that the public would refuse to
submit to It and would immediately
requlro such physical connection and
common control of these various units
as would amalgamate them into a

single system. Physical connection In
the case of telephone or telegraph does
not mean transfer of messages from
one line to the other. It means such
a connection as will permit one person
to have the actual possession of the
particular line of communication from
one end of it to tho other, and this can

only bo given efficiently by exchange
systems and connecting lines under a

common control; and that Is what the
Hell System is.

In tills connection, and for general
information, we will restate the policy

i which controlled the building up of
the Bell System, and our belief as to

what a telephone system should be. and
what are Its relations to the public.
We helieve In and were tho first to

advocate State or government control
and regulation of public utilities; that
this control or regulation should he by
permanent quasi-judicial bodies, act-

j ing after thorough Investigation and
governed by the equities of each case;

and that this control or regulation, be¬
yond requiring the greatest efficiency
and economy, should not interfere

j with management or operation. We
believe that these bodies, If they are

to be permanent, effective and of pub-
j lie benetlt, should be thoroughly rep¬
resentative; they should ho of such
character and should so conduct their
investigations and deliberations as to
command such respect from both the
public and tho corporations that both
will without question accept their con¬
clusions.
Wo believe that tho public would

in this way get all the advantages
and avoid all the manifest disadvan¬
tages of public, ownership.
We heliove that centres of business

and population exist for tho conveni¬
ence of tho public as a whole, and that
no such centre can prospect, without
sufficient and efficient means of inter¬
course with other centres and tribu¬
tary territories; that such means can

only be afforded by prosperous utility
and service companies, nnd that fair
rates are essential to prosperous com-

panics. We do not believe that any

j public either desires or can obtain, nor

can any service or utility furnish, per-
manent and efficient service at less
than cost. Including capital charges,
We helieve that ultimately the public'
either directly or Indirectly pays the |
losses Involved In the efforts to furnish
such service at less than Its fair cost.
either through tho loss of the capital
involved, tho losses Incident to poor1
service or tho necessary Increase In
charges required to pay for duplica-
tlon of capital.
We believe that the highest commer¬

cial value of tho telephone sorvlco de¬
pends on Its completeness.on tho ex¬
tent and comprehensiveness of the fa¬
cilities for Intercommunication, not
only between Individuals, but between
centrcs of population; that no Isolated,

section can bo considered independently
of any other section or of tho whole?
that rates must bo so adjusted as to
make it possible to obtain the maxl-'
mum development by making it possi¬
ble for every one to be connected who
will add to the value of the system,
thus giving the greatest value to tho
greatest number; that tho interde-,
pendente of the telephone service and
the value of complete and universal
Intercommunication justify and require
some services partly at tho expcnsel
of live whole for the benefit of the
whole.

| We believe that this highest com¬
mercial value can only be attained by
one system under one common control,

| and that it cannot be given by lrtd<5-
pendent systems unless they are' ope-
rated under agreements which result
in one common control and one com-
mon interest, in effect making: them| a single system.
We believe that rates should he so

adjusted as to afford the company
sufficient revenue to pay such wages
and compensation as will secure the
most efficient service: to maintain the
very highest and most advanced stand¬
ards of plant and apparatus, to carry
on such scientific and experimental re-
search and inventions as to apparatusI and methods as to insure tho higheststandards, and to carry to reserve anddepreciation such amounts as will en¬able the company at any time to re¬place old plant and old methods with
new plant and new methods as fast as
they may be developed and found tobo to the advantage of the service.
We believe that in addition, such fair
charges should be paid upon the in¬
vestment in plant as will enable the
company at any time to obtain money
necessary to provide tho plant re¬
quired to meet tho continuing demandsof the public; and in order that waste
and duplication of effort may bo
avoided and uniformity of purpose and! common control be enforced, that thereshould be a centralized general admin¬
istration in close communication w.ithand having general authority over the
whole on matters common to all or
matters of general policy.
We believe that any surplus beyond\ that necessary to equalize dividends

