He is booked as Thomas
Brown.

After announcing that hs would
make a personal test of the mental
¢ffect of Imprisonment on a man, with
the hope of Lettering the condition of
convicts in general, Mr, Oshorne en-
tered the State prison this morning at
1:35 o'clock. To-night his supper was
the coffee and bread that was thrust
through the bars to him. A few feet
from where he Is sleeping, in charge
Lamb, a door leads te the
death house, where half a dozen men
await execution.

FPrepnres for Incarceration.

Mr, Osborne is chairman of the New
York State Prizon Reform Commmis-
sion, His determination to be locked
up was reached after he had discussed
the idea with the other members,
among them being Dean W. Kirchwey.

SEVENTH ARTICLE

Prosecution, However, Brings
Out Some Damaging Testi-
mony, Which, It Is Claimed,
Is More Hurtful Than the
Evidence Eliminated
by the High Court,

Albany, N, Y. sSeptember 29, —The
charge that Willlam Sulzer used hia
veto power curruptly to Infuence leglia-
lation was shot to pieces hefore the
impeachment court to-day in a sarles
of rulings by Chlef Justice Cullen.
The result was the shattering of the
prosecution's case under the seventli
article of impeachment. :
As an offact to any -comfort the
Governor might get out of these rul-
ings, J. A Sorenson, of the coffes im-
porting tftrm of Grossmaon & Sielcken,
testified that he had taken $2,500 in
cash Lo Mr, Sulzer October 9, 1912,
This brings the total of the campaign

The Sorenson testimony was o com-
plete surprise to the defense, being one
of the many things the Governor had
never contided to his ecounsel.
