President Wilson Issues
' Thanksgiving Proclamation

Washington, October 23..President Wilson to-day designatedThursday, November 27, as Thanksgiving Day, aud issued the follow¬
ing, his first. Thanksgiving proclamation:

"Tho season is «t hand in which it has been our long-rospoctedcustom ns a people to turn to in praise and thanksgiving to AlmightyCiod for His manifold mercies and blessings to us as a nation. Tho
year that has just passed has been marked in a peculiar degree bymanifestation of Ills gracious and beneficent providence. Wo have not
only had peace throughout our own borders and with tho nations of
the world, but thnt pence has been brightened by constantly multiply¬ing evidences of genuine friendship, of mutual sympathy and under¬
standing, and of tho happy operation of many elevating influences, both
of ideal and of practice.

"Tho nation has been prosperous not only, but has proved its ca-»
paclty to tako calm counsel amidst the rapid movement of affairs and,
ileal with its own lifo in a spirit of candor, righteousness and comity.We have seen tho practical completion of a great work at tho Isthmus
of I'anama, which not only exemplifies the nation's abundant resources
to accomplish what it will, and tho distinguished skill aud capacity of
its public servants, but also promises the beginning of a new age, of
new contacts, new neighborhoods, new sympathies, new bonds, and new
achievements of co-operation and peace.

FRESH VISIONS OK DUTV.
" 'Righteousness exalteth a nation' and 'peace on earth, good-will

towards men' furnish tho only foundations upon which can be built
the lusting achievements of tho human spirit. Tho year lias brought
us the satisfactions of work well done and fresh visions of our duty
which will make the work of the future better still.

"Now. therefore. 1, Woodrow Wilson, President of the United States
of America, do hereby designate Thursday, the 27th of November next,
as a day of thanksgiving and prayer, and.invite the people throughout
the land to cease from their wonted occupations and in their sevcrtvl
homes and places of worship render thnnks to Almighty C»od.

"In witness whereof 1 have hereunto set my hand and caused tho
seal of the United Stntes to be ntlixed.

"Done at the city of Washington this 23d day of October, in thd
year of our Lord one thousand nine hundred and thirteen, and of tho
independence of the United States of America the one hundred and
thirty-eighth.

President Wilson's Treatment of
Problem Both Approved

and Condemned.
Molionk I/ake. N. V.. October "_'3..

President Wilson's treatment of the
Philippine problem was both approved
and condemned to-night nt the Ixike
Molionk conference of Friends of the
Indians and Other Dependent Peoples.
The speakers who condemned decided¬
ly were in tho majority. Tho views
expressed. However, varied front ad¬
vocacy of perpetual American control
to belief in immediate independence.
Tito dominant opinion favored mail-

lng tho Filipinos independent, but not
until a generation or more had been
devoted to teaching them how to yov-
ern themselves. The most radical ad¬
dresses proposed resigning the care of
tho islands to an international coun¬

cil. and if the great powers refused to
accept this trust, turning the Philip-
pines over to she Japanese.
Tho most urgent advocate of Imme-

diate independence was Or. John It.
Mcl'ill, associate professor of surgery
in the University of Chicago, who re¬

cently resigned as professor of Mir-
gery in tiie Pnlversity of the Philip-
pines, at Manila.

Dr. MeDill was one <>f tiic authorl-
ties quoted by Congressman Jones, of
Virginia, in his recent attack on (Jov-
ernor-tjeneral Forbes.
Martin Kgan, formerly editor of the

Manila Times, said that he bad ex¬
pected to see b'ss rancor and bltter-
iiesa in the treatment of tho Philip-
pin^ question, because, through the
results of the last election tho critic i

had become tho actor.
Athur F. OUIn, of Arcadia. Fla., for

six years Judge of tho Court <>f First
Instance in the Phllllppines. expressed
the hope that no step toward Inde¬
pendence would l>e taken for at least
twenty-live years.
