PASSENGER WIRES FOR AID

l&on Air Commuters Are De¬
layed Two Hours by

Wreck.

Southern Hallway passenger train No.
1 known as the Rlrmlngham Special,
leaving Richmond last night at 6
o'clock, ran into an oppn switch near
Oianite station, In Chesterfield boun¬
ty, .-ix miles l'rom Richmond, and was
lera iled. Passengers and trainmen
were hndly shaken tip, but no one was
hcriously Injured, and after a new en-
giiie had been sent from Richmond,
the iraln proceeded South. Oommul-
iisir passengers for Hon Air and other
points along the Southern Railway
were delayed about (wo hours.
The Cox and Cumberland Company,

of Kndxvllle, general railroad contrac¬
tors. engaged In extensive work for
the Southern Railway in South Rich¬
mond, had instaUed a temporary sid¬
ing at tho point Indicated ntid* placed
,stcam shovels thero to load earth on

cars for tho purpose of making em¬
bankments. Through Bomo oversight
tho switch was left open last night,
land tho southbound train on tho sin¬
gle track plunged headlong Into tho
siding. That no ono was Injured was
'considered remarkable, and only prompt
action of the engineer prevented a so-

rlous catastrophe.
Kngluc ttnd Curs Derailed.

As it was, tho train was completely
side-tracked. Its engine and forward
cars derailed und tho engine-whet Is
buried deep In tho soft earth. Tho
construction company had located a
;teiegraph ofllco lit the siding, but it
was closed. Tho train conductor found
that two passengers knew something
of telegraphy, and after (be ollice had
heen forced open, Alexander Neal, an

employt of tho Virginia-Carolina <'hcm-
ical Company, opened the key and sent
a call for assistance to Richmond \
?:ew etteints was sent out and, after
all of the passengers hat* iieen required
to get on' for fear of Injury, tho i'ntl
ii,.-ins and day coaches were carefully
pulled I ek from tlie temporary sid¬
ing and pushed alone to |! hi Air sta¬
tion, v.-In-re the new engine took its
place ahead of the train and continued
South. The derailed engine was left
to (lie later attention of a wrecking
train.

It had not hen determined last nlglit
whether hlamo foi tho open switch lay
with railway employes or with those
of the construction company.

Road Improvement.
United States Senator Claude A.

Swanson and Captain I*. St. Jullen Wil¬
son. State Highway Commissioner,
have succeeded in engineering a clever
coup that Prings to Virginia 540,00!)
of Refl'-r al money for post roads. To
explain thf- brilliancy of this coup
it should if said that Virginia, In com¬
mon with forty-seven other States,
was originally allotted ?10,uo0 for her
post roads, and that the additional
$.10,000 obtained for Virginia repre¬
sents the apportionments of three
Statu who scorned the aid.

I'ho story of the accomplishment Is
tills: following a stubborn hut suc¬
cessful 11 v-1.' by the American Auto¬
mobile Association for Federal as¬
sistance in tiit- building of State high¬
ways, the go-eminent finall\ agreed to
Vive $10,coy m each of forty-eight
States, to be . mployud in tho construc¬
tion of po.i roads. Under tho pro¬
visions of li appropriation the I'ort-
Ultiec I >cpart ment Is to designate (In¬
roads upon which tlit* money Is to be
spent, ami the actual work is to be
done by the United States < >Mleo of
I'iibite Roads, which Is under the di¬
rection of l.ogan Waller I'i ge.
Among the ilrst to apply for tho

$10,000 appropriation was State High¬
way Commis? inner Wilson, llis appli¬
cation was immediately honored, hut
hearing rumor.- that certain States did
not care to (. .._. the money under the
[conditions Imposed, ho wrote to Sena¬
tor Swanson ii ; information. The Sen¬
ator replied tht one State had refused
(lie appropriation. At once Commis¬
sioner Wilson laid claim to the re¬
jected Si".'t"fii iind with the assistance
of the Virginia delegation In-Congress
succeeded in obtaining It. A second
State turned down tho SlO.Onn Federal
'gift, and ;. ond application from
Commissioner Wilson was honored.
Again the scheme was worked success¬
fully when a third State Ignored the
proffered aid, and Virginia was given
its allotment upon request. In each
case the Slate n.id counties supplement
the fund for tlio improvement of the
roads select t d.
