10 CODIFY VARIOUS
"NATURAL LAWS"'

Commissions to Investigate Phe¬
nomena Affecting Wireless

Telegraphy.
l.ondon, November :!<...Two commis¬

sions, one International and 111«» other
Kmrllsh in organisation, soon will begin
a scries hi iuvestluations in the hope of
being able lo codify the various natural
laws which are believed by scientists
to govern wireless telegraphy. The
Kngli*di commission, known as tho
Committee of the Ttritlsh Association,
will devote Its investigations to tho
qualitative phases of the problem, whilo
the other organization, called the ln-
tfrnatlonal Kadio-Telegraphy Coinmfs-
siosi. will study Hie quantitative as¬
pects.
The British committer will endeavor

to discover by extensive observations
those regularities of phenomena com¬
monly described as "natural la\*s." It
lit hoped that if tliese laws p.ro codltleri
It will bo possible to greatly extend
the commercial possibilities of wire¬
less.
The International commission will

begin its work from a power station
near Brussels, from which, on a specl-
!ii-d date, signals will be sent out for
the reception of investigators and na¬
tional committees now being organised
in every participating country. Cer¬
tain technical inca surenients will be
matie by the transmitting experts at
Brussels and by the receivers in va¬
rious countries. The International com¬
mission will compare the results es¬
pecially with regard t-> the effects of
lime, direction and distance on the
strength and regularity of the re¬
ceived signal.
The objective of the Investigations

Is th« r-liinlriatlon of such obstacles as
the "strays" or "X's" of th'* operatorand the difficulties of communications
encountered near tho periods of sun¬
rise and sunset, and from atmospheric
conditions generally.

Now
Hampshire, Vermont and Massachu¬
setts thlH fall cost the Uvea of thirteen
persons and more «>r less serious In¬
juries to seventy-two others. Tlio deer
season closoil in MiiasachuBCtts a week
ago, ami will end in Vermont to-nior-
row, hut hunters in Maine and New
Hampshire have two weeks left In
w hich to traek their quarry.
Maine leads the Northern New I'.nt;-

land States in the number of fatalities.
Of eloven persons killed in that Stale,
four were mistaken for deer and shot
by other hunters: six were killed by
the accidental discharge of their own
weapons, and a little filrl .was acci¬
dentally shot by *\n elder brother. More
than sixty persons were wounded.

bur.-ts of enthushmi. A telegram was
sent to Governor Fielder, of New Jer¬
sey, voicing the protest. Boyd is at
liberty under ball periling the outcome
of his appeal from conviction.
Hubert Harrison, a Socialist agita¬

Hoyd was introduced, declaring that
"The A. F. of L, does not preach sa¬
botage, but they go out and blow up
bridges."
