Miss Adele Clarke, instructor of the

class of illustration at the Art Club
01 Richmond, made a fascinating ad¬
dress before the members of the Art
Club and their guests yesterday after¬
noon. Miss Clarke's subject was "The
History of Illustration," and In a thor¬
oughly pleasing manner tho speaker
recounted for her audience tho story
or this phase of art. She spoke of how
illustration was really tho original
foirn of writing. The ancients Illus¬
trated the deeds of their rulers and
wrote the history of their nations with
drawings. .I

Illustration, as we know it to-da,v
dates back to tho Middle Ages, when
the monks and priests aided in the 11-
lumlnatlon of the text of old manu¬
scripts, the Idea originating in the at-
tempt to emphasize important ideas.
One notices this tendency in the writ¬
ing of children. They write in big let-
ters tlse words that seem most lin-
portant, and In drawing they always
make the picture of the person or
thing that they like best the bi^ijefit.

Miss Clarke related in graphic and
most Interesting manner the gradual
development and progress of illustra¬
tion, with touches upon the quaint,
hand-done work on tho margin of the
old manuscripts and books of the Bible
and descriptions at length of tho very
first wood blocfc. It was a charming
afternoon, and MlssjClarke's audience
was most enthusiastic in its reception
of her.
