GOES TO ROADS OR SCHOOLS

(iives Graduated Allowance Ac¬
cording to Population.

Text of Bill.

1 lurry U. I lountou, oT I lampion. a

member of tlio House of Delegates,
ami candidate for the oaiH'UM chali
manshlp. lias iircpurcil a bill lor the
regulation <>f tl>o fee system. less dras¬
tic in its t^rins than some of tlio.se of¬
fered at tlio last session, tint which,
the patron believes, will meet the ob¬
vious needs by provlilini; that exces¬

sive fees shall be paid into the county
or city treasury. After providing for
payment <>f neccssary expenses of the
offices. the amount to l>o retained by
any foe olliccr is to be regulated by
the population of tin? district served,
the hill providing a maximum amount,
thai 111:1.\ bo retained by any olHeer.
Mr. Houston has nut lUled 111 the
amounts as yet, leaving them to be
determined after conference with fel¬
low members Of the CJoneral Assembly.

'I'l'Tt of 1(111.
The text of tlio Houston bill fol¬

lows:
\ Mill.

To fix the :>.»Inri s of city, county
and district oilier?. t*» provide for the
disposition of fees received by them,
to provide how such fees shall be ap¬
plied, and to pay the surplus of such
fees into the local treasuries for use!
for public roads and schools.

He it enacted by the Ceneral As¬
sembly of Virginia. That all city, coun¬
ty and district officers whose compen¬
sation is paid in whole or in part by
the paynirnts of fees, shall, when this
law beconus operative, i>#» governed by
the following rogulat Ions:

I. Such ollicers shall collect the fees
which are now or may hereafter lie
provided by law to be charged for their
services, and keep an accurate account
thereof, a report of which shall be filed
annually with the Circuit or Corpora¬
tion Court. They shall apply the gross
fees so collected by them as follows:

(a) To the payment of such sums as
may be necessary to defray expenses
of efllclently conducting their respec¬
tive offices--the annum of which ex¬
penses shall be regulated annually by
such officers, but only upon the ap¬
proval thereof by the judge of their
repesctlve Circuit Court of counties or
Corporation or Hustings Courts of
cities.

lb) After the payment of such ex¬
penses of conducting their respective
otlices as hereinbefore provided fur,
they shall retain for themselves a sum
not exceeding $ per annum for
every 1,000 ar.d fraction thereof over
500 of population of such county or city
as shown by the last United States
census: and,

(c) After paying said office expenses
and retaining the fees for themselves
as hereinbefore provided for, they shall
pay the balance of such fees collected
for the preceding calendar year into
their respective county or city treas¬
uries, on or before the 10th day of
January of each year, taking the re¬
ceipt. of the respective treasurers
therefor and exhibiting the same to
the Board of Supervisors or City
Council, as the case may be, which
balance may he appropriated by said
Board or Council, to local school, or
road purposes. Provided, however, that
the fees retained by any such ofTlccr of
a county for himself shall in no case
exceed ? per annum, nor shall
those of any such officer of a city in
any case exceed f per annum.

u. He it further enacted that, by rea¬

son of the numerous duties imposed bv
law upon the city, county and district
officers, for which no fees arc allowed,
and the fact that in many of the small¬
er cities and counties I11 the Common¬
wealth. the fees hereby allowed will
not provide reasonable compensation
for the services required to be render¬
ed, iu addition to the foregoing pro¬
visions of thin act. the boards of mj-
pervisors of the several counties arid
the Councils of the several cities are

hereby authorized to pay from the re¬

spective treasuries of the several coun¬
ties and cities such salaries to their
respective officers as are now <v may
be hereafter allowed by law to be paid
to them.

3. This net shall become effective as
to each olliccr when the present term
of the present olliccr shall expire.

REVENUE RAIDERS
iARREST TWO WOMEN
Finding of Untaxed Spirits in
Louisa County Leads to Addi¬

tional Warrants.
j Two women and one man were yes¬
terday morning added to the two
prisoners already captured bv the big
internal revenue raiding squnl which
descended without warning on Ixjuisa
County early Monday morning. I J*
charge of Deputy United States Mar¬
shal Gllmore, l«ena Anthony, Martha
Anthony and Hernard Anthony were

brought to Richmond yesterday morn¬
ing by train and carried before the
United States commissioner. Henry
Harris and Thomas N. Anthony had
been bulged in the Henrico Jail on the
preceding day. The five arrests grew
out of the finding In I.ouisa County
recently of twelve barrels of untaxed
brandy.
The three men and two women were

charged simply with having in their
possession distilled spirits upon which
no Federal tax had been paid. When
the revenue sfjuad swooped down on
the Anthony home, near Huekners, on

'j Monday, they found two barrels of
untaxed brandy of the name kind as
the twelve barrels originally discov¬
ered in a deserted house by an aged
uej^ro woman. Tills charge is sufTl-
eient to secure the detention of the
suspects while the revenue agents
work up the threads of tho case.
When arraigned before United States

.Commissioner Flegenhelmer yesterday
the five prisoners asked for a continu¬
ance of the preliminary hearing. This
was granted and I ho date of hearing
tixI'd for January 13. All llvo were ad¬
mitted to ball In the sum of $500 each.
They wero represented by Attorney
Louis < >. Wendenlnirg.

j Although the revenue men have suc-
e'eoded in .shedding some light on the
origin of the mysterious barrels of un¬
taxed brandy, they have not yet dis¬
covered the distillery In which the
brandy was manufactured, nor liavo

jtliey been able to lay definite charge
of illicit distilling against any of the
five prisoners taken. They have, how-

lever, secured valuable evidence in the
'discovery on the Anthony place of two
additional barrels of contraband brandy.
