BURNING OF MOSCOW
RESULT Op DESIGN

Question Settled in Book Printed
for Private Circulation by

Narichkine Family.
MY LA MARQUISE DE FONTENOY.

THE Narlchkino famllyr one of the
most illustrious houses of the
Russian aristocracy.though un¬

titled.has Just hart printed for pri-
vate circulation the letters and cor-

respondence of that Natalie Narichkine
who died at Tsarkoe-Selo In 1S63, and
who was the eldest daughter of Gen-

I oral Count Theodore Rostoptchino,
Governor of Moscow, at tho time of its

capture by the French* -under Em¬
peror Napoleon, a little over a liun-
dred years ago. ;
Tho letters and extracts from diaries,

contained lu the book, constitute a

most remarkable contribution to his-
tory. For they at length determine,
beyond all possible doul»t, tho ques¬
tion of the responsibility for the burn-
ing of Moscow. I

Tliere has always been a controversy
as to whether the conllagratlon was

idue to carelessness or to design on

the part of tho Russians, or whether
it had been ordered by Napoleon him-

(self, for the purpose of impressing the
Russian people with n sense o? his
might.
Tho book just printed settles for all

time the controveisy. For in its pages
Natalie Narichkine describes, hour by
jhour, the fateful night o. the 13th of
September, isr_', when Moscow was
'set on fire, how the conllagratlon was
ordered by her. father. General Count,
Rostoptchino, how his principal agents
in tho affair wero his own son, Scrgius,
who vas his chief secretary, the pre-
feet of police, broker, and a trusted
retainer of tho count, of the name of
Voronenko.

It was Voronenko and bis assistants
who actually put the torch to the \ari- !
ous buildings, granaries, warehouses
and palaces, which all burst into
tlames in different parti of the city,'nt the same moment. VorOnenko was
killed during the night by the French,
land so, too, were hi? chief assistants.
Those who managed to escape the
French perished of want and disease,
land from the epidemics which broke
lout after the departure of tho grand!
army.
The widows and children of the men

were hunted up some time later by
General Count Rostoptchino, who spent
considerable Minis of money in reliev-
ing their destitution. Natnlle Narleli-
KI no. Indeed, gives in fac simile a writ-
ten order of her father, on tho steward
of his property at Moscow, dated IS 19.
directing him to pay a sum of f»,000
roubles to the widow of Voronenko.
Neither the Emperor nor the Russian

government ever did anything for the
family of Voronenko, and of those
others who had helped him to set the
city of Moscow on lire. The general,
in a letter to his daughter, admits that
the Emperor, Alexander I., always de¬
clined to talk about tho burning of
Moscow to him. Ho gave it neither
his approbation nor yet his disap¬
proval.. l^e maintained an absolute
silence on the subject to tho general
[and to every one else, as if anxious!
that it should bo forgotten.

It was, however, bitterly condemned
by the general's wife. Countess Theo-
dote Rostoptchino. Indeed, so strong¬
ly did she feel nhout the matter, that
it became the cause of her separation
from lier husband and from her chil¬
dren.the latter siding with their
father.and ere many weeks had
passed, she had left Russia forever,
creating a gulf between her family
and herself by abandoning the Russian
Church, and becoming a convert to
Roman Catholicism.
The general himself never regretted

what he had done, and extolled
Voronenko and those others who had
lost their lives in setting Moscow
a flam as patriots whosu names (to-
served to be recorded in gold on the
pages of Russian history. For ho
rightly held that by setting the city
on fire, and, especially by putting tho
torch to the great metropolitan gran¬
aries and warehouses where the sup¬
plies for tho winter bail been accumu¬
lated, tiie continued sojourn of tho
French army in Moscow had boon ren¬
dered impossible, separated as it was
so many hundreds of miles from ita
baso of supplied. |

it was the burning of Moscow, and
especially of its granaries, that forced
Napoleon to abandon his project of
remaining with his army at Moscow
during the winter, and to undertake
without delay tlint disastrous retreat
which constituted tho first and most
crushing blow to his prestige and his
power. For it was tho retreat of tho
grand army which was tho inaugura¬
tion of his downfall, and the respon¬
sibility thereof belongs to General
Count Theodore Rostoptchino, to whoso
granddaughter, Countess Lydla Rob- j
toptehlne. I am Indebted for a copy of
tho book.

Tho doctor haw been leasing tho

property, which In most picturesquely
situated on tho ehorcs of tho Traun
lake, near Qmundcn, In Upper Austria,
for eomo tlniy pant, but has only re¬
cently purchased both tho villa and tho
chateau, for a very largo sum. The
chateau is surrounded by a large and
stately park, ami is palatial in its in¬
ternal arrangements and decorations;
largo sums having been spent on it
by the archduke, and by his mother.
fc>ho was deeply attached to tho place,
which had been built under the direc¬
tions and according to tho designs of
her son: tho hall and "some of tho
state apartments on the ground floor
being of the l'onipeian order of archi¬
tecture and decoration.

It was in tills chateau that the
widowed duchess sp^nt tho last six¬
teen or seventeen years of her life, al¬
ways awaiting the return of that miss¬
ing son, tho one of her children whom
she loved above all others, and untli
the day of her death, every night a
lighted candle was placed with '

her
own hands In the window of her room
looking out on to tho lake, so that
Archduke John, if he came, might sec
that lie was awaited, and that his
mother was watching for his return.
