tweon the demise of a Pontiff and the
election of his Kucccsaor. ii i.i he,
too, who has charge of the organiza¬
tion and of the management of the
Conclave, and who is called upon to
certify and officially establish the ile-
miso cf the Pope, by tapping on the
forehead of the corpse with a small
hammer, summoning him thrieo l>y
name, after which he proclaims the
fact that the Holy Father Is "really
dead." All this in accordance with
custom and tradition of 100 years.
bro Xtll., who was well aware that

the late Cardinal Oreglla, the camer-
llngo of his relgn, disliked him, and
that he was of an irascible disposi¬
tion, was wont to joke about this
ceremony, expressing a humorous ap¬
prehension lest Oreglia should, when
the hour came, give vent to his feel¬
ings by striking unduly hard blows
with the hammer.

If Plus X. is delaying the appoint¬
ment of a successor to Cardinals Oreg¬
lia and Hampolln In this connection,
it Is because It is necessary that the
camerlingo should be an Italian, in
view of his being in charge of the af¬
fairs of the papacy during the inter-
regnum. The fulfilment of these duties
by .1 foreign prince of the church
might give rise to complications with
the Italian government. The latter, it
Is well known, would not relish the
presence of a foreign Pope in the
internal City, the native of a country
with which Italy might find Itself in
political or even armed conflict. The
objection would apply equally to an
acting Pope, that Is to say, to a camer-
lingo.

j Were it not for this, there is no
doubt that Pius X would have np-
pointed his secretary of state, anil

[ most trusted confidant. Cardinal Merry
del Val, who is a Spaniard. As it Is,
the choice will pnpbably fall upon Car-
dinal Ferrata, who is on fairly friend¬
ly terms with the Italian government,'anil who is generally regarded as des-
tined to be the choice of the next Con¬
clave as successor to the present
Pontiff.

I .eo XIII. was a wonderfully far-
sighted man, so much so that many
regard him as having been gifted with
second sight. Thus, he demurred at
the elevation of Archbishop Jean
Pussynn, of Cracow, to the Sacred Col¬
lege. This appoint merit was repeated¬
ly pressed upon him by Rampolla, then
his secretary of state. Finally, I.eo
XIII. gave way, remarking: "I will do
what you desire, but I hopo that you
will never have occasion to repent
having forced my hand in this matter."

j At the Conclave which followed I.eo
XIII."s death, Rr.mpolla, having a ma¬
jority of the votes, would have been
elected Pope, had not Cardinal Puzyna
risen from his place and communicat¬
ed to his fellow members of the Sa¬
cred College the veto, by his sovereign,
Emperor Francis Joseph, of tho elec¬
tion of Rampolla. If was hi conse¬
quence of this veto that Cardinal Harto,
Patriarch of Venice, was raised to the
chair of St. Peter.
