SWEDISH CABINET"
RESIGNS TO KING

<

Result of Differences of Opinion
Between Its Members and

the Sovereign.
Stockholm. Sweden, February .

The Swedish Cabinet. of which Carl
Albert Stnaff was Premier, to-day re¬

signed, and King UustAvo summoned
Huron Cierard l.uis do Over to form a
new Cabinet. Tho resignation was tho
result of differences of opinion between
its members ami tho Kiiik, as to the
sovereign's right to {rive free expres¬
sion publicly t»i bis opinion in political
matters, without, previously consulting,
the ministers.
The Cabinet held that as*i constitu¬

tional monarch, the King should not
make political speeches without ascer¬
taining beforehand if tho Cabinet ap¬
proved their substance. The King re¬
fused to submit to such restraint. This
has been made clear by tho publica¬
tion of caustic correspondence between
tho King and the Cabinet, after .the
King's speech to 30.000 peasants, who
held a demonstration a few days ago,
demanding an increase of Swedish ar¬
maments. The Cabinet sent to the
Kimr a commun\cation, in which his at¬
tention was called to an oxtract l'rom
hi.s speech, as follows:
"Tho demands for preparedness Vfor

war as regards the arrtiy, which are
put forward by military experts, it
will not abandon."
Commenting on this, the communica¬

tion refers j,«» proposals for substantial
improvements in th«> defensive system
of Sweden, based on recommendation
of the defense communication, and add*:
"Hut considering: the far-reaching

claims of the military authorities, it is
safe to anticipate that proposals the
Cabinet will ask the majority to sub¬
mit to Parliament hardly will come tip
to all those claims, and we may say
that if they did, some certainly would
have no chance of being passed by Par¬
liament."

ward to arrest her. The disguise of
the woman who left tho house was so

good that tho suffragettes In tho crowd
shared tho delusion that it was Mrs.
Pankhurst.

Finally, the police, who were much
bruised anil scratched, took their
prisoner to the polico station, oijly to
tint! that tlioy hud been hoaxed, and
that the woman was not Mrs. Pank¬
hurst.
