its organic law the provision that the
"natural oyster beds, rocks and shoals
.... shall not be leased, rented or sold,
Mit shall be held in trust for the bene¬
fit of the people," which means that
any man who can buy a pair of tongs,
rent a "Imp-eve" and raise the money
for a license can scour the bottom.
Just as a law which would permit all
men to hunt all panic at all seasons
would destroy the last bird and the j
last rabbit In the confines of the Old
Dominion, so this provision of the Con-
st i tut ion 'section 17,r.) has slowly but
surely narrowed the natural oyster
rocks and stripped them bare. Th<s
226,non acres of natural rock shown
by the r.aylor survey and the 400,000
a res then "open to planting" have
dwindled, according: to the Fish Com¬
mission, to half or less:

"W ith tho Constitution thus strict in
its provisions, even a satisfactory ad-
ministration Is handicapped. Tho Pest
t.ia. can bo done in tho circumstances
is rot always that which will bring |
the maximum return from the oyster
rocks. And when tho administration
Tills short of the highest standard,
the results Inevitably are disastrous.
Furthermore, within recent years.

"\ irglnia oysters have suffered In com¬
petition with those of other States.
1 Ms has been duo to two causes, name¬
ly. the shipment of poor oysters from
tbe natural rocks and tho so-called
"pollution scare."
As to tho former, It is well known

that the seed-oysters taken from the
natural rocks aro seld m fit to market
at once. To bring the best price they
should be replnnted and "fattened."
When, therefore, seed-oysters have been
sold for market, they have sometimes
failed to give satisfaction, and have led
the undiscrimlnating to believe that
ail \ irglnia oysters were of the same
quality.

In the same way, the cry that Vir¬
ginia oysters were polluted undoubted¬
ly cost the oyster industry many hun¬
dred thousand dollars. Jt has been
shown that the agitation that origi¬
nated in the Xorth arul practically
closed New York markets to our oys¬
ters was at best partisan In character,

Monroo nml tho Nantucket were
equipped, nt tho time of thoir fntal col¬
lision, with submarine signaling ap¬
paratus. and If so, whether tills pave
any warn I nor of tho location of tho
two ships prior to tho tlmo their fog¬
horns wcro heard.
Recent experiments have convinced

experts that the submarine bell may l»o
nuirto ono of tho most valuable means
of promoting greater safoty at son. As
every student knows, water will con¬
vey sound much moro reliably ami
regularly than will air. Moreover, It
lias lecn demonstrated that while
sound will travel only 1,100 feet the
second Iti air, !t passes through water
at the rato of 4,700 foot tho second.
These two familiar facts havo been

utilized In the design of bells Incased
?n water-tight drums and automati¬
cally operated by compressed air. Such
a bell, placed besldo a lightship or on
the troaconst can. of courso. bo regu¬
lated to give signals according *o a
code, while a slinplo dcvlco on ships
will record the sound and convey It to
the pilot-house.
An Interesting feature of tho receiv¬

ing apparatus on ship Is that it can
lie placid within tho hull of the ship
without losing its value In detecting
even the faintest sound. All that is

necessary Is to place a small tank di¬
rectly against the hull of the ship and
to supply this with microphones. The
sound-waves, reaching the hull of the
ship, pass to the water in tho tank,
are caught by the microphones and
transmitted as any other telephonic
message.
Another well-known property of

sound-waves In water has been util¬
ized to detect tho precisc direction
from which submarine signals come,
oven as the employment of a coile en¬
ables a ship to determine tho origin
of tho messages. It Is well known that
while a sound In tho water, transmit¬
ted to tho slile of a ship, will bo dis¬
tinct In a tank placed directly against
the hull, the sound will bo less clear
or not nudlblo at nil as It passes
through the ship. According^ if re¬
ceiving apparatus bo placed on either
side of a ship, the density of the sound-
waves on either side will show thO'di-
rection from which they come. If.
then, the prow of the ship bo turned
until tho sounds are equally audible
on both sides, with the receiving ap¬
paratus near tho bow, tho navigator
knows that tho scnding-bell is straight jahead. This determined, he will havo
little difficulty In avoiding the danger jagainst which ttie signals warn him.
Now that this apparatus has been

perfected, we may expect its use to
be mailo compulsory.a complement to
the wireless In giving greater insur¬
ance to ocean-travelers.

TO PROMOTEPEACE
Carnegie Wants Income Used

Through Churches.Union
Is Incorporated.

rSpecial to The Tlmes-Dlspatch.]
New York, February 10..Andrew

Carnegie to-day gave $2,000,000 to be
used through tho churches for tho pro¬
motion of international peace. Tho in¬
come of the fund, about $100,000 a year,will be expended by a board of twenty-
nine trustees, representing all the lead¬
ing religious denominations In ths
l.'nlted States.
This gift is in addition to tho $10,-000,000 foundation established by Mr.Carnegie on December 14, "to has¬ten the abolition of international war."The announcement was made at theloso of a luncheon at Mr. Carnegie'shome, attended by the trustees of thenew foundation. Tho trustees organ¬ized "the Church X'eace Union," whichwill be incorporated under the laws ofNew York State.
The income ol the fund will be usedto organize the moral power of theL'hurches on critical international ques-lions, to circulate peace literature

among the clergy and to bring aboutthe annual observance of a "Peace Sun¬day." Conferencec of America and Eu¬
rope will be called to discuss the pro¬motion of peace. When the leadliignations abolish war and the fund hasfulfilled its purpose, the trustees maydevote the income to other philan¬thropic uses.
