Capture* I'urt of Torrn.
(Special to The Times-1Mspatch. ]Juarez, April 7..According to oflicialadvices received at General Carranza'sheadquarters. General Cabellero suc¬ceeded in capturing a portion of thecity of Tampico at 11 o'clock this morn¬ing. At the time of sending the dis¬

patch serious street lighting was in
progress. General Cabellero in his re¬
port to CSfncral l'ablo Gonzales, which
was relayed to General Carranza. said
that lie hoped to be in possession of
the city some time during the night.
The attack on Tampico followed the

seventeen-hour battle of Monday, which
resulted in the capture by the Consti¬
tutionalists of Dona Cecilia and Ks-
¦amela Del Monte, two Important out¬
posts of the town, which command the
approaches to the city from the harbor,
which is seventeen miles distant from
the city.
