Company Clnlma It Could Not Hnvc
Formrrn Webb'* Action, mid So Won
Not l.lnhle.

The City Gae Compuny, of Norfolk, ;In secu rltig yesterday n writ of error
uiid Hiiiicrsi-ilciiH from the State Su¬
preme Court of Appeals In tho suit
brought by Lewis \V. Webb, made the
unique defense that It lu not liable
for ikbIIk'Iici' In the accident which
caused tile Injury of Webb because 11
could not foresee the result of tho
negligence. Webb was hurt by the ex-
plosion of a manhole In a btroot of
Norfolk.
The Supreme Court dcclded to re-

view the proceedInvrs In tho suit and
fixed the bond at $1,200. Walter II.
Taylor In attorney for the City Oat i

Company, while Webb Is represented
by the tlrrn of Bowden & Heard.
Webb was Injured when ho struck

a match near a manhole In a street
of Larchinont, it suburb of Norfolk, In
Which gas had accumulated from a I
leaking pipe of Mi'' City Mas Com-
pany. At tho time, Webb was at-
tempting to open the manhole In or-
der to find the water plug which com¬
municated with his resident:*}. II .

struck a match to see better, and the
flame, Igniting the escaping gas. blew
the manhole up with considerable'
f'.rce. The company declares that
Webb must have struck the match on
the manhole Itself.

In Its petition the company makes
the point that It would have been
liable for damages had one of Its
employes In the regular discharge of
his duties been Injured In like m*i?i-
ner by tho explosion of the leaking
g^s. The striking of tJtie match on
t>ie manhole by Webb, a third party,
was a circumstance which could not
have been anticipated bv tho com-
P*iny In falling to at one* repair the
leak, says the petition. Since it was
not possible to have foreseen th" ro*
suit of negligence in falling to re-
pair the leak, the company claims It
Is exempt by law from liability.

ISSUED AND RECALLED

Con/union of \nmrii "Todd" tintl "Ilodil" ;
Over Phone I,rutin to Sllnutulor-

*i (ii in 11 iiK.I'nnc Cornea I'p To-day.
Confusion of tho names of Todd and

Dodd ivhen spoken over Hid telephone
caused Governor Stuurt to sign yes¬
terday an extradition warrant drawn
upon him by tho Governor of New Jer¬
sey. which he afterward ordered dis¬
regarded. Alonzo Todd, tho fugitive
concerned, Is thus In all probability
saved from a forced return to New
Jersey, a1- there Is no binding extradl-
llon agreement between Virginia and
New Jersey covering tils offense.
Alonzo Todd was recently arrest¬

ed and jailed In Hurry as a fugitive
."rom Justice In New Jersey, where he
Is wanted on the charge of nonsupport
and desertion ol his wife and chil¬
dren. Learning that a New Jersey
ofllcer with requisition papers was on
his way to Richmond, Todd <\ngaged
O. 1.. Shewmalte as his counsel, and
had .Mr. Shewmake communicate with i
tho Governor's olllce by telephone to j
give notice that ho wished to contest
extradition.

. iver the telephone, however. Sec¬
retary Alexander Forward understood
the name to be Dodd, without under¬
standing the lirst name at all. So
yesterday morning, when an ollicer
from New Jersey appeared with a
requisition warrant duly drawn for
th<- surrender of Alonzo Todd, under
detention in Danville, Governor Rtu-
art promptly signed tin; warrant,
having had no notice of protest from
Todd.
A short while after the New Jersey

ofllcer left the Capitol It occurred to
Secretary Forward that Todd might
be "Dodd," so he at once got Into
telephone communication with Attor-
new Shewmake, and the two reached
the conclusion that the requisition
which had Just been signed was In
fact for the surrender oT Alonzo Todd.
The Governor's secretary then tele¬
phoned to the sheriff of Surry Coun¬
ty and instructed him to disregard the
. xiradltlon warrant pending further
word from the Governor.
Todd's attorney will be given a

hearing before tho Governor this
morning, and It Is probable that the
New Jersey ofllcer, on being confront¬
ed with a refusal to surrender the
prisoner In the face of the requisition,
will return to the Capitol also.
Because of tho fact that desertion

Is cf nslilered in New Jersey as a mis¬
demeanor It Is not covered by the
Interstate extradition agreement, which
applies only to felony cases. In this
event, It Is entirely In the discretion
of Governor Stuart whether or not
Todd is to be surrendered.

DIES AT GRACE HOSPITAL!

rtov. William Howoll Ttylor, a well-

linown Presbyterian minister who had
held pastorates In Now York and In
tho South, died In Graco Hospital yes¬
terday morning at 10:10 o'clock, after
a long Illness. He la survived by two
daughters. Mrs. A. I), P. Gllntour, of
Chester, S. C., and Mrs. A. T. Bnoa, of
Now York City. His wife died In
Richmond seven years ago. Tho body
will l>o taken to New York City, where
the funeral will be held to-:norrow
morning.

Mr. Taylor was born in New York
City on February 11, 1^3<. Ho was
n student at Yale University In 1855,
and a student at Princeton Theologl-
cal Seminary from 1S66 to 1S59, after
which he was stated supply at Calvary
Church In Hochoster, N". Y. He was
ordained by tho Presbytery of New
York on February 22, 181", and was
pastor of tho First Presbyterian
<'hurch at Clifton, N Y., from 1S00 to
1-S04. In 1SG5 ho became a chaplain In
the United Ktaton Army. After tho
war ho became pastor of tho First
Presbyterian Church In Tltusvllle, Pa.,
and later held pastorates In Brooklyn,
South Carolina, Florida and again in
South Carolina. After his health be¬
came poor he lived with his daughter,
.Mrs. Gllmour, at the Union Theologi¬
cal Seminary, Olnter Park, and in
PJll he made a trip around tho world.
Since that time ho had been living
with Mrs. Olltnour In Chester, s. C.
