gifted and they drag on in miserable
quarters, struggling to produce some- jthing that will justify the claim to jgenius they are bent upon making.

PORTIA. j
GUAVA JELLY

To most of us this delicious Jellyfrom the West Indies Is quite un- jknown, hut, in spite of Its extra cost,
it Is worth trying, it is nnide from
t he stewed l'rult of a beautiful little
evergreen tree growing In tropical
America anil the West Indies. The
green, glossy leaves, like those of the
Camellia, and the large, white fra-
grant llowers are a common sight in
thoso countries where the tree is al-
most a weed. The llowers are fol-
lowed by the yellow fruit about tho
size of a hen's eng. and in appearance
somewhat like the pomegranate. Tho
rind is thin and brittle, anil when re-
moved discloses a lirm, tlesh-colored
pulp full of horny seeds. This pulpis sweet, aromatic and very pleasant
tasting. The fresh fruit makes excel-
lent tarts after the small, stony seeds
have been removed.
The fruit Is often eaten raw by tho

natives, and In that event It Is usual¬
ly gathered very early In the morning,
as It Is then more agreeably acid than
later In tho day. They are in the habit
of swallowing seeds and pulp, with the
occasional result of severe indigestion.1
This has caused tho wiser natives to;
use a llttlo care ami remove tho seeds jfrom the pulp, as they are the sup¬
posed carriers of the trouble.
The bark of the tree Is used In its

native country for tanning. Also a
decoction Is made of the bark, the
young leaves and fruits, which Is used
as an astringent and dosed to patients
suffering from dysentery.

INDIAN CORN OR MAIZE
Next to rice, this grass Is the most

important food plant in the world, be-
sides serving in a thousand other im-
portant ways the needs of man. It is
native to America, having been cultl-
vated In tho Western Hemisphere since
prehistoric times. The name maize
we use for It Is derived from the. word
Mahlz, the name the old Haytlans ern-
ployed, and which Columbus adoptedwhen he discovered America. When
the white settlers came to the United
States they found the Indians cultl-
vatlng It. and quickly learned from
them Its great value. Several of tlio
old Indian names for certain pre para-
tlous still remain, and are incorporat-
ed in the. language of the American
people, such as samp, hominy and
succotash. Strangely, as human food, I
the Indian corn Is practically unknown
outside of America. Among Its manl-
fold uses, outside of food value, are jthe following: The oil extracted from
tho kernel is used for surfacing and
polishing oilcloth and linoleum, and
i lie cake left after the oil has been
extracted is fed to sheep. Glucoso
from this plant, a sugary white liquid,is used by confectioners In great
quantities. Cornstarch, when not used
for chocolate puddings. Is licked by us
when wo put a stamp to the envelope.Maize Is also a growing source for
denatured alcohol used for heating and
lighting. Corn stalks woven into
strong belts are used on all large ves¬
sels at the bulkheads for protection,
uur most dangerous explosives, gun
.cotton and smokeless powder, rely for
their manufacture on the Indian corn.
A poor quality of molasses Is furnished
by the stems, paper by the stalks, and
what Is loft Is used as fodder for farm
stock.