on a fair basis should bo used by the
I company for tho benefit of the public,ami should be inalienable for anyother purpose, and should be either
Invested in revenue-earning plant until
necessary to substitute plant which1 may become inadequate or obsolete,
or should be used to make the servico
cheaper or better.
We believe that under proper gov¬ernmental control and regulation the

profits from promotion or operationallowed to be distributed should notI bo so large as to warrant or temptcomplete duplication of plant and or-
ionization, with its duplication of itsI capital charges and its organization,operating, maintenance and deprecla-tion expenses; and we do not believe
that utilities giving at fair rates an
efficient and sutficlently comprehensive
universal service should be subject to
limited competition, not giving such
service. Competition which ignores the
obligation to furnish a complete and
comprehensive service is not compe¬tition, is not for the benefit of tho
public in that it does not reach the
whole public interested.

If, therefore, complete duplication,! with its dual exchange connection and
j dual bills for service, is a prerequisite
to complete competition, government| control and regulation cannot go hand
In hand with competition.
We believe that the record of the

Bell System will bo accepted by the
public as fully in accord with these
declarations. Consistent adherence to
this policy has given the public of the
United States the best, most compre¬hensive and cheapest telephone service
In the world and made the Bell stand-
aids the standards of all nations.
To remove any possible excuse for

misapprehension on account of the
many misleading statements which
have been circulated as to the alleged
unnecessary and overcapitalization and
excessive charges of the Bell System,
the following statistics are given. Ex-j cept where stated, the figures aro for
the Bell System, that is. the American
Telephone and Telegraph, and its As¬
sociated Companies.
The entire Bell System on June 30,

1913. had outstanding in the hands of
the public obligations <i. e., notes,
open accounts, bonds and shares) to
the par value of $77 6,000,000.
The book value of the total tangible

assets, which is considerably less than
their replacement value, amounted to
$960,000,000. Many appraisals of prop-
erty included In these assets have been
made, and most of them under the di¬
rection of public authorities. In no
case has the value as it stands on
the books failed to be sustained, and
in most cases it has been very largely
exceeded
The total dividends and interest paid

during tho year 1912 amounted to only
6.1'o on the average of its outstand¬
ing obligations, and to less than 5%
on tho average value of its assets.
The actual cash which has been paid

into the treasury of the American Tel-
ephone and Telegraph Company on ac¬
count of the capital obligations now
outstanding amounts to 522.000,000
more than the par of such outstand¬
ing obligation?.
The Associated Companies collected

from the public and paid back in
taxes over 510,000,000 during tho year
1912.
The steadily increasing necessities

of tho public not only for additional,
but for new telephone service, can only
he met by new construction, involv¬
ing capital outlay. To meet these de¬
mands during the six and one-half
years from 1907 to June. 1913. inclu-
sive. the increase in telephone plant
was as follows: Toll line wire in¬
creased from 1.460.000 miles to 2,212,000
miles; exchange wire increased from
ti.000,000 miles to 13,000.000; tho num¬
ber of exchange stations Increased
from 2.730,000 to 5.200.000; the number
of stations of independent companies
connected with the Bell System in¬
creased from 343.000 to 2,620.000. The
number of independent companies con¬
nected with the Bell System is about
25.000. The number of employes In tho
Bell System, not including the em-
ployes ot connected companies, on De¬
cember 31. 1912. was 1 41.000.
During this same period the number

of shareholders of the American Tele¬
phone and Telegraph * ompany,. not In¬
cluding either the associated or con¬
nected companies, increased from 17,-
000 to about ,">4.000. About 4 7,000 share¬
holders hold less than 100 shares 6a.ch,
6,500 sharesholders hold froni 100 to
1 0('0 sharos each, 34- shareholder®
hold from 1.000 to 5.000 shares each,
while thevo are only lrf shareholder®
of 5 000 shares or over In their own
right. A majority of the shareholder®
aro women
